He Recently Addressed.

Henry B. F. Macfarland has returned
from Toronto, where he addressed the
Canadian Bar Association and was
made the first American honorary
member of that association, of which
Bir James Aikins, K. C, of Winnepeg
is president and the minister of justice
of Canada is honorary president. Lead-
ing barristers from every province of
Canada from Nova Scotia to British
Columbia were present during the
three-day meeting discussing plans for
improving the laws and legal procedure

of Canada. The city of Toronto and
province of Ontario welcomed them
with lavish hospitality. The attend-
ance would have been much larger but
for the fact that so many Canadian
barristers have gone to the war. Two
hundred and fifty have volunteered
from the province of Ontario alone.

Theme of His Address.

Mr. Macfarland’'s formal address Fri-
day morning was on the work of the
American Bar Association In securing
uniform legislation and measures for
improvement of practice by elimination
of technlcalities with a view to the re-

duction of time and expense of litiga-
tion, and also on Its larger service in
defending the independence of the judi-
ciary as against the proposed recall of
Judges and review of judicial decisions.

At the annual banquet Friday night
he spoke on the duty of lawyersg to ed-
ucate public opinion in the national
and international field for democracy
against autocracy in every form, and
for the rupremacy of law over arbi-
trary force. .

BIG SHAD CATCH.

Receipts Much Heavier in Recent
Season Than in 1915,

Reccip‘?i of shad from river and bay
nets in the spring fishing season just
closed were several times as heavy as
it was In 1915, but the receipts of her-
ring were only a little heavier than in
past years. The records of the District
health office show that 2,047,583 herring
and 246,126 shad were received at the
11th street wharf market in the season
which closed June 10.

The fishermen are unable to account
for the non-increase in the herring
catch, as they had the same opportunity
to come up the river as had the shad,
unless it was that the wasteful meth-
ods of catching them have decreased

the number of fish. The experts say
that the effort to conserve the fish
supply has come late, and It will be
about four years before the full effect
of the restriction of the traps can be
seen.

A shad or herring spawned this
spring. It is stated, requires four years
in which to reach full size.

TIDAL LEVELS ABOUT NORMAL.

Water in Potomac Recedes Over Two
Feet Since Saturday.

With the shift of the wind to the
northward BSaturday, the hizh water
In the river began to lower, and,
though the breezes today are from the
south, the tidal levels have almost
returned to normal. At high water thls
morning the water level was below the
top of the sea wall about Potomac Park.
This is more than two feet lower than
it was Saturday last. The current is
still racing down from the upper river,
however, and this morning was rolling
under the Highway bridge at a rapid
pace. It is gradually losing its
\strength, and, uniess heavy rains again
oceur along the upper river, it is be-
leved it will run off within the next
forty-eight hours.

Th’; murky water extends below
Maryland point to the edge of the oys-
ter producing grounds, but it is now
thought the deposit of mud in the
lower river will not be heavy enough
to damage the oyster bed. The com-
ing of the muddy water put an end to
bass fishing along the Potomac above
Georgetown, and it will be a week
or ten days before the river clears up
sufficiently to make good fishing.

Protection of Crabs and Enforce-
ment of Oyster Cull Law Most
Important of Ita_ Duties.

Maryland's new conservation com-
mission, which has in charge the con-
servation of fish, crabs, oysters and
other sea fcod, in additlon to its other
duties, will endeavor teo give proper
protection to the inhabitants of the
waters of the bay, so that they will
not be exterminated by improper and
foollsh methods of catching them. Of
all the dutles of the new commission
the conservation of the crab and the
enforcement to the letter of the oyster
cull law are looked upon as the most
important,

The new commission consists of W.

Thomas Kemp, chairfnan; Willlam H.
Killian, secretary, and J. Edward
White. 1t has on fits staff Bwepson

Earle, engineer; Thomas C. R. Howard,
commander of the fisheries navy, and
E. Lee Le Compte, chief game warden.

Among the plans the commission has
in hand for the saving of oysters is
one to remove 400,000 bushels from the
upper waters of the bay, where they are
in danger of being ruined by fresh water
coming down In Ifreshets, to ints dowm
the bay where they can thrive. The
commigsion will look after the plant-
ing of barren oyster grounds, and it i=
probable that a joint arrangement will
be made with thes Virginia fisheries
commission for the protection of the
oiylterl. crabs and fish in the Potomac
river.
