It wait an American fleet that broke
down the barriers of Japan's isolation
from the modern world. Of late occasionalJapanese have seen fit to reproachus on this score. Having hauled
them into the world from which they
held themselves aloof, they say we are

now opposing the development that our

own course made necessary.

years of intercourse between Japan
and America were characterized by a

friendship rare among nations. That
n# ln«.

cool Is clearly not due to any Japanese
or American national characteristic
that makes for enmity. The two countriesfor decades were very friendly,
not only officially, but in the public
sentiment of each of them. The public
sentiment of the United States is still
distinctly friendly toward Japan. If
the nations are drifting: apart it is due
to a conflict in principles and policy.
The principles and policies concerned
relate to two grreat questions.the
question of immigration and the questionof China,
The Chinese question is vital to Japan.

That most Americans do not regard it
as vital to the United States is not the
real measure of its importance. The
seriousness of such a situation must be
gauged by the importance of the point
at issue to the nation most concerned.
