LINE ON PREPAREDNESS
GIVEN BY MOBILIZATION

Temporary Lack of Shoes Available
for Militiamen Explained by

Army Officers.

Army officers on duty at the War

Department believe some good illustrationsof what real preparedness
means have been obtained as a result
of the mobilization of the National
Guard'and the outfitting and equipment
of the troops in such a short space of

time. Incidentally, an explanation of

the dispatches from all over the countryto the effect that various state

commands were ready to move except
that they lacked serviceable shoes came

to light today in the militia division
and the quartermaster general's department,in connection with statementsthat the shoes for the National
Guard, frequently reported lacking,
have now, so far as is known, reacnea

practically ail the state troops
Some years ago it was the custom

of the War Department to furnish
shoes to the militia, as well as uniformsand other equipment; but militiamenin many casea walked off with
the government shoes on their feet,

failing to turn them in with uniforms
and other equipment, and it became a

serious task for officers in charge of

government property to recover and
keep track of them.

Stored Shoes in Depots.
The result was that the federal governmentstopped the issuance of shoes

to militiamen, and. instead, adopted a

system of accumulating shoes at quartermasterdepots throughout the country',ready to issue upon a call for the

militia. Enough shoes to equip twelve
militia divisions at war strength were

thus stored at the various quarter-
master depots throughout the country.
When President Wilson called out the

National Guard ten days or so ago orders
went forth automatically to all the quar-
termaster depots to ship the necessary
shoes as well as other supplies to mobili-
zation points. In many cases the rail-
roads, however, were not as well pre-
pared with empty freight cars as was the
War Department, and in some cases there
were complaints that National Guard
mobilization camps were not obtaining
the necessary supplies of footwear. The
railroads, however, have bent their energiesto mobilizing their freight cars at
needed points, and it is now believed at
the War Department that the shoe questionis not hampering the movement of
any state troops who are otherwise ready
to go where ordered.

TO HAVE BUT ONE ARMORY.

District National Guard Will Give
Up Four Places Today.

But one armory in the District will
be maintained after today, June 30,
when the present leases end. With the
National Guard of the District of Columbiain the United States service, and
all equipment out of the buildings and
no one to drill in them, the officers take
the position there is no need of maintainingthese buildings.
