The amusements
of the park were opened to them free
of charge at 1 o'clock by the manage-
ment. At 1:30 the children were given

a light lunch, after which toys were
distributed by the toy committee under
the direction of Samuel Richards.
There were base hall bats and balls,
rubber balls and jacks, parasols, tin
huckets and shovels and all the things
that go to make kiddies happy.

The KElks missed the presence of the
tots from St. Ann's Asylum because the
tender age of the little ones prevented
their coming the long way from their
home in Berwyn. However. they are to
be provided for by a special committee
under the directlon of Joseph J. Leary.
Ice cream, cake and toys are to be
taken to the Berwyn Home today.

The children of the Episcopal Home
and the Alexandria Orphan Asylum
were absent because they were at their
respective summer homes, which are
too far away to be easily reached.

The orphan asylums and homes rep-
tesented were: Baptist Home for Chil-
dren, German Orphan Asylum, Bt. Vin-
cent's, St. Joseph's, St. Johnm's, the
Bruen Home. St. Rose’'s Industrial

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PROSPECTS FOREARLY
ACREEMENT ON MEXICO

Acting Secretary Polk Again Con-
fers With Senor Arredondo,
Carranza Envoy.

Prospects of an early agreement be-
tween the American and Mexican gov-
ernments to submit the border dis-
agreements to a joint commission were
described as brighter today after
Acting Secretary Polk agaln conferred
with Eliseo Arredondo, Gen. Carranza's
ambassador.

Closer to an Agreement.

The conferees found themselves
closer to agreement on the several
points which have delayed formal an-
nouncement that Gen. Carranza's sug-
gestion for a commisslon would be ac-
cepted.

The Washington government wants
to widen the scope of the commission’s
investigation beyond Gen. Carranza's
suggestion that it discuss withdrawal
of American troops; measures to pro-
tect American border interests from
bandits and the origin of raids.

Ways to Aid Mexico.

It was assumed that Mr. Arredondo
was able to assure Mr. Polk today that
his government was willing that the
commissioners should also investigate
economie and flnancial relations be-
tween the two countries, with the hope
of finding means to aid Mexico In the
restoration of peace and order.

Whether a compromise plan was pro-
posed which proved acceptable was not
made known. There is every reason to
believe, however, that as & result of
today's conference both conferees feel
that a deflnite announcement will soon
be possible.

NOT TO LEAVE IN A WEEK.

German Consul's Announcement Re-

garding the Deutschland.

BALTIMORE, Md., July 27—If Capt.
Paul Koenig of the merchant subma-
rine Deutschland plans to start today
on the return voyage to Germany there
was nothing going on this morning at
the pier where the submersible Ias
berthed that was any more indicative
of departure than has been the case for
the last few dayvs.

When Carl A Luederitz, German
consul here, announced that the recep-
tion to Ambassador von Bernstorff
whiech he had planned at his home for
last evening had beemdindefinitely post-

poned he was asked when the Deutsch-
land would leave.

“She will not leave for a week.,” an-
swered Mr. Luederitz. The postpone-
ment of the reception to the ambassa-
dor was owling to his inability to come
here last night, Mr. Luederitz said.

NOT UNDER SENIORITY RULE.

Decision Affecting Enlisted Men Who
Are Made Officers.

The appointment of two enlisted men
of the . C. N. G, as second lieutenants
brought up the technical question
whether they could properiy be given
rank from the date when the vacancies
occurred, Judge Advocate General
Crowder rules not,

“The rule which applies In the case
of promotions of officers by seniority
to give them rank as from the date the
vacancy occurred,” says the judge ad-
vocate general, ‘‘does not obtain in re-
spect of appointments of second lieu-
tenants from the ranks.

An officer promoted by seniority, he

‘points out, may be deemed to exercise

and in many cases does actually exer-
c¢ise the duties of the higher grade
from the date the vacancy occurred. An
officer appointed from the ranks cannot
exercize the duties of a second lieuten-
ant until the appointment is made.

PLAN FOR FRYE INDEMNITY.

Settlement for Sinking of U. S. Ship
by German Raider to Be Made.

As a result of a2 conference today be-
tween Acting Secretary Polk and Prince
von Hatzfeldt, counselor of the German
embassy, negotiations to adjust the in-
demnity for sinking of the American
ship Willlam P. Frye by the German
raider Prinz Eitel Fredrich probably
will be conducted by American Ambas-
sador Gerard with the German foreign

office.

Questions of alleged violations of in-
ternational law and treaty rights in-
volved in the case are to be settled by a
commission, the formation of which has
not been taken up.

FIGHTING IN MACEDONIA
IS BELIEVED REMOTE

ATHENSB, Greece, July 27.—Follow-
ing lengthy conferences between Gen.
Maschopoulos, commander of the
Greek forces at Baloniki, and King
Constantine and the Greek general
staff, the impression is general in mili-
tary circles at Athens today that a re-
sumption of hostllities in Macedonia
between the entente and the ocentsal
powers is not Imminent.

There are no indications that Salonikl
will be attacked. The Austro-Germans
have fewer than a brigade of troops
and the Bulgars have only tem divis-
ions on the Salonlkl front, and oon-
sequently military observers point out
they are not in a position to under-
take assault on the formidable Mace-
donian stronghold.
