
COST OF LIVING PROBE !
IS DECLARED "ABSURD"

The Keatlngr-Kenyon Joint resolu-
ion nrnvirfinir for an investieation

into the cost of living: of wage-earners
in the District of Columbia, which has

i
passed the House, was discussed in the
Senate last evening-, but finally went
over on objection of Senator Stone of
Missouri, who declared that such legls- j
lation was "absurd."

It was the resolution in the form that

passed the House which was before the j
Senate and two amendments offered
by Senator Kenyon to make it conform
to the resolution which has been re- j
ported to the Senate by the committee
on education and labor were adopted
before the resolution went over.

Cites Need of Inquiry.
Senator Kenyon explained the need

of the proposed investigation into the
cost of living in the Distict and said
that undoubtedly the investigation
would be followed by an attempt to
enact a minimum wage law for the
District.
Senator Gallinger of New Hampshire,

while declaring that he thought not
much good would come of the investi-
gation. and that the $6,000 provided
for it by the resolution would be uselesslyexpended, said that he would not
oppose the passage of the resolution
since many of the senators felt differentlyabout it.
Senator Stone insisted that it would

be impossible, through such an investigation.to arrive at any definite conclusionsas to what it costs to live in
the District.
"It costs one man one amount and it

costs another man another amount,"
6aid Senator Stone, "depending upon
what he wants, what he pays for and
what he is able to buy. It seems to
me that it would be utter folly to un-
uertake to say what it costs to live in {
tins District." 1

Defends Resolution.
Senator Kenyon, defending the resolution.said.
"investigations into the cost of living

of the laboring classes of our country
must be productive of ultimate-benefit.
As to the matter of economy, we have
\ oted here this afternoon for a three-
hundred-and-twenty-five-thousand dol-
iar building in a town in Arizoua with
a population of some 18.0W. according
to the report. I do not know why it
is that when we come to anything that

|enters into the betterment of the condi-
Ii'.ins of the people ho toil in this
country we generally run up against
objections to it. That is all this is. It
is along the line of the general trend
In this country to have surveys of
working conditions, of wages, and of
the relationship of the hours of t"il
and the expense of living."
