Telephone Lines Impossible.

Not a telephone line can resist the
ineessant bombardment that digs up
the soil and levels all feldwork alonz
the whole line in front of this fortress;
consequently, to assure communications
between the front ang the rear Is a
difficult problem, Communications by
carrier pigeons are very uncertain, and
optical signals are insufficient for va-
rious reasons. Nothing is certain ex-
cepting the man himself, and to trans-
mit information and orders across that
beaten field reguires something ex-
traordinary in the way of man He
must be an athlete with =ood lungs.
and, above all, he must have a stout
heart.

The courier of Verdun is unable to
use the communicating trenches where
he would be ont of sight of the enemy
because that line is crowded always
with soldiers going to or from the
front line, with wounded being carried
hack. wtik men of the commlissary
department carrying provisions to the
men on guard, That is too slow a
route for the courier of Verdun: he
must take his chances of being sighted
—and hit—above ground.

The first formidable obstacle to pass
is the zone that is beaten by “drum
fire,” where eight-inch, six-inch and
four-inch shells are bursting with for-
midable explosions, sending showers
of shrapnel over the whole zone. In
going through this ordeal the courier
seee evervwhere the spectacle of
death, stumbles over corpses, some-
times runs into a cloud of poison vapor
hefore he has crossed |t, onge through,
he is within range of the amaller Ger-
man guns and the quick-firers

Some Never Come Back at All

During the whole distance of a mile
or tweo miles, according to the posi-
tien, his nerves are at the highest ten-
sion, with his mind on the end of his
mission and at the same time on the
obstacles that are multiplied each in-
stant in his path.

DUTCHWINA SAFETY
PLEDGE FOR SHIPPING

German Submarines Not to Attack
Vessels Carrying Food to
England.

LONDON, August 2—The German
government has given a pledge to Hol-
land not to destroy or molest Dutch
ships carrying foodstuffs to England,
according to & Copenhagen dispatech to
the Express. Thia decision is the re-
eult of a visit to Berlin of Cornelius
J. K. Van Aalst, president of the Over-
seas Trust, and another Dutch com-
missioner.

The Express says Van Aalst present-
ed an ultimatum to the authorities in
Berlin to the following effect:

Threat to Close Fronmtier.

‘“Unless Germany agrees not to inter-
fere with Dutch ships bound for Eng-
land with food cargees Holland will
close her eastern frontier. Otherwise
the entente may stop Dutch imports
from America and the Dutch volonies.”

The trip of the Dutch eommissioner
was the result of representations by
the entente that Holland was selling
large quantitiea of foodstuffs in Ger-
many while her food trade with Eng-
land had almost ceased. Holland re-
plied that trade with England was

made dangerous by German sub-
marines. Van Aalst, fearing reprisals
by the entente, then undertook the trip
to Berlin, and, after a series of con-
ferences, nbulnod zermany’'s Aaccept-
ance of his demands.

Dutch Ship Reported Sunk.

The South Shields (Gazette says the
Dutch steamship Zeeland while on her
way from a Scottish port to a foreign
port has been sunk by a German sub-

marine after the crew had been ordered
to take to the boats.

The Zeeland waa of 1,293 tons gross
and was built in 1907. She was 231
feet long, 34 feet beam and 14 feet
deep. Her home port was Hotterdam.

NEGOTIATIONS OFF
FOR POLISH RELIEF

Steps for Co-Operation in
Work Devoid of Purpose,
Germany Informs U. S.

BLAMES GREAT BRITAIN
FOR RAISING OBSTACLES

Relief May Be Unnecessary After
October 1, However, Owing to
Favorable Harvest Prospects.

Complete failure of tha persistent
efforts made by the [nited States to
extend aid to the people of Foland now
is regarded by officials here as wvirtu-
ally inevitable.

Germany, in a note which has
reached the State Department, served
notice that in view of the “impracti-
eable conditions” imposed by Great
BEritain on shipment of relief supplies
through the allied lines, “further ne-
gotiations are devoid of purpose.” Tha
British foreign office, in a communica-
tion several days ago, declared that it
had said its last word on the subject in
agreeing to permit shipments on con-
dition that no native food would be
taken by the Teutonic armies occupy-
ing Polish territoryv.

There still is a slender possibility
that the personal appeal sent by Prea-
fdent Wilson to rulers of the bellig-
erent countries may result in  some
concession on the one side or the
other. So far no replies to this appeal
have been received and there has been
no indieation that it has made an ap-
precliable impression in any European
capital.

Officials are particularly pessimistic
over the future of relief work in the
war zones because of intimations
reaching Washington that the harsh
rules imposed on Poland soon may be
applied also to Belgium. They see
possible evidence of such a purpose in
the uncompromising stand taken in
the present negotiations, and it would

large part of the population is being
fed and clothed by America.

"The German Note.

The note i3 in reply to identic com-
munications =ent by the State Depart-
ment to ali of the belligerents coneern-
ed. The text follows:

“From the very beginning the impe-
rial government declared its readiness
to offer its assistance in order that the

distress apparent in those parts of
Hussia which are occupied by German
troops, and svstematically wasted and
deprived of all victuals for the use of
the remaining inhabitants by the re-
treating Russian hosts, he eased by the
relief work of the United States of
America, which is organized on such a
great scale, The imperial government

has particularly offered all guarantees |
consistent with the requirements of

war that the importsd foodstuffs will

only serve the needs of the population
of the territory occupied.

“Acoordingly the American relief
might have bheen realized levera,l
months ago with the same provi
as in northern France had not the
fowrnment of Great Britain prevented

ts accomplishment by clinging to its
liuinfound.d and impracticable condi-

ons.

Further Negotiations Useless.

“In this way it has become practi-
cally impoasible to convey a consider-

able amount of foodstuffs from Amer-}

ica to Poland by the expiration of the
term =et, as the end of the relief work
is October 1. Accordingly, further ne-
gotiations are devoid of purpese.

“But on the other hand, thanks to the
intense culture of the land affected by
the imperial government by using the
means available and every effort possi-
ble in the occupied territory. and owing
to the favorable harvest prospects, a
relief action after October 1, 15186, can
apparently be dispensed with. The fact
that the population of Poland and
Lithuania will to some extent suffer un-
til the new crop is lodged and later on
will sometimes have to put up with
straitened circumstances can there-
fore not be laid to the blame of thﬁ im-
perial gm ernment, but to that of Great
Britain."

NEW ORLEANS, August 2.—The
Loulsiana state progressive convention
held here late yesterday indorsed the
nomination of John M. Parker for Vice
President, but failed to ratify the na-
tional committee’s action in indorsing
Charles E. Hughes, republican nomines
for President. Instead, the convention
adopted a resolution instructing that
Mr. Parker's name be placed on the
ballot under the bull moose emblem
as Vice President, but that the space
reserved for the name of the candidate
for President bhe left blank. The ten
presidential electors selected were
uninstructed as to the candidate for
whom they should vote, if elected.

Smaller Papers for New York.

NEW YORK, August 2—Publishers
of daily newspapers in Greater New
York, at a meeting yesterday after-

noan, took action which will result in
a decrease of the number of pages in
their morning, evening and Sunday
issucs of 120 pages a week. The redue-
tion of so many pages Is a step to re-
lieve the newsprint paper situation,
which is regarded by the publishers as
very serious. Action was also taken
to eliminate returns of unsold copies.
