r. ©rton was for many years dean
of the Engineering School of the Ohio
State U'niversity. He says:

“On the guestion as to whether the
required military service should be six
months or one yvear, would say that I
favor six months. 1t is perfectly true

two

that this is Insufficient time to
thoroughly instruct a soldier, and to
get him Into bodily condition to do
the heavy work of a soldier. One year

is wvastly better, and in my opinion it
would be possible to make a pretty
good saldiers from our American youth
in a year.

Reasons for Short Term.

“My reasons for recommending the

shorter time are:

“It i5 a long step ahead to go from
what we now have tn six months’ en-
forced training, and T believe that an
effort should be made to get this

much, rather than to imperil the whole
plan by asking more, untll the nation
becomes awake to its needa

“Six months' tour could be made to
begin in April and October of each
vear. so that two classe could be put
through per year, and with the same
instructing force and equipment. This
would approximately cut in half the
cost, which would materially enchance
our chances of getting it through.

“Certain classes of men can get away
from their work at one time of the vear
as well as another, and others could
not. Those coming from the agricul-
tural industries, comprising the largest
number of any single division, could
serve from October till April without
material damage to their industrial
pursuits. This will be entirely true in
the north, and less true in the southern
tier of states. Machanics and factory
employes in general are not subject to
the same necessity for intense activity
in the summer. I think, therefore, that
if a choice of time were given, it would
remove one of the severest obstacles
getting the plan through.

No Climatic Restrictions.

“l think there is no severe climatic
restriction to maintalning extensive
training camps in the entire southern
tier of states, from October until April,

neither is there any restriction to pre-
vent the use of April till October in
the northern states. Thus geographical
location, as weil as industrial pursuita,
could be consulted to some degree at
least on the two term plan.

“The instructing force necessary to
put this proposition through will be
very great. Not all army officers are
fit to be such Instructors, and In my
Judgment it would be relatively easy
to get an efficient group of the size
required on the two-term plan, where it
would be difficult to secure double the
number of officers of proper training
and antecedents for the one-term plan.

“tn the guestion whether eighteen
or twenty vears should be the date at
which military service
acted, would say that | favor an elastie
plan, making eighteen the minimum
and twenty-one the maximum age.

Reason for Recommendation.

“My reasons for this recommendation
are:
“Physiological. All boys are naot

equally mature at eighteen. Of course,
they are not equally mature at twenty-
one either, but the relative difference
is very much less, and at twenty-one
all are mature enough to serve, if they
are ever likely to be able to serve at

COPENHAGEN, August 24, via Lon-
don, 7:03 p.m.—The landsthing sat In
committee this afterncon and adopted
a resolution that if the sale of the Dan-
jsh West Indies cannot be postponed
until after-the war the guestion shall
be settled by general elections. The
resolution was adepted by 349 to T.
Three members refrained from voting
and thirteen were absent. This resolu-
tion will be submitted formally to the
landsthing tomorrow at an open meet-
ing.

The Landsthing, or upper house, is
expected to reject the treaty tomorrow.

The Left party refused
to accept the demands of the govern-
ment that Erik de Scavenius, minister
of foreign affairs, be retained In the
proposed coalition cabinet and that
either he or Premier Zahle should be
premier. The sale played a negligible
part in the political crisis just ended.

Premier Zahle announced that con-
ferences between members of the varl-
nus parties and the cabinet had demon-
strated that general elections were un-
avoidable and that a coalition minis- |
try was imposaible.

ORDERED IRISHMEN SHOT
FOR FEAR OF GERMANS

British Captain at Dublin Regarded
His Prisoners as “Des-
perate Men."

DUBLIN, August 24, via London, 4
p.m.—At the continuation today of the
inquiry into the shooting without trial
during the rebellion last spring of F.
Sheehy Skeffington, Fred MecIntyre and
Thomas Dickson, Sir John Simon, chalr-
man of the commission conducting thes
investigation, read a report made by
Capt. Bowen-Colthurst, who ordered
the execution of the three men.

The report was made after the arrest
of the captain, who subsequently was
found guiity, but insane, by a court-
martial. The captain reported he did
not believe the guardroom to be a safe
place for such “desperate men” as
Skeflington, Dickson and McIntyre.

He said he had heard that 600 Ger-
mans were marching on Dublin. Be-
lleving he had the power under mar-
tial law, he ordered the shooting of
the three men, though he regarded it
as a terrible duty.

Adjt. Morgan testified there was
nothing ineriminating in the docu-
ments found on the prisoners. A state-
ment made by Capt. Bowen-Colthurst
that the documents showed they were
dangerous men was not true. the wit-
ness said, at least 50 far as concerned
the papers he saw.

GERMANY WILL FLOAT
HER FIFTH WAR LOAN

LONDON, August 24.—Arrangements
have been completed for flotation of
the fifth German war loan. An Ex-
change Telegraph dispatch from The
Hague says the loan will be issued
September 4, and the interest rate will
be § per cent, am In the case of the
previous loans. Subscriptions wlill he

received up to October 5. The issue
price, the dispatch says, will be 98,

Count von Roedern, secretary of the
imperial treasury, has instituted meas-
ures to popularize the loan, which, the
dispatch msays, s being described by
canvasserd as “the last war loan.” For-
mer lesues of war bonds may be turned
in as subscriptions.

The fourth German war
issued in March. It was sold at 9814,
a8 againet %9 for the third loan. An
IBsue price of %% for the new bonds
would indicate that Germany, In eom-
mon with other belligerents, Is being
rompelled to pay a higher price for
its funds as the war goes on.

“We would not dare to prosecute the
men who have ‘done murder,” said one
man who is in a position to know pre-
cisely what Is being done. “Our people
have forgotten their material losses for
the moment. They speak of the burning
of thelr farms and the destruction of their
homes as though all this had happened in
the previpus century. But they will not
forgive the murder of thelr men and
women folk and the outraging of their
daughters.”

Arson is arson. Theft is theft. War
offera a cloak for many things, but not
for all.”

This statement brifiely outlines the
program which the allied governments
proposs to purasue after the war. Evi-
dence i3 mow being gathered against
the German =oldiers who, under cover
of war, broka the iost elementary
laws. If it Is possible they shall be
punished when the victory is gained.

Murderers shall be hanged; not every
murderer, hecause there are too many
of them;: not even every murderer
against whom full proof has been
found, but a sufficlent number of mur-
derers that the world conscience shall
be stamped with the knowledge that
murder is murder, even in war.

Committee Gathering Evidence.

Becompense for Losers.

The French government has already
admitted in principle that those who have
lost materially by the war shall be recom-
pensed for that losa by way of indemnity
extractad from the Germans when vie-
tory comes, It is not, therefore, in a
position to say to Its citizens that the
bricks broken shall be paid for, but that
blood that has been spilled must not go
unsatisfied. The pressure upon the gov-
ernment for actlon of this sort will be so
enormous that no government will be
able to resist.

“No deputy whe did not support this
demand would dare go back to face his
people’” said one. “We do not ask re-
venge., We ask justice.”

Awaits End of War.

No effort will be made to punizsh the
guilty men during the war. It is recog-
nized that this would merely lead to re-
prisals, and for every German soldier
hanged by France and England Ger-
many would hang two prisoners.

There iz no hallucination here as to
the nature of the resistance Germany
would make to the punishment of her

soldiers held as prisoners of war, no
matter how overwhelming may be the
evidence against them. Practically,
therefore, whatever action may be

power
evidence is now gitting in
Paris. It iz not striving to make
propaganda It is highly unlikely
that any indication of its labors will
be given to the prees before the vic-
tory has been won and the peace nego-
tiatlons entered upon.

Its sole duty is to gather evidence—
evidence that will stand up in court—
evidence upon which convictlon can
certainly be gained. Doubtful cases
thrown aside.

Cases In which proof Is difficult to
obtain are not at present occupying
the attentlon of the committee. Its
ml=sion = to present facts of a legal
nature upon which many indictments
may he drawn by the criminal courts.

Precisely the =same thing was done

taken will depend upon the nature and
extent of the allled victory.

“If we are completely victorious, we
will ba able to punish the guilty men
precisely as we should do if equally
strong evidence of similar crimes were
offered against them in times eof peace.
They will not be released, If they are
prisoners of war. If they still live and
are fres in Germany they shall be ex-
tradited.”

A victory of a lesser degree may
merely mean that indictments may be
brought against men charged with
crime, they may be tried in their ab-
sence, and if the evidence supports the
charge may be found guilty. In that
case a warrant would be issued for
their arrest whenever found in an allied
country. It would mean the confining
to the empires of central Europe of tha
men who burned and plundered and
murdered in France and Bel:;um.

How It May Work Out.

To wview the plan cold bloodedly and
from without, it seems more likely that
both adversaries will be so completely
exhausted, not in men and resources,
perhaps, but in spirit, by the time that
peacs comes, that this plan of prosecu-
tion will not he carried out upon the
scale contemplated. In that case the
allies may demand and Germany may
grant without protest that a certain
number of the men against whom
crushing preoof is offersd shall be pub-
licly executed or otherwise punished.
This would establish & new principle
upon which fighting men of the future
must keep their eves.

KING LUDWIG STRICKEN.

Bavarian Monarch, 71 Years 0ld, a
Victim of Apoplexy.

FPARIS, August 24 —King Ludwig IIT
of Bavarla has been stricken with
apoplexy and his condition is grave, ac-
cording to a report from Switzerland,

says a Rome dispatch to the Petlt
Parisien.

King Ludwig is seventy-one years
old. HHe married the Archduchess Marie
Therese of Austria and ascended the
Bavarian throne in 1#13. He was ap-
pointed a fleld marshal of the Bavarian
army last year and visited the Bavarian
troops on the battle line in France in
January last.

Sign Haitian Protocol.

A protocol amplifying the finanecial,
economic and administrative treaty
with Haiti was signed today by Sec-
retary Lansing and Minlster Menos,

The most important addition to the
treaty is the provision that the native
police force is to be officered by Amer-
icans. The chief purpose Is to provide
for internal peace, and make possible
withdrawal of the marines.

Permanent Chinese Premier,
PEKING, August 24.—The parliament
has unanlmously approved the appoint-
ment by President L1 Yuan-Hung of
Tuan Chi-Jui as permanent premler of

the Chinese republic. This action is
taken as an Indication of a growing
disposition to accept the compromise
cabinet appointed by President L{
Yuan-Hung last June.

SODA “POP” MEN ACT.

Go to Court in Effort to Destroy Al-
leged Traffic in Bottles.

Efforts to destroy the alleged trafMc
in *"pop” bottles were made today by
four local dealers who filed suits in
the Diistrict Supreme Court in replevin
against Albert Taylor, who is said to
have in his poasession bottles bearing
the names of the plaintiffs. The suits
were instituted by Attorneys Tobriner
& Graham on behalf of August G. Herr-
mann, the Bamuel C. Palmer Company,
the Arlington Bottling Company and
the Washington Coca Cola Bottling
Works.

The defendant is alleged to have
posseseion of 3,600 bottlez and 300
boxes used as containers which are
alleged to belong to the dealers. A
deputy United States marshal served
the writs of replevin and took posses-
sion of the goods.

TO DISCUSS CONDITIONS.

Conference With Lumbermen to Pre-
cede Trade Commission’s Report.

That a final conference will be held
with the leading lumbermen of the
country before the drafting of the re-
port on the cause of the present unset-
tled conditions in the lumber industry,
together with recommendations a= to
what should be the federal policy, was
announced this morning at the federal
trade commission.

That the commission has for some
time been Investigating conditions In
the ownership of timber, together with
bad competitive practices which have
brought disaster to the industry in some
sections of the country, has heen known
for some time, and It iz believed that
all obscure points can be cleared up at
the coming conference, which will be
held in the near future.

The first of a series of bulletins pres
senting statistics compiled by the bu=
reau of the census, Department of Coma
merce, and dealing with the power
laundry industry for the calendar year
of 1914, together with comparative sts.
tistics for 1909, has been Issued. It will

The report shows that the District of
Columbia has gained one such laundry
during the period covered, that 1,217 i=
the average number of individuals cn-
gaged in the Industry as wage earners.
