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RUSSIANS IN ADVANGE
IN CARPATHIAN HILLS

Village of Guta Occupied—Vienna
Reports Partial Repulses
for Enemy.

PETROGRAD, August 26, via London,
2:45 p.m.—"In the foothills of the Car-
pathians, west of Nadvorna,” the Rusa
official statement of today says, ‘‘our
advanced guards, having dispersed the
enemy, occupied the village of Guta
and reached the sources of the rivers
Bystritza and Bystritza-Nadvorna, in
the reglon of Rafalov.”™

Partial Repulse Claimed.

BERLIN, August 26, by wireless to
Savville.—Russlan troops, which are
attempting to advance in the Car-
pathions toward the Hungarian border,
have been partially repulsed, suffering
large losses, the officlal Austrian report
of August 25 announces. Austrian po-
gitions captured by the Russians on
Gen. von Boehm-Ermolli's front. in the
Terepelnike-Pleniaki sector, have been
recovered. The announcement follows:

“Front of Archduke Charles Francis—
West of the Moldova and in the distriet
of Tartar pass several Russian attacks
were partially repulsed in hand-to-hand
fichting. The enemy suffered large
losses.

“In addition to artillery engagements
of varying Intensity at a number of places
the situation iz unchanged.

“Front of Fileld Marshal von Hinden-
burg+In the sector of Terepelnike-Plen-
inki we rec'lplurwl all the trenches lost
August 22. One officer, 211 men and three
machine guns were captured. Further
south thera were no incldents of im-
portance.”

Today’s Communication.

Only minor engagements along the
eastern front are reported In today’s army
headquarters announcement regarding
the operations. The statement says:

2No events of egpecial Importance have

occurred. Some weak enemy attacks were
easily repulsed. At varlous points minor
engagements developed in No Man's
Land.’

ASKS PEASANT WOMEN
TO SHARE THEIR FOOD

Head of German Food Regulation
Board Appeals in Behalf of Those
Residing in Cities.

LONDON, August 26—Adolph von

Batockl, president of the German food
regulation board, has issued an appeal
to the women of rural Germany to
divide their food with the women and
children of the towns and cities, says
a Reuter dispatch from Amsterdam to-
day.

Herr von Batocki, In his appeal, &=
the harvest this year is, in general,
abundant, and that the cattle have re-
covered from the effects of the fodder
scarcity of last winter, caused by the
failure of crops.

“But with the malintenance of pro-
duction,” he adds, “al] is not done. The
produce must be rightly distributed to
those who require it. Millions of sol-
diers arg engaged in the hardest of
warfare. They must be well and
abundantly fed. Hundreds of thou-
sands lie wounded in the hospitals and
need abundant good food. ©Other mil-
lions of men and women in big towns
and in mines are also working loyally
for victory. They wish, like you, to
have enough to eat, in order to be able
to work. Like you, they have children
who cry when their mothers cannot
give them necessary food and their
parents then lose the strength and
courage for work.

“Both for the soldiers and for those
who fight in workmen's clothes we
must provide nourishment. People on
the land must give for that purpose all
they can dispense with in their house-
holds. No soldier, no wounded man,
no  munition worker, no German
woman, no German child in the towns
will suffer hunger through the fault
of the peasant women if the serious-
ne=s of the situation is clear to them
Help can be given only by good will,
intelligent perception and recognition
of the danger that threatens every
German man, woman and child if the
“Nemy's atnrvat'on plan should sue-

ceed,"™

MADE SPECIAL THEME

cusses Amount of Business Han-
dled and Capital Invested.

Illuminating figures setting forth the
extent, amount of business handled, the
vast capital Invested and the importance
of the rallway systems of the United
States compared with those of other na-
tions are given In today's bulletin is-
susd by the National Geographic Beclety
from its Washington headquartera:

“With its more than a quarter of a
milllon miles of railroads (257,668) om
June 30, 1916, the United States not only
leads every other nation in the world,
but exceeds by 50,000 miles the total
rallway mileage of Europe. In fact, it
has two-thirds as much mileage as all
the rest of the world combined. The
length of tracks, including switches and
sldings, reaches the enormous total of
391,000 miles—enough to reach from the
earth to the moon and with a surplus
sufficient to girdle the globe six times.
Over these tracks 65,000 locomotives are
operated, drawing 2,327,000 cars. If all
these cars were converted into grain car-
riers and were placed at the disposal
of the farmers of the country the entire
1915 wheat crop of more than a billion
bushels could have been moved at once
and not employed more than one-third
the total tonnage capacity.

Average Number of Employes.

“The average number of employes of
all the railroads In the United States
whose  annual operating revenues
amounted to $100,000 or more last year
was 1,409,347, the number of miles of

road coming under this classification
being about 225,000, The total com-
pensation paid these employes was
31,165,000,000, an amount exceeding the
total revenues of the United States
government for 1913-14 by more than
$120,000,000., The average annual wage
of railway employes is, therefore, $825.

“Among the railway employes In 1914
the largest average daily compensation
went to general officers, $16.06, with
other officers ranking second, $6.48.
Third in line of average daily com-
pensation were the enginemen, $5.24,
followed by conductors, $4.47. The
lowest wage was to the trackmen, a
dally average of $1.59. In every class
save one {(employes—account floating
equipment) the compensation for 1914
was more than in 1913, the largest daily
increase going te the general officers
(39 cents), with firemen ranking next
{9 cents), and conductors third (8
cents).

Figures Given June 30.

“For the twelve months ending June
20, 1915, our railroards carried 976,000,-
000 passengers, 76,000,000 fewer than
during the previous twelve months
30, 1915, our- raflroads carried 976,000,
ah, about 6% cents each, and the aver-
age receipts per passenger mile were
a fraction under 2 cents. The number
of tons of revenue-producing freight
handled was 1,802,000,000, for which
shippers pald the roads $1.,977,000,000.
The average freight rate per ton per
mile for these shipments was a little
less than three-quarters of a cent.

“The total railway operating reve-
nues for the year amounted to $2,956,-
000,000, with operating expenses of §2,-
088,000,000,
“The railway capital of the United
States actually outstanding on June
30, 1915 (%19,719,000,000), was equal to
44 per cent of the total indebtedness
of all the nations of the earth, com-
puted prior to the outbreak of the
European war. It Is a sum represent-
ing more than 10 per cent of the total
wealth of the country, and equal to the
reglth of Belgium, Spain and The
Netherlands combined.”

CANADIAN OFFICIAL COMES
TO DENY FISHERS’ CHARGE

.sépurt of Blacklisted American
Bhips Said to Be Due to Failure
- to Observe Regulations.

OTTAWA., Canada, August 26—To
discuss with the Washington author-
itles comnplaints by American Pacific
coast fishermen that the Canadian gov-
ernment has refused them bait and sup-
ply privileges at Canadian porta, W. A
Found, Canadian guperintendent of
fisheries, has left for the American cap-
ftal.

The marine and fisheries department
today denied reports emanating from
Washington that the Canadian govern-
ment,‘supporred by a PBritish order in
council, had blacklisted American fish-
ing vessels in north Pacific waters.

In explanation of the situation it was
pointed out that Canada some years ago |
gave American vessels the right to ob-
tain bait and other supplies In Can-
adian ports, provided they shipped their
cateh over Canadian rallroad lines. This
was followed by great developments in
the halibut {ndustry on the British Co-
lumbla coast, and this business being
lost to Seattle sgtrong agitation aross
there against the Canadian regulations. |

Hecently, it is charged, certain Amer-
fcan vessels, having taken on bait and
supplies at Canadian ports, took their
cateh to Seattle. As a result, the fish-
eries department has refused these ves-
gels bait and supply privileges, and will
continue to refuse them, it was declar-
ed, untll they undertake to observe the
regulations.,

SIGHT SINKING DESTROYER.

Dutch Sailors Tell of Seeing Aban-
doned British Warcraft.

BEEHRLIN, August 26.—An Amsterdam
dispatch to the Voasische Zelitung says
Dutch sellors have reported sighting
east of the Dogger Bank a British de-
atroyer in ja einking eondition and
abandoned. No other British warships

weéra geen near the spot, but in the
vicinity was a submarine whose na-
tionality could not he established.
