ZIMMERMAN TO GIANTS.

Cubs Get Doyle, Hunter and Jacob-
son in Exchange. 3
CHICAGO, August 29—One of fthe
most Important deals of the 1916 base
ball season was negotlated last night
between the Cubs and the New York '
(3iants, involving the transfer of Heinie
Zimmerman, the recalcitrant inflelder,
o the Giants, in return for whom the
Cubs receive Larry Doyle, W. Hunter,
an infielder, and Jacobson, an outfielder.
Because Doyle and Zimmerman are two
of the moet widely known players in
the National League the exchange Is a
notable one,
The actual transfer is the culmina-
tion of wvarious rumors and reports
which have been circulated since
President Weeghman of the Cubs im-
posed a ten-day suspension on Heinle
Zimmerman for what he chose to term
“laying down on the job.” The day that
Zim’'s suspension went into effect it be-
came generally known in base ball
circles that his days as a member of
the Cubs were limited. Immediately a
bidding contest among at least three
National League clubk to obtain Zim-
merman began. Philadelphia, Boston
and New York were the clubs which
placed bids with President Weeghman
for Zim's services.

The deal with the Glants came as a
distinct surprise to the fansin Chicago.
It had been expected that either Bos-
ton or Philadelphia would get Zimmer-
man because it was understood these
clubs had made more tampting offers.

Giants. The New York players will
