Manuel L. Quezon Tenders Dinner,
Also Marking Retirement From

Congress.

Many members of Congress and
others in public and private life gath¬
ered at the New Willard Hotel last
night to attend a farewell dinner at

which Manuel L. Quezon, former resi¬
dent commissioner for the Philippine
Islands, was host, in celebration of the

signing yesterday by President Wilson
of the act of Congress which will give
the Filipinos a more representative
government and of Mr. Quezon's retire¬
ment from Congress. Mr. Quezon, who
will leave today for the far east, not to

return to Congress, was presented with
a gold watch as a souvenir.
Senator Phelan of California, Speaker

Clark, Representative Slayden of Texas,
Representative Kitchin, the majority
leader in the House; Representative
Cooper of Wisconsin, Representative
Tavenner of Illinois and others spoke
affectionately of Mr. Quezon and voiced
the friendliness of the American people
for the Filipino. Representative Kitchin
spoke of Mr. Quezon as the possible
president of the Philippine Islands
when their freedom has finally been
won.

A school for preparedness for Amer¬
ican Women will be opened October 15
by the Woman's Section of the Navy
League.
