\ Will Be Voted at Once.

A modification of the languacc <>f tj,c
District bill, discovered at the District
Meldlng, almost at the same moment
in which the Senate put its final touches
to the measure, for the moment upset
all plans for police and firemen's pen¬
sion*. The change made It impossible
for any pensioner to draw until money
w** "specially appropriated for the
purpose.

Six Words Put In in Conference,
eix words were inserted in section 10

of the bill, providing for the police and
firemen's relief fund, when the hill was

agreed on in conference. When dis¬
covered today by Daniel Donovan, sec¬

retary to the Commissioners, he imme¬
diately referred the matter to the au¬

ditor and to the controller of the Treas¬
ury, getting the opinion from each of
these officers that under the bill as

passed by House and Senate pension¬
ers under the present plan, in both po¬
lice and Are departments, would be cut
off Immediately without a cent, and
that no pensions of any lilnd can be
paid without an act of Congress or
remedial legislation of some sort.

MaJ. Pullman, superintendent of police,
immediately "wrtnt to th^> -Senate, accom¬
panied by Commissioner Brownlow. where
they conferred with Senator Smith of
Maryland, chairman of the committee in
chargre of the bill.

It was agreed that the Board of Com¬
missioners shall at once prepare their es¬
timates of the sums needed to meet pen¬
sion obligations. Thees estimates are to
flprra the basis of an urgency deflclenev
sill which will bo laid before Congress
tins afternoon.

mould It go over, however, firemen and
police would pet no money until an-
other cession of Congress.

Xo Money Without Appropriation.
In the District bill, as passed by the

Senate, the section providing for the
much desired pension legislation had in
If the following sentence:
The money to the credit of said

fund shall be available for expenditure
on requisitions of the said Commission¬
ers for the purposes set forth in this
act, and all expenditures from said fund
shall be made and accounted for in the
same manner as other expenditures of
the government of the District .of Co¬
lumbia are made and accounted for."
The conference report made the sen¬

tence to read as follows:
"The money to the credit of the said

fond shall be available for appropria¬
tion by Congress annually onlv for ex¬
penditure on requisitions of the said
(feromissloners for the purposes set
forth in this act," etc.

It was the opinion of the officers of
the District government and the con¬
troller of the Treasury tuft this change
will make It toaposllble to grant anv
Pensions until appropriation could be
roade. /
Section 11 of the District bill rtepeals

all previous laws inconsistent with the
present act. By this section tho pres¬
ent pension laws will be nullified,
which means that those pensioners who
tun now receiving money from the Dis¬
trict government on account or the two
T%UtT funds, cannot now draw a penny.

Placing of It l?y President Wilson
Part of Hodgenville Program.
LEXINGTON. Ky. August 31..'Thor-

oughly satisfied with arrangements for
the reception of President Wilson, as

made bv the local committee, Charles
E. Miner of New York, assistant treas¬
urer of the Lincoln Farm Association,

Following this oeremony the
procession to Lincoln faj-rn, two and

by the President on behalf of the na¬
tion will tako place.

FLIGHT OF GREEK KING
IS SCOUTED IN LONDON

LONDON, August 31..No confirma¬
tion of the reported flight of King Con-
stantine from Athens to Larissa has
been received in official circles here,
which considers it highly improbable.
The report that the King of Greece

had fled from the caspital and had taken
refuge with a German escort of 300
uhlans at Larissa was forwarded from
Saloniki by Wand Price, the official
British press representative in Greece,
under date of Tuesday evening. King
Oonstantine, according to dispatches
from Athens, underwent a surgical
operation a few days ago and has since
been suffering from the effects of it.
The grand marshal of the Greek court

has informed tlie president of the depu¬
tation formed as a result of the Yejii-
zelos demonstration Sunday that King
Oonstantine would appoint a day for
receiving the deputation.

CENSORSHIP OF U. S. MAIL
BY BRITISH IS RESENTED

SHANGHAI, China, August 31..Busi¬
ness men here are greatly irritated by
the British censorship of 147 bags of
American mail which arrived in Shang¬
hai from Vancouver, August '27, on the
steamer Empress of Russia. Even the
official mail of the American consulate
was censored.

NICARAGUA DEFIES COUBT.
Will Not Recognize Jurisdiction
Over Canal Agreement With U. S.

ernment has been informed that the
Nicaj-afjuan government will refuse to
recognize the competence of the Cen¬
tral American court of justice with re-
gar<*?to the dispute growing out Ot.iheNlcaragtoan treaty with the United
States,, wfyich gives the United Statue
the right to the proposed £Cicaraguan
canal route. This is in the nature of a

reply to Costa Rica's protest against
the treaty.
The Nicaraguan government further

declares that it will not abide by the
Correspondence of t&e Associated Press.
rights of Costa Rica and San Salvador
alleged to be violated by the Nicara¬
guan canal contract and the concession
of a naval base to the United States in
the Guff of Fonesca.

BANANA CROP IS RUINED.

Jamaica Faces Business Disaster as

Result of Becent Hurricane.
Correspondence of the Associated Press.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, August 18..In¬

formation collected from all parts of
the island respecting the damage done
*by the hurricane of the 15th instant in¬
dicates that for all practical purposes
this year's banana crop has been com¬
pletely destroyed, the crop of 1917 re¬
duced by 50 per cent and even barring
further blows, the full output from all
plantations will not be in effect before
ISIS.
The serious nature of the situation

which has been brought about will be
recognized when it is stated that
bananas represent fully 60 per cent of
the island's exports.

INITIATION FEE, $25,000.
Demand for Chicago Board of Trade

Membership Causes Increase
CHICAGO. August 21..The demand

for memberships on the Chicago Board
of Trade has become so great that the
directors have ordered an amendment to
the rules posted for a ballot, raising the
initiation fee from $10,000 to $25,000. The
transfer fee is to be raised from $100 to
$250, if the amendment is carried.
Memberships are now selling around

$5,300, the highest price in the history
of the board.
According to the directors it is not. de¬

sired to issue any new certificates of
membership at $lft,000, and for that rea¬
son it has been decided to increase the
initiation fee.
