With Pitcher Johnson suffering with an infected finger, Joe
Bush complaining of a lame shoulder and Sheehai* having worked
yesterday, no course remains for Connie Mack but to come back
for the two games tomorrow with Nabors and Myers, the pitchers
who lost and won in the double-header Friday.

Nabors for the
first time in a long while pitched with a sound hand Friday, having
suffered all season with an injured ligament in his pitching hand, and
consequently Mack expects great improvement in his work. Myers
always is troublesome, notwithstanding his wildness, so that the go¬
ing will not be easy for the locals.

Griffith will pitch Jim Shaw and Doc Ayers and he will have
Gallia and Johnson in reserve to stop any trouble that may arise.

There can be no question that Bert
Gallia will officially be given credit
for winning: yesterday's game. He not
only stopped the Mackmen's hitting,
but he did his share to bring the win¬
ning run over the plate, his hit help¬
ing McBrlde to advance to third, from
where he scored on Foster's decisive
blow. McBrlde used excellent Judg¬
ment In not trying to score on Gallia's
single to left, for the chances are that
Schang would have thrown him out
by yards, for he came In and picked
up the ball only a short distance be¬
hind short field, and In the sixth In¬
ning McBrlde had the experience of
being throwi. out at the plate by
Schang. Mac started this inning with
a single, and after Gharrlty had failed
to advance him with a bunt and had
filed out to left, McBrlde stole second.
Leonard hit into left and Mack tried
to score, but Schang, who has a strong
throwing arm, nailed him at the plate.
That 1h why McBrlde remained at third
on Gallia's hit, which would have fur¬
nished Schang an even better chance
to throw out the local captain.

Harry Harper Is not in his best form
just now, though from the third to the
eighth yesterday he held the Mackmen
scoreless. But he weakened badly In
the eighth, and the Mackmen should
have tied the score without being aid-
ed to do this by means of Foster's muff,
for McElwee should have scored with
Pick on Sheehan's hit to right, which
Smith did not pick up any too cleanly.

Stuffy McTnnls Is hitting better since
Mack gave him a vacation In the moun¬
tains for a couple of weeks in July.
Stuffy was hitting his weight at that
time, and his manager realized that a
rest In the mountains might be just the
thing. Mclnnis now Is hitting close to
.280, and if he keeps up the present
pace he will again be among the .300
hitters before the season is much older.I He and Schang divided six hits be¬
tween them yesterday at Harper's ex¬
pense.

Haley, whom Mack obtained from the
Buffalo club, is given credit for havingdeveloped himself Into one of the best
catchers in the league, being classed
with Schalk and Walters of the White
Sox and Yankees, respectively. Haley
has been sulTering with a lame finger,
but it Is likely that he will be given a
chance in one of the games Monday, if
the injury mends by that time.

Ed Gharrlty caught a very much im¬
proved game yesterday. He threw out
every one of the Mackmen who at¬
tempted to steal, excepting Witt, who
pilfered in the eighth. In the second
inning Lawry, who had been hit by a
pitched ball, tried to pilfer third, and
Gharrlty's perfect throw to Leonard
nailed him. Schang tried it (n the fifth,
and Gharrlty and McBrlde retired him,
and McElwee died by the same route In
the tenth.

Leonard's catch of Lawr/i foul fly
in the first Inning, when ho beat Ghar-
rlty to the ball by cutting across in
front of him and picked it off his
shoe tops, was a brilliant piece of
work and probably was a play which
Gharrlty could not have made because
he was handicapped by reason of his
shlnsruards and protector. Leonard is
making himself very popular with the
patrons of the same because he Is a
willing worker and Is playing splendid
balL The pnly item of extraordinary

expense that he will he to the ball club
is to keep him In clean uniforms. He
has a system of soiling- his ball clothes
more rapidly than any other man who
has ever donned a Washington uniform.

Chicago Lightweight Expects

to Win From Welsh.

IS IN PERFECT CONDITION

Champion Expected to Try for Early
Lead on Points.Big Crowd

Assured.

COLORADO SPRINGS, September 2..

If Charley White, Chicago's greatest
hope for the world lightweight cham¬
pionship. does not tear away the crown

that has rested so securely for two
years on the curly Mead of Freddie
Welsh of England, when they meet In
battle Monday afternoon in the arena
of the Hundred Million Dollar Club
there will be another answer.

White will be forced to admit that
Welsh is his master in all that applies
to the game of pugilism. It will be his
fourth chance and his best one, due to
the fact that they must go twenty
rounds to the decision of Referee Billy
Roche. The other engagements all
were of ten rounds' duration to no de¬
cision. The champion in shorter tilts
demonstrated he had nothing to fear
from White in ten rounds.
So fit is White for the fray and so

anxious is he to hear the opening
clang of the gong that he would be
better satisfied to go into action right
now rather than to wait until Monday
afternoon. So if perfect condition
makes for victory, then the returns are

already in, with the Chicago boy the
new champion.
White's confidence has not made him

boastful, except in a quiet way, but
talking with him this afternoon. Just
after h^ had finished his training, left
no doubt as to what he thinks Is going
to happen. .

"I don't see how I can lose/' said
Charley. "I have figured the thing
from every angle, and the only answer

I get is.victory."
How White intends to fight the battle

is pretty well known to those who are

close to him In the first place, it is

not a fight that is likely to end before
the expiration of ten rounds, for the

simple reason that White intends to

bide his time for the first half of the

bout.
Charley has learned by experience

that he is unable to knock out Freddie
in ten rounds, and he must use strategy
not for ten but for twenty rounds this
time.
Welsh undoubtedly will make aggres¬

sive warfare to pile up points right
from his first gong, but while he is
doing this he will find White coming
right back at him with all the rough
stuff that he knows.
By roughing it White thinks he can

wear down his less sturdy but faster
opponent, and bring, him down to his
own speed. Then when Welsh has
slowed up. White plans to take the
aggressive with all the speed he can

summon and land his famous left hook
on the champion's jaw for a knock¬
out. A big crowd is assured by the
great advance sale.
