POULTRY YARD NOTES.

Strietly fresh eggs at certain seasons
of the year ars a luxury to those who
are compelled to go into the markets
for their supply. Very often, even after
saving high prices, thers ls disappoint-
ment in the quality received. The home
noultry flock insures an abundance of
fresh eggs for the ordinary needs of the
family, and when the eggs can be pro-
Juced by feeding table scraps the sav-
‘ng in this article of diet iz well worth
onsidering.

The average production from a flock
of ten hens is akout twe and one-half
logens of egxs each week, according to
thie reports given out by tha leading
cgg laving eontests in various sections
of the world. This estimate was taken
trom the latest report sent out by the
Uennecticut Agricultural College €X-
neriment station and comprises all of
*he popular breeds of fowis

For a small flock of hens the cquip-
ient need not be eiaborate, but the
juartars should be comfortabls and
placed In such pesition that there will
L= plenty of sunlight and fresh alr al-
weyve gresent. While a small run lg of
wreat benefit to the hirds, it is not ab-
zolulely e=sential. Many small flocks
4r2 hepl in their laving house the en-
tire year, and if their quarters are kept
~lean and =anitary there is very little
cause for compinint from neighhors

All fowis defight in a variety of diet.
They will grow and thrive better, pro-
duce more #ggs and keep in better
health and physical condition, For this
reason, table secraps with thelr mixture
of bread, meat and vegetables make an
ideal ration.

Cereals. bread, pastry and crumbs
will Bupply the necessary grain diet in
concentrated form, and will promote
the formation of fat and muscie which
insures rapid growth, aiso furnishes
hodily heat and an excess toward the
formation of eggs,

Tailings from steaks,
and other meats will =upply
that are directly concerned

formation of eggs, and nearly every
family will have enough of this form
of table waste to provide sufficient ani-
mal food for a small flock of fowls
Small particles of bone are relished by
{fowls, and bone is one of the best egg-
producing foods known to peultrymen.

Green food i= the natural tonic for
fowls, and where they are allowed free
range they eat large quantities of grass,
clover and weeds. Table scraps fur-
nish ample green food in the form of
cabbage, celery beet tops, potato par-
ings and fruit. They help to digest the
more c¢oncentrated fcods of graln and
meat. Besides being appetizing, green
food |5 a great regulator and will keep
the fowls at their best during the pe-
riod of heavy egg production.

An excellent method of feeding table
scraps is to run the seraps through a
meat chopper and feed them in the form
of a warm mash, especially in cold
weather, Boiled potatoes and other
vegetables with ecraps of meat and
bread will form a well balanced ration,
from which a large supply of eggs Is
almost certain to result.

Grit is essential to the diet of the
fowls, and it Is enrprising how much
the flock will consume in one day. It
acts as teeth for the birds br grinding
their food in the gizzard. Egguhells
and oyster shells may be pounded inte
fine particles and kept before the flock
at all times. 8ifted coal ashes is wtill
another form of grit, and basides acting

Spring and summer ares so univer-
sally considered the only growing sea-
sons that it ptrikes most persons as
a foolish attempt to reverse nature
when one talka about sowing crops for
late fall and winter gardens. Just the
game it s trus that a number of gar-
den crops may be sown now to pro-
duce during the late fall and far Into the

winter. oFr Instance, hers {s a list of
vegetablea for planting in the fall
garden:

Beets—Sow xead the last of Septem-
ber or in the very first of October.
With a very light protective mulch of
straw the plants will winter and pro-
duce roots for earliest spring use.

Cabbage—(oed strong plants of the

Wakefield varieties, If set out now, will
make good heads hefore winter. Pro-

tect&d lightly with a straw or grass
covering cabbage and collards will |
stand the average wWinter In this sec-
tion.

Kale—Seed sown during this month
will produce abundant crops of greens
during the winter and early spring.
Siberlan curled ls probably the best
winter varlety.

Lettuce—Big Boston lettuce sown
now will furnish a supply of good
heads for winter salads. With slight

as m grit, it supplles a portion of the
lime for the formation of eggsahells. As|
a dust bath there ia nothing more nuh-i
able than sifted coal ashes, The fowls |
use thie method of cleansing the body
and keeping it free from vermin.
Burned wood in the' form of charcoal
acts as an absorbent and keeps the
digestive- tract in a healthy condition.

Plenty of pure, cool water should be
kept before the fowls at all times, and
the vessels should be placed so that the
fowls cannot scratch litter into them.
Fowlis are great drinkers, and as eggs
contain a large percentage of water, it
is absolutely necessary that they have
#n abundant supply.

There is no danger In feeding table
scrape that have been seasoned with
pepper and ealt, since these condiments
have a heneficial action on the fowl's
digestion.

Examine the y»oung fowls and chicks
about the head for the big white head |
lice, which by their attacks destroy
the vwvitality of the youngsters and
ecapse heavy losses by death. If the
hiead lice, which are easily =een and
rerognized, are found on the chicks,
grease the heads of the little fellows
with fresh lard. It {s not necessary to
use either salt or sulphur in the lard,
though many poultrymen for years
have used one or the other of these in-
gredients. It has been learned that
the active agency which causes the
death of the parasites is the lard it-
self, which destrove them by coating
their hodies with grease and thue
causes death hy suffocation. Apply the
lard with the finger., rubbing It well
into the down feathers on the head of
the chick. Also apply the lard to the
neck of the bird, especially under the
beak, and under the wings and around
the vent. Rub It weil into the skin:
it i= best to part the plumage, apply
the lard directly te the skin of the
fowl, and rub it in. Mother hens
should also bhe treated for vermin, one
of the best waye being to apply a bit
of blue ointment the size of a pea
just beneath the vent, and similar
quantities under each wing. Do net
smear the ointment on, but separate
the feathers or fluff and rub the un-

A correspondent wants to know how
to cure her hens= of broodiness and
make them get back to the husiness
of laving egege.

The hens, the correspondent says,
are In good condition, being really a
1jttle too fat. The first thing to do, in
such a case, 1s to reduce the guantity
of corn glven the hene. Corn is high-
1y fattening mnd should be fed spar-
ingly, especially during the summer
and fall. Then take the 114 of an old
drygoods box, make a bottem for the
box of half-inch elats nailed an inch
apart, make sides of lath an inch apart
—with the solid lid of the box for a
top—and confine the broody hens In the
box or crate. If you have a plece of
heavy wire netting the bottom of the
crate may be made of that, with the
elat sldes and solid top. The open
bottom of the crate allows air to get
up beneath the hens and keeps them
cool. Usually only a few days tn such
a contrivance is needed to cure hens
of broodinese. If they are taken from
the nests as soun ars they manifest a
desire to sit they may be broken more
quickiy. If not put in the crate at once
they may continue broody for a week.

Moles are dning a gond deal of dam-
age in flower heds, sweet potato Tows,
lawns and other places at this time of
year. (‘ontrary to the belief of many,
moles do not Injurs sweet potatoes by
eating them, as the animals are unahle

to work injury in this way. Their
burrows, however, furnish fdeal run-
ways for various s=pecies of fleld and

meadow mice and these little rodents
play havoc with the sweet potato tub-
ers. The burrow of the moles {njure
lawns and flower beds, and the follow-
Iing poleoned foods are recommended by
experte of the Department of Agricul-
tiure for exterminating the pests:

Btir the kernels of unroasted pea-
nuts in white of egg and while still
sticky sprinkle with FParis green. Mix
well 8o that each hernel getls a ¢oat-
ing of the polson, then allow them to
dry,

E)r remove the =eeds from ralsins
and, ueing a toothpick, roll the opened
raisins in powdered strychnin

Then with a pointed hroamhandle
pierce the burrows of the moles at in-
tervals. Dirop a polsoned peanut or
poisoned raigin into each hole thus
made and cover the hole with dirt.
Moles pasms along the burrows or run-
ways ssveral times a day and when
one of the animals comes along it finds
the polson, nibbles it and that s the
end of the mole. The poison is equally
effective for the varioue species of mice
that also frequent the runways of the
moles.
