NEWARK. N. J.. September 9..One
of the most successful track and field
athletic meets ever held in eastern ter¬

ritory was Witnessed today at Wee-
'quahic Park here by an estimated as¬

semblage of 40,000 persons.. The junior
n-.eet yesterday and today's series of
nthistle exhibitions, which decided the
Amateur Athletic Union senior national
championship, were added attractions to
this city's celebration of its 250th an¬

niversary.
Many of the athletes who took part

in the Junior contests yesterday were

entered in today's games. Two of the
Junior prize winners distinguished
themselves. One of them. A. M. W ard.
Chicago Athletic Association. won

senior honors In the 100 and 220 yard
dashes. The other, W. A. Hummel,
Multnomah Athletic Club of Portland.
Ore., won the senior championship over
the 440-yard hurdles and established a

new senior record of 54 4-5 seconds for |that event.
Hummel won the Junior event yester¬

day. but few thought when he finished
in 5ft 2-5 seconds that he had so much
energv left in reserve for today's strug¬
gle He led W. H. Meanix of the Boston
A. A., last year's title winner, by a good
margin at the finish.
In three other track events and two

field contesis senior records also were
established, one of them, the Javelin
throw, being a new American record
as well.
Fred Murrav. the San Francisco

hurdler, who ran unattached, topped
the 220-vard low hurdles twice In
twenty-four seconds, making a new
[senior record. In his trial heat and
lagain in the final the Pacific coast tim¬
ber topper lowered the mark by four-
flfths of a second, the former record
having been held Jointly by J. J. Eller
of New York and Joseph Loomis Oi
Chicago.
Another track record was made in

the half-mile run won by Don M. Scott
of the Mississippi Agricultural College.who covered the distance in 1:54, clip-
ping one-fifth of a second off the mark
held by Melvln W. Sheppard since 1911. |The 440-yard run resulted in a duel
between Tom Halpin of Boston and
Ted Meredith. Philadelphia. Meredith
looked a winner until within fifty
yards of the tape, where Halpin passedhim, and, after a spirited finish, un¬
crowned the former champion. The
Boston man won by about two feet.

The fourth track record to go was
that for the 120-yard hurdle, for
which Bob Simpson of the Universityof Missouri dethroned last year'schampion. Fred Murray of San Fran¬
cisco. who finished in fourth place.Simpson won In the new senior record
time of 14 4-5 seconds.

In the field events A. W. Mucks of
the University of Wisconsin was a
double winner. He retained his cham¬
pionship title in the shot-put and dis¬
cus throw, making a new record in the
latter by throwing the saucer 145 feet
4^ inches.

G. A. Bronder jr.. of the Irish-Ameri¬
can Athletic Club. New York, by a sen¬
sational throw of 190^4 feet in the
javelin contest establiihed a new
American as well as a senior mark.

In the running high Jump WesleyOler, Jr.. New York Athletic Club, andHarry Barwise. Boston Athletic Asso¬
ciation. finished first and second, re¬
spectively, after deciding a .ie, each
having cleared 6 feet 2 inches in com¬
petition.

Lynchburg Closes Theaters to Chil¬
dren as Precaution.Cases In¬

crease in Sew York.

LYNCHBURG, Va., September 9..
Because of five cases of infantile para¬
lysis here tho board of health today
closed theaters to children under six¬
teen years and closed four public play¬
grounds. Opening of public schools has

been deferred two weeks, and the Holy
Cross Catholic Academy has indefinitely
deferred its opening Monday. The state

son announced today that the epidemic
has cost the city J151.734.03, exclusive
of ordinary expenses of running the
health department. It is estimated the
total cost to the city of the epidemic
will exceed $1,000,000.
