Design Receives Award for
Monument at Fort McHenry
x Park, Baltimore.

Secretary Baker has awarded to
Charles H. Niehaus, sculptor, of New
York the contract for construction of
the Congressional memorial to Francis
Scott Key., author of "The Star Spangled
Banner," In accordance with his design,
as modified to meet the views of the

commission of fine arts. The memorial
is to be erected in Kort McHenry Park, I
Baltimore, under the provisions of an

act of Congress appropriating J75.000
for that purpose.
The design of Mr. Niehaus was

awarded first prize in the open compe¬
tition held in this city under the

auspices of the War Department. The
award was made by a special commit¬
tee of artists and officials of Baltimore.

Modified to Meet Criticism.
The Judgment of the committee was

disputed by one of the descendants of
Francis Scott Key. Other people In¬
terested in the memorial were not sat¬
isfied with the Niehaus design.
As a result of numerous protests Sculp¬

tor Niehaus has modified the architec¬
tural portion of bis design to better ac¬
cord with the topography of the site.
These modifications having been approved
by the fine arts commission. Secretary-
Baker closed the matter by awarding
Mr. Niehaus the contract. Construction
will begin at onc e.
As finallv modified the memorial will bj

placed In the center of a circular plaza.
150 feet in diameter, on the axis of Fort
avenue, about -*»00 feet from the entranca
to the park. The monument proper con-
sists of the nude figure of a young man
of heroic proportions, in bronze, twenty-
.four feet in height, symbolic of music and
patriotism, standing on a circular P-desial
of Tennessee marble.

It stands in the center of a grass, plot
forty-two feet in diameter, in the cen¬
ter of the plaza. and is raised
above the crown of the lawn by three
broad low steps. The main shaft of the
pedestal is about seven feet high and
eleven feet in diameter and is decorated
with a frieze of life size figures in low
relief, running entirely around the shaft-
It stands on a widely splayed base, richly
ornamented, resting on a plain circular
plinth about two feet high and seventeen
Teet in diameter.

Belief Portrait of Key.
^

The surface of the shaft, facing the
main entrance, bears a relief portrait
of Francis Scott Key, framed by a

draped flag of the United States, and
flanked by two figures in honor of the
American soldiers and sailors of 1S12.
Above this frieze the pedestal is en¬
circled by a band, slightly raised, car¬
rying thtmain inscription.
The top member of the pedestal is a

rich bronze plinth, eighteen inches
high, on which the figure stands. The
height of the entire monument from the
road level to the top of the figure is
forty-two feet ten- inches.
Fort avenue enters the plnza on the

north side, and the road leading around
Fort Henry Park enters on the south¬
east and southwest sides. These en¬
trances divide the plaza into three eQual
parts, and stone benches are placed at
the outer border of each, allowing
three equal units of six benches each,
affording accommodations for those de¬
siring to study the memorial and con¬
tributing to the architectural effect.
Twelve circular marble posts, two feet
six inches high, are placed around the
grass plot at equal distance apart.

Federal Beport Refer« to Purchase

of Vessels by Mail Steam¬
ship Company.

The turning: point in the fortunes of
American shipping on the Pacific was
marked by the recent purchase of three
large ships by the Pacific Mail Steam¬
ship "Company "and there is no further
danger of the American flag disappear¬
ing on the Pacific," a Department of
Commerce report announced today. It
is also pointed out that the European
war has cut down the total shipping of
all nations engaged in transpacific
trade from 380,000 to 280,000 tons.
The Pacific Mail Company's purchase,

the report says, adds 17,100 gross tons
to the 5,000 tons that remained of
American shipping on the Pacific. Prior
to the war the total American tonnage
engaged in this trade was 80,000 gross
tons, or 21 per cent of the total, as

against British shipping's 39 per cent
and Japanese 33 per cent.
Up to the Pacific Mail purchases,

American shipping had fallen off to -

per cent, British to 30, while Japanese
tonnage had Jumped to 55 per cent
of the total, and Dutch shipping, for¬
merly practically nothing, to 13 per
cent.

Oriental Shipyards Busy.
The report says the Japanese ship-

yards are taxed to their capacity, and
orders for Japanese ships have.bookeo jtheir yards for two years ahead, al- |
though one of their largest shipbuild-
ers has had to buy all material from
the United States. Incidentally, the
Chinese are busy at their Shanghai and
Hongkong yards.
.The United States," the report con-

eludes, "has more merchant vessels
under construction than any other
country in the world, and while the
greater part of this new tonnage is
not intended for immediate use on the
Pacific, it is probable that, sooner or
later, some of it will be diverted to the
far eastern trade. Whether American
shipping will fully regain its former
standing on the Pacific cannot now be
definitely foretold."

TWENTY-EIGHT MILLIONS
SPENffOR WAR RELIEF

America Hai Returned in Benefits
5 Per Cent of Allies' Mu¬

nitions Bill.

A record of the enormous sums con¬
tributed by Americans for the relief of
the sufferers by the war in Europe,
compiled by the Carnegie Endowment
for International Peace, shows that the
American gifts have totaled $28,896,-
277.36, through sixty principal relief
societies.
This does not include additional

amounts contributed personally with¬
out the agency of organizations, an

amount which, if it could be ascer¬
tained. would doubtless foot up another
enormous total.

Belgium Largest Beneficiary.
These figures are made public In the

new year book of the endowment, made
public today. Of the $28,000,000 -men¬

tioned, $7,000,000 went into a sum of
$80,000,000, raised from all sources in
all countries for the commission of re¬

lief in Belgium. ,

More than one-third, namely. $10,269,-
000; of the twentyweight millions con¬
tributed by America's sixty, societies,
was used for relief in Belgium.
Twelve organizations raised more

than $2,000,000 for France specifically,
while $594,000 was raised for England;!
$12,000 for Russia and $313,000 for
Serbia. This, with the Belgian total,
makes a grand total for the entente;
allies of over $13,000,000. not including;
some $3,000,00/) of American Red Cross
funds which were largely used in'allied
countries. *

The German Red Gross received $2,-
750,000, from this country with three
German-American relief bodies bring¬
ing the entire central power contribu¬
tions to $3,750,000.

if For Dependent Nations.
Contributions for dependent nationali¬

ties affected by the war's ravages total
over $9,000,000. By far the largest
single fund of this sort is that of the
American Jewish Relief committee,
with $4,000,000, to which should.be add*
ed almost $900,000 more from the cen¬

tral committee for the relief of Jews,
and $323,000 from the people's relief
committee for the Jewish war sufferers.
The poles liave received $473,000, and

the Syrians and Armenians $430,000. *

The American Red Cross has receive#
from all sources $3,231,000, including
$651,000 from its New'York state board.
Smaller funds and unknown contribu¬

tions probably would raise all figures
appreciably. The largest personal con¬
tribution is given as a million dollars.
Many people are reported to have set
aside a percentage of their incomes.
The total gifts represent about one-

twentieth of the $600,000,000 spent here
by the allies alone on specific war
munitions.'

SAYS WAR WILL NOTEND
IN NEXT SIX MONTHS

Lord Derby Aiierti Conflict Surely
Will Continue Over the

Winter.

LONDON, September 21..-"I wish I
could.pick one of my horses as a win¬
ner with the certainty of victory for
the entente allies,V said Lord Derby,
the British undersecretary of war, on

fe'ceiVing: the American correspondents
on his return from a. visit to France,
whore, in company with Gen. Sir Doug¬
las Haig and Gen. Joffre, he saw the
trials of the "tanks" before they were
sent into battle against the Germans.
Lord Derby continued:
"We now have a European army with

better guns. better rifles and better
ammunition than any other country in
the world today. -But 1 *io not agree
with the people who expect the war to
end within six months, as it must, sure¬
ly continue over the winter.

Germans Show Bravery.
"We are fighting the best organized

nation in the world, and it. would be a
reflection on our own troops not to ad¬
mit that the Germans are showing ex¬

traordinary bravery. Two years ago
they had a great chance to win. They
still are exceedingly strong in en¬

gines of destruction, but we at least
are even in this respect now, and I
cannot help feeling that our mep. indi¬
vidually, are better. Soon we hope to
have a distinct margin of superiority.
"We. are able to continue to increase

the arms, munitions and food of our
troops and we will g&t more :men if
needed, but no' concrete proposal^has
been made yet to increase the age limit.
I cannot say such suggestion findfc. me
unprepared, as before I came to the
war office I' announced my policy was in
favor of mobilizing every man in the
country under the age of sixty, so that
each could he placed in.his proper place-
either fighting, making munitions or

carrying on the ordinary business of
the couptfy.

But Few Slaokers Left.
"Recent raids of the military sta¬

tions and" places of amusement pretty
plainly have proved there are very few
slackers left and that the eligible men
under the "esent compulsion law
either are in the army or are properly
badged for other work.
"I found every one at the front cheer¬

ful. You may rest assured the offensive
will be continued. If there .seems to be
a lull it will be intertesting to make a

study of the German casualty list. 'Mr.
Boshe' will not be allowed to~go iiito
winter quarters.
"In company with Joffre and Haig' I

watched the trials of the famous
tanks,' a sight which provoked unre¬
strained laughter despite tne terrible
power they displayed, crossing trenches,
butting their way through wire en¬
tanglements and even through groves
of trees." * *
