Teachers of the public schools of the
District of Columbia are to begin work

; tomorrow morning. All this week they
will have to attend conferences, meetings
with heads of departments and lectures.
Ernest L. Thurston, superintendent of

schools, yesterday announced the schedule
for the week. In the circular of directions
Issued the superintendent explains that
at times other than those set in the regu¬
lar program teachers are subject to as¬

signment by their respective supervisory
officers. All special teachers and others
not assigned to meetings must be engaged
.in school work during regular school
hours, under direction oi* their respective
supervisory officers.

- It is believed that everything will be
in such "ship shape" order by the time
schools are opened, October 2. that no
time will be lost by the pupils, but they
may begin immediately with their
studies.

OYSTER-LADEN CRAFT ALEAK.
Schooner Martha A. Avery in Bad

Plight hi Lower Potomac.
Capt. James Barry, owner of the tv. A-

masted schooner Martha A. Avery,
Capt. Rollins, yesterday received word
that the vessel is in a bad plight in the
lower Potomac, near Lower Cedar
Point, with several hundred bushels of
oysters aboard. According to report,
the vessel started to leak and her
pumps refused to work, and to keepher from HinkiriK she was run on a bar,
where she is now lying full of water.
The Avery »s one of th^ oldest vessels,

employed in traffic on the river, havingbeen built at Baltimore in 1864. She
was recently purchased by Capt. Barryfrom local parties, and is making her
first trip for her new owner.
The tug James O. Carter was yester¬

day sent to Lower Cedar Point to pump
out and float the vessel and to bring
her to this city if possible. It is stated
the oysters the Avery has aboard are
valued at about $300.
