It is hidden up in the Pyrenees moun¬
tains. between France nnd Spain. it
is some eighteen miles long and six¬
teen miles wide, and has about o.OOO
inhabitants.

It is somewhere around 1.100 years
old. and in all that time the customs
of the people have changed but little

It has never been famed for anything.
Its people have no ambition, no desire,
no progress, welcome no strangers, ana
do not hunger for knowledge. They
are ignorant, and glad of it.

It is a republic in the sense th*t it
has not much of any government at
all. almost approachine: that condition
of. the ancient Jews when, in the era
of the Judees. "every man did what
was richt in his own eyes."

The only hotel they have now
is used also as schoolhouse, jail, town

ness. some boundless contiguity of
shade."

ment. but will sit in the shade and
drink some forgetful draught forever
and ever; amen.

PLANNED BY WAR SECBETABY.

Aviation Course for Officers at Signal
Corps School, San Diego.

It is contemplated by the Secretary
of War to establish a field officers'
course in aviation at the Signal Corps
Aviation School, San Diego. Cal., for
the instruction of selected field officers
with a view to having competent field
officers available for the higher exec¬

utive and administrative duties of the
aviation section of the Signal Corps.
It is not intended to train these field
officers to become active pilots, but to
familiarir.e them With the character of
training required and the tactical use
of aeroplanes in war.
The course will be covered in a pe¬

riod of six weeks. The time for the
beginning of the first term will be an¬
nounced hereafter. Officers desiring to
take this course are requested to ap¬
ply to the adjutant general of the army
without delay.

CM)VEENS NAVY PROMOTIONS.

Bnling , States Course Prescribed
After Board on Selection Acts.
The Secretary of the Navy has ap¬

proved a memorandum, prepared by
Capt. McLean, judge advocate general

| of the navy, for the execution of cer-

| tain sections of the naval appropriation
act of August last pertaining to the
commissioned personnel of the navy.
Promotions to the grades of rear ad¬

miral, captain and commander will Hot
be made until after January 1, and then
in accordance with the recommenda¬
tions of the "board on selection for
promotion" to be convened in Decem¬
ber. That ruling embraces the vacancies
which existed in those grades prior to
August 29, where promotion thereto
was not effected prior to that date.
The officers hereafter selected to fill
such vacancies will have dates of rank
from the dates of the vacancies, pro¬
vided that will not have the effect of
varying the authorized number of of¬
ficers in the grade involved, as com¬
puted for the current semi-annual
period. Computations for the purpose
of determining the authorized number
of oflicers in the various grades and
ranks of the line and of the staff
corps should be made now "as of" July
1, 1916. Any resulting increase in the
number of officers in any grade or rank
will not relate back to July 1 last, but
will be effective from August 29.
