The guest of honor entered news-
paper work twenty-four years ago,
and in his dub days worked on several
of the larger southern dailies. After
going through the school of the re-
porter he became editor of the Paducah
News, succeeding Irving Cobb at that
post.

Responsibilities of Correspondent,

In his speech last night Mr. Gates
eaid:

“As the gatherer and interpreter of
news at Washington the correspondent

is the eyes aznd the ears of the nation,
and in the discharge of this some-

what anomolous function it can be salid |

to his credit that he is governed by a
cohscientious w=ense of responsibility
which makes him respected and feared.
The power of the press which he ably

'assists in upholding is truly the guar-

antee of our liberties, the greatest
single secular force in our national

life. It makes rational and wholesome

reforms possible and rendera impotent
those baneful Influences which thrive
in darkness and lgnorance.”
