SAM RICE'S BAT PROVES
FACTOR IN 6 TO 3 VICTORY

Starts Productive Offensive in Second

Inning and Hammer* in Two
Bum in Ninth.

DETROIT, 4 September 23..
The Washington club proved that
the verse carpenter had the dope
about its being a long road that
has no turning when it finally
rose in rebellion against the
Tigers this afternoon and won its
first game of the season here.
The Nationals ran true to form,

in that they almost got them¬
selves licked in the ninth, but
their lead was too big and a

couple of bad plays in the out¬
field with some solid thumping by
the Jungaleers brought only two

runs, while five were needed to
tie.
The final count was 6 to 3, and

Griffith's people were in front
from the second inning on, never

being in .any great danger.
Aside from some excellent

pantomiming by Nick Altrock,
who was in unusual form, and
the creditable performance of
Jones, a Recruit pitcher from
Clinton, Iowvof the Central As¬
sociation, there was not much to
cheer home fans in the program.
Nick kept the 3,100 who did busi¬
ness with the ticket seller in a

rare humor by his antics, which
the umpires had tact enough to
let him get away with, knowing
that the public wanted some sort
of a show for its money.
Jonaa appeared on the hUl after

NATIONALS EXPECT TO PROFIT
BY BREAKING JINX AT DETROIT

Victories for Griffmen May Be More Fre¬
quent in Michigan Metropolis Hereafter.

Giants Continue Winning Streak.

For the first time this season the Griffmen won a ball game in
Detroit yesterday, when Gallia held the Tigers to three runs and had
six runs hung up by his teammates.

Sam Rice and John Henry did the most effective hitting, each
being responsible for two runs. It was Rice who started the rally
in the second with a double to right, and he later came through with
a single to left which brought in two runs. Henry drove in two in
the second and then scored one himself in this inning, making the
total three at Bill James' expense.

Henry has been hitting splendidly of late, and, in fact, he has
been a much more timely hitter all this season than he ever was

before.
It Is to be hoped that Johnson will

give the Tigers a setback today, for It
Is almost certain that the Indians will

again fall victims to the Red Sox, and
this would put the Nationals back In
sixth place.
There seems to be no war to stop

those Giants. By defeating the Cardi¬
nals In a couple of games yesterday
the McOraw team made It nineteen
consecutive victories.
Just how for the Giants will go be¬

fore they are beaten remains to be
seen. McOraw still has ten games to
Play, yesterday's being one of the post¬
poned games he had to play as a dou¬
ble-header. While It would break all
records In the hlstor- of base ball. It
would not be at all surprising If the
McOraw team won evi ry one of the
games It has to play, which would
make it twenty-nine straight.
Seven of these games are with the

Braves and Dodgers, three with the
former and four with Brooklyn.
The brilliant form his pitchers are

showing 1s the most encouraging thing
to McOraw. Bailee, Benton, Tesreau,
Perrltt and Schupp are doing wonderful
work, and his team Is also hitting the
ball well and fielding superbly. ,

The acquisition of Herzog and Zim¬
merman has made a big difference In
the team's general playing, and It will
have much to say as to where the Na¬
tional League pennant, will fly.

It ia reported that Harry Harper's
sore arm has been mended by Bone-
setter Reese, who found that a dis¬
located ligament In his shoulder had
been causing all his trouble. Reese got
this ligament back In place and Harper
should be better than ever next sea¬
son. When he Is right there is no more
effective left-hander, for he is just as
hard for the right-handers to hit as he
Is tor; those players who bat the other
side of the plate.
iMctfride will be found playing short

for t.ije Nationals next season despite
all tl<6 talk about Griffith having some
one else in his place. It wil be many a
day before George McBride will be
forced to relinquish his position on the
team, for some one more worthy of the
£ob is not easy to find.
_All things considered McBride is one

(if the most competent shortstops in the
league. He is intelligent, a grand
fielder and perfect thrower. Griffith
will have a stronger hitting team than
he ever has had next season, and the
fact,that McBride Is not a slugger will
make but little dltterence.

There Is no doubt but that Ray Mor¬
gan will not be retained by the Wash¬
ington club after this season. Manager
Griffith has as much as said that he
will not be able to find room for Mor¬
gan, for the very good reason that he
ts not the competent player he should
be if he expects to be retained.
Morgan could not fill the place of any

one of the present lnflelderg, because
he la not fast enough to cover these
positions.
Rumors that John McGraw Is to take

charge of the White Sox next season
have not been denied, though one story
!s to the effect that he will not manage
the team, but have charge of the club,
while Charley Comlskey retires from
the game.

It Is hard to believe that Comlskey, as
long as his health is good, would ever re¬
tire from base ball. It Is the one thing
:n which he takes an Interest, and he
would never believe that the man lives
who Is more capable to conduct the af¬
fairs at a ball club than h*. The Old

Roman has his own Ideas as how a ballclub ought to be run. and it would take
a very wise man to Induce him to listen
to any sort of an argument on that sub¬
ject.
While there are those who Insist that

Clarence Rowland Is not fit to manage a
ball team In a major league, he prob¬ably has done as well with the White
Sox as could be expected. The team has
not shown enough pitching strength to
be figured as a sure enough pennant con¬
tender.
Rowland Is not to blame"for the team's

failure to win the pennant. It never had
a chance to do this. Boston will do It.
for it Is by far the most formidable team
In the league.

It Is gratifying to hear that President
Ban Johnson believes Griffith will have
a stronger team the coming season than
he has ever had before.

CHANCES OF WHITE SOX
AND TIGERS FADE FAST

Race Continues Close in National
League, However, Phillies Gain¬

ing on Dodgers.

CHICAGO, September 23..Detroit,
already counted out of the American
League race by most close followers of
the game, suffered another crushing re¬
verse today in dropping a game to
Washington while Boston won aga)n
from Cleveland. If Detroit now should
win all its remaining games, three
with St. Louis and two with Washing¬
ton, its record at the end would be
eighty-nine won and sixty-five lost. To
allow Detroit to tie them, supposing
Jennings' men did win their remaining
five games, the champions would have
to lose six of their nine remaining
games, in which event their record also
would be eighty-nine won and sixty-
five lost. Boston has yet to play two
games with Cleveland, three with
Philadelphia and four with New York.
Chicago is pretty near the ragged

edge, too, through its defeat by New
York today. By winning their two re¬
maining games with New York and
four with Cleveland, Comiskey's men
would finish with ninety games won
and sixty-four lost. If in the meantime
Boston should drop five of its remain¬
ing nine, Chicago and Boston would be
tied for first.

His engagement
with the circus terminates November 1.
somewhere out on the Paoiflc coast,
and after that he will be in a position
to harken to the calls of the promoters.
Since early spiring Willard has been

touring the land with a tent show,
keeping in good physical condition by
virtue of his two daily performances,
and Tom Jones, who looks after Big
Jess' ring affairs.prize and circus.
has come out with a statement that
the champion Is willing to engage in at
least one more title argument if the
promoters can dig up suitable material
for him to hook up with.

Wants to Increase B&nch.
Jess requires just so much more

money before getting clear title to all
the acres he would have added to his
ranch holdings in the west. It has been
reported that Jess has been receiving
$1,000 a day since he has been with the
circus, or $500 a performance. His
contract with the tent show called for
all his time, thus making it Impossible
for him to engage in fisticuffs. The con¬
tract expires November 1, and after
that date Jess will be free to go as far
as he likes in the knuckle business.
Jones says Jess would need only two

or three weeks of polishing off to make
him fit to meet the best the world has
to set before him. The one aspirant who
seems to be receiving consideration as
a possible opponent for Jess is Fred
Fulton, the Minnesota giant. Fulton
appears to have a feeling that he can
trim the champion over any kind of a
route, and he says he will never rest
until he has had an opportunity to wear
the heavyweight crown.

Alexander's feat cost the management

of the Phillies $100. This he received
promptly after the last engagement.
But. who knows? It may be worth
$100,000 to the owners of the Phillies.
It may mean this much to them if
Philadelphia qualifies for the world

So far as the allotment of hits were
concerned Alex broke no records. He
was nicked for twelve blows In the
first combat and eight In the seoond,
making a total of twenty for the
eighteen Innings. The fact that he was
batted so freely and escaped being
scored upon on more occasions than
three attests to real Alexander pitch¬
ing skill.

By defeating Baltimore and
Richmond yeaterday at American
League Park in the final double-
header of the intercity base ball
series Treasury, title winner in
the District of Columbia, won the
amateur championship of the
south.
