Gross gains in rails ran to two points
in many issues, with an increasing de-
mand. Steel and representative in-
dustrials, as well as prominent speclal-
ties, held their ground, and shipping

shares rose substantially. Realizing
provoked moderate reactions before
noon.

Immense Business Transacted.

Up te 1 o'clock this afternoon the
sales  registered 1,045,600 shares.
While there have been larger sales,
and while the concentration in Steel
common was less marked than on pre-
vious days of the week, It is many
weeks since there has been such gen-
eral activity in the list—industrials
and rails alike.

Usually the rails are dragging, while
the industrials monopolize the llon's
share of the business, but today the
rails claimed their own, all rails mov-
ing up & point or better, while the
gains in the industrials averaged bet-
ter than that.

And all the while the professionals
were doing their best to take the mar-
ket away from the general public;
working hard for reactions in order
that they may bring about a good big
reaction and get in again, for the pro-
fessionals sold out their Steel common
around 110 and 115 and are anxlous to
get back, understanding that there has
been no radical change in conditions.

British Officials Announce Stay in 5
Per Cent Exchequers.

LONDON, September 27, 12:27 p.m.—
Official announcement was made today
by the British government that there
would be no further issue of exchegquer
bonds paying 5 per cent and redeem-
able in 1918, but that a new issue of
bonds would be shortly announced.

This decision evidently was arrived at
by reason that the sales of the above
mentioned exchequer bonds had been
decreasing lately owing to the superior
attractions furnished by treasury bills,
The rates for all treasury bills sold by
the Bank of England now are 53 per
cent against the previous rate of 5%
F.r cent for six months and 6 per cent
or twelve months.

The total amount of such billa out-
standing, according to last night's rev-
enue returns, exceeds £1,000,000 ster-
ling. The reduction of the interest on
the longer rated treasury bills may

ossibly be tha forerunner to a reduced
ank rate.
