The Gai Rate.
The public utilities commission had

no alternative but to deny the petition
of the gas company for a suspension of
the new statutory rate of 73 cents until
the completion of the physical valuation
and rate determination by the commis
sion itself, now in progress. It is true
that the new rate was adopted by Congresswithout a hearing, without an inspectionof the books and without an

inquiry by Congress into the question
of the fairness or justice of the new

price. Tt is also true that the commissionhad begun such an investigationto determine, not particularly the
reasonableness of a 75 cent rate, but
just what the rate should be to give the
company a proper profit. It was felt at

the time that the congressional action
was precipitate, and, in view of the assurancethat the valuation was in prog
rcss and that the commission might soon

< nriec. th" matter should be left
aKprnncp and nnt mnrl<» thi» mil.i.'rt

OI liSM tllieut.
The act creating the public utilities

commission provided for investigation
by that body and then gave the commissionpower to fix rates in the following
terms:

k*It upon such investigation the rates,
tolls, charges, schedules or joint rates
shall be found to be unjust, unreasonable,insufficient or discriminatory, or
to be preferential or otherwise in violationof any of the provisions of this
section, the commission shall have power
to determine and bv order fix and order
to be substituted therefor such rate or

rates, tolls, charges or schedules as shall
be just and reasonable."

In another paragraph it is stated:
"That whenever, at the hearing and

investigation as provided in this section,the commission shall find that any
rate, toll, charge regulation or practice
of any public utility within the District
of Columbia is unreasonable or discriminatoryit shall have the power to regulate,fix and determine tKe same as providedill this section."

It would appear from these paragraphs
that the commission has positive power
of sate the 'first paragraph it
is to be wd that the commission is
authorised ~po change the rate if it be

found 'insufficient/ which suggests that
it may upon investigation advance the
rate if, in its judgment, it is not adequatefor the service rendered. On this
point is to be considered paragraph 94,
which reads:
"That unless the commission shall

otherwise order, it shall be unlawful for
any public utility within the District of
Columbia to demand, collect or receive
a greater compensation for any service
than the charge fixed on the lowest
schedule of rates for the same service
under the law in force at the date of the
passage of this section.*'
This would clearly seem to indicate

that it was the intention of Congress to
leave in the hands of the commission
the right to increase or to decrease the
rates from those in statutory effectat the time the commission was

created. The gas rate being then 85,
the commission could have found for a

90-cent rate or a 70-eent rate. By substituting75 for 85 pending investigation
Congress has not deprived the commissionof the power of rate increasing.
It is not to be believed that this was the
effect of the act of Congress in passing
the recent 75 cent rate. Rather is that
rate to be viewed as a price to be paid
temporarily pending the inquiry and the
rate of adjudication by the commission,
as was the 85 cent rate up to the latest
action. The power to fix the rate finally,
vested in the commission, does not includethe power to suspend in .the interimany rate that Congress may pre
scribe meanwhile.

Glad and Grateful.
It is easy to understand that Senator

Martine is in a very comfortable state!
of feeling respecting his rcnomination.
He should be. He submitted his case,
in frank and manly fashion. His cant

paign was conducted in a hearty and unconventionalway, and his party friends
responded handsomely. He made no

apology for any word he had spoken or

vote east in the Senate. On the con-

trary. he declared that, confronted with
the same questions, he would do it again.
This in reply to the criticisms of his in
dependent action at times.

In an interview, Mr. Martine says:
"I am thoroughly gratified, and con

sider the nomination a triumph, consid
ering the opposition I had from the or
ganization. With a very few exceptionsthe local press was against me, and
even the press of New York has held me

up to ridicule whenever possible. I was
fully confident of winning from the out-
set, for my course from the beginning
has been one of conscientiousness and
honesty."
Most likely, Mr. Marline was helped

rather than hurt by the ridicule he mentions.It was greatly overdone. It createdsympathy instead of prejudice. The
descriptions did not fit the man or the
senator. His part in the work of the
Senate had been better performed than
his critics were aware of, or had the
candor to state.
The fact that Mr. Martice has a mannerall his own and not conventionally

senatorial is of small moment. It has
not militated against him as a senator.
Personally, he is popular in the chamber;and while not a frequent speaker
is always an entertaining one. Now
and then in debate he takes a "flight,"
but so do other senators with "wings."
1'rosiness is not attractive or effective
wear anywhere in politics.
The quality that has counted most in

Mr. Martine's favor is his courage. He
does his own thinking.wears no collar,
although a good party man. And when
he makes up his mind he sticks. He
votes according to his convictions. No
member of the present Senate has a

better record for independence on big
questions that allow for such spirit and
action.
On this score Mr. Martine has incurred

all the more criticism because of the circumstancesattending his reaching the
Senate. He was assisted in his election
bv Mr. Wilson, then the Governor of
New Jersey. It seemed, therefore, to be
supposed that, on that aecount. he would
line up always as directed. But, as he
had taken no such view of the matter,
he insisted on being a senator in his
own right, and has lived up to the obligationsof his commission.
The very interesting question now is.

Will Mr. Martine or Mr. Wilson prove
the stronger man in New Jersey on electionday? We must wait for the vote.

Germany and England.
Chancellor von Bethmann Hollweg

yesterday in the German reiebstug made
use of an expression which may suggest
that an agreement has been reached betweenthe conservative party, of which
he is the leader and exponent, and the
radical war party, which has recently
been endeavoring to oust him from officein favor of a more ruthless form
of campaign at sea. He said, referring
to England:
"A German statesman who would hesitateto use against this enemy every

available instrument of battle that
would reaHy shorten this war.such a
statesman should be hanged."
This may signify that the chaneellor

has consented to a resumption of the
unrestrained submarine warfare of a

year ago tiAt so newly caused a breach
between G&nany and America. It is,

j however, to'be noted that the chancellor

uses a qualifying word. He declares
for the use of every available instrumentof battle that would "really"
shorten the war. Does this mean that
in the chancellor's judgment unrestrain
ed submarine warfare would not advance
the German cause!
German submarines have been active

for months past, sinking many trade
ships, with apparently little restraint.
It is difficult to see how this sort of
campaigning could be very greatly ex

tended unless Germany is handicapped
by the necessity of giving warning to
intended victims as the I'nited States
requires. Judging from the number of
vessels that are continually being reportedas sunk, the submarines are find
ing 110 lack of victims which they can

destroy even under these conditions. It
may be well questioned whether Chan

there is naturally, justifiably, an im

patience on the part of the passengers,
who may be gravely discommoded by
the stoppage. The public utilities com-

mission might take this matter up with
the traction companies to discover, if

possible, a mode of adjustment that will
reduce the delays to a minimum.

Possibly the people who would feel
morally bound to give up their employ-
ment share to some extent the relief
of the general public when a sympathetic
strike is postponed.
