cause the disappearance from the
bread market of the nickel and 8ix!cent loaves, haa been drafted by Moriris Eller, city aealer, for submission (to
the city council today.
The proposed measure prohibits the

sale of bread weighing less than a

pound a loaf, and orders bakers to in|dicate on each loaf of bread its weight
in pounds and half pounds, not in
ounces, as is done at present. Since
the new schedule of prices Was put
into effect last week, the five-cent loaf
here weighs between eight and ten
ounces, and the six-cent loaf twelve
ounces.

PARIS, September 11..Thle Is the

story of the most useful woman In the
war. High praise, I know. But let us
examine the premises.
Qrace Gassette makes splints. She

makes the best splints. She makes
splints that no one had ever thought of
making before.splints that will save
arms and legs for the poor chaps mutilatedin the wai^.splints that will accomplishmlraclea She bears about the
same relation to other spllntmakers
that Rockefeller does to a welldrlller
or that Rodin does to a stonecutter.
She has been so Inspired In her spllntm&klngthat the French 'government
has Just absorbed her.
"Here Is a workroom," said M. Justin

Godart, head of the service sante mllltaire.Here are some work people.Build your own committee to help you.Then go to our 6,000 war hospitals and
see what you can do for our crippled
men."
Dr. Alexis Carrel Is one of the men

on that committee. Dr. D. J. McCarthyof the U. of P.. who has just reported
on the German prison camps for the
government. Is another. Her committeeIs the only one to which the Americanclearing house has given its name.
some of the French Burgeons who are
on It are Profs. Hayem and Plnard andPozzl and Reynler and Gen. Sleur, and
a half dozen others of the very firstorder. Men of that stamp do not enter
upon new tasks lightly.

Glad to Give Aid.
"We know what Miss Gassette Is doing."they have said. "We are glad to

help."
Let us begin at the beginning. Miss

Gassette Is a Chicago girl. Years ago
she came to Paris to study art, and
with her mother made a home In the
Latin quarter. She studied sculptureIn the schools because she felt the need
to paint, and a knowledge of the human
frame Is essential to the painter. Then
she began with the brush. She bad
been exhibiting with success for some
years when the war broke out. She
was one of the first to appear at the
American Ambulance when that hospitalwas organized at Neullly."What can you do?" asked the men Incharge. "No doubt you have studied
nursing? At least you have taken a
course in first aid?"
That was In the previous century, youwill understand.away back In 19H. At

that time it was still believed that a
course of parlor lectures mixed with
tea would fit any ordinary good lookinggirl to be a nurse during the season.
Miss Gassette had never studied first
aid. She didn't know beans about nursingand said so.her conversation being
so much like regular American talk
that it almost makes you cry to hear
her. The men in charge were puzzled
by her case.
'Til do anything." said Miss Gassette.

"I'll wrap bandages-"
The Case of the Leg.

So she was put at menial work. Wrappingbandages puts about the same
strain on the Intellectual faculties as
toting a lapdog. At Intervals in her
bandage-wrapping she came Into the
surgical wards. There she would find
yanoiw Burgewm boq oraerues ana
what-not looking: profound around the
bed of a man whose leg had been
broken in a way that had never been
reduced to print. They didn't know
what to do with a leg like that. They
usually wound up by putting It In one
of the old-etyle apparatus. They knew
perfectly well that it was not what the
leg needed. But they could not invent
anything better.
Let me interpolate a word here. In

May, 1915, I was a fellow passenger on
the Espagne with America's greatest
expert in fracture cases. He had visited
this side to see what was being done
in treating these injuries and he was
going home disgusted. It must be premisedthat it is not often that a surgeongoes in for fractures. There is
more fame and money to be made in
using a can-opener on well fed merchants.This particular surgeon had
specialized in fractures because he had
a fondness for them. But the publio
do not know much of him. His reputationis confined to the profession.

Calls Treatment Archaic.
"The war treatment of fracture cases

is archaic," he told me. "Worse. It is
criminal. French surgeons are using
methods that we discarded twenty
years ago."
I do not recall that he commented on

the methods of the American surgeons,
but it is a fact that little progress has
been made In this class of cases becausethey have not drawn specialists.
Now let us get back to Grace Gassette.
She would look in at that suffering
soldier and those pussled surgeons and
by and by her Yankee aptitude would
get the better of her.
"Why don't you do it this way?" she

would ask.
Whereupon the surgeons would stand

back with a relieved sigh and tell her
to go to it. I know perfectly well that
various surgeons will fly into print
when they see this, and hold that it
isn't possible that a woman who had
never studied even first aid could possiblyknow more about this tangle of
the surgeon business than they do.but
truth is mighty and will prevail. Otherwise,why should the French governmenthave created this workshop at 17
Rue Boissonade, and a&ked Miss Gass- (
ette to devote herself to splint making
for the French war hospitals?

Very Important Lady.
By and by Miss Cassette found herselfin charge of a department. No one

knew just what had happened, but
there she was with a shop and a workroomfilled with young women, and she
was fitting splints for poor young fellowswhose fractures could not be
treated In the old-fashioned way. Once
.only once.she was Interfered with.
A very important lady thought she
would put this efficient person In her
place.
"If you will not obey my orders you

must leave the hospital," said the very
important lady.
"All right," said Miss Oassette.
A week later a delegation came to her

and asked her to please come back, and
promised to keep minor annoyances
away from her. tip to this time Miss
Gassette had been getting up at a
wholly Improper hour in the morning
and walking and tramming and metrolngto the Neullly Hospital In order to
get there early enough to get in about
twenty hours' work each day. EVen
with a genius that sort of thing paila
Further, Miss Cassette has a sense of
humor. Her brown eyes and mobile
mouth tell that.and there may be a
hint of a perfectly self-respecting tempir,too.

Di Venezia, the quarters in Rome of the
Austrian ambassador to the Vatican, it
is not thought that the Italian govern*
ment will change its plans with regard
to the building.
The protest is a lengthy document. It

was Issued by Cardinal Oasparrl* pap^j
secretary of state, in the name of Pope
Benedict. In it the stand is taken that
Italy in the seizure of the palace has violatedthe law of guarantees of 1871.
establishing relations between the Vatican
and Italy, in that Italy now interferes
with the rights of an ambassador to the
holy see.
"Against such an act, which is new

proof of abnormal conditions, the holy
see lodges a formal and solemn protest,"
says the document, which then asks the
various go\'ernments to heed the protest
and to call the attention of the Italian
government to the irregularity.
The Stefani Agency, in a note contestingthe grounds for the Vatican's protest

against the seizure of the Palazzo Di
Venezia, says the decree of seizure is a
war time measure directed against a
building the property of an enemy state,
and has nothing to do with the Vatican's
privileges. The note adds that even admittingAustria-Hungary had privileges
in connection with the Vatican guarantees,these have ceased to be applicable
since the ambassador to the holy see
transferred his embassy to Switzerland.
