GRAPE RECIPES.

Grape Jelly.
Jelly from ripe grapes Is prepared In

this way: Mash the crapes and heat
them until the juice runs. They must
be heated very slowly. Then strain
through a colander and then drip
through a Jelly bag.

Women
Hqme-Made Cfre«n Puffs.

Cream poll are a duseeit that aaa be
served ta many different ways. That Is
to say, the cook that masters the maklugat oroam puffs can, with the same
mixture, make many different sorts of
dessert. Here is a recipe for the puff:
Put half a cup of butter In a cup of

cold water over the Are, and when It
reaches the boiling- point add a cupful
of sifted flour and cook, stirring Until a

smooth mass that leaves the sides of
the saucepan results. Cool a little and
then add two or three eggs, unbeaten,
one at a time, beating the mixture well
after each addition. Add a teaBPoonful
of sugar and a pinch of salt If desired.
Drop the mixture in spoonfuls on a butteredtin for small cream puffA or bake
in buttered muffin tins If desired for
large puffs.
For ohocolate eolalrs bake the above

mixture in pans sold for eclairs. Fill
the pans only slightly.
The fining for cream puffs and chocolateeclairs is a thick custard. One way

to make it is to mix together two heapingtablespoonfuls of flour and a scant
cup of sugar, and to add it, with a
beatea egg, to a pint of hot milk. Cook
until thick and smooth, add flavoring,
cool, and then fill the puffs or eclairs,
either through a hole In the side or by
breaking them half open.

For eolalrs cover the tops with Icing
of some sort. Chocolate and coffee are
the two kinds most used.

Cream puff shells can be flUed with
preserved fruit and served with a little
whipped cream.

Sweetened whipped cream makes an
admirable filling for the puffs Instead
of custard.

A fruit whip can bo used for fillingpuff shells. Beat the whites of oggsuntil dry, add sugar, and beat in fruit
pulp and juice. Oranges, prunes or
grapo juice can be used in this waywith especially good results.

Either cream puff' sheila or eolalr
shells can be filled just at the moment
at serving with vanilla Ice cream andthen served with a hot chocolate sauce.
