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CRETE ABLE TO BOAST
4,000 YEARS' HISTORY

Mediterranean Ialand Has Played
Conspicuous Hole in Affairs

of tlie World.

The present revolt In Crete has occurredalmost an the fourth anniversaryof the announcement of the
Island's annexation to Greece, made by
the Greek premier on October 14, 1912.
Up to that time the Cremns had been In
an almost constant state of revolt
against Turkish and Egyptian dominationfor the greater part of the nine-,
teenth and the first decade of the
twentieth century. Today's war geographybulletin of the National GeographloSociety tells of the resources
of this revolt-riven region.
"Crete and Corsica are practically tied

for the distinction of fourth island of
the Mediterranean, each having an area
somewhat In excess of 8,200 square
miles and being surpassed in else by
Sicily, Sardinia and Cyprus. But while
Corsica has sustained a comparatively
lnconsnlcuous role In world history. If
one excepts the fact that it was the
birthplace of Napoleon, Crete has playeda stellar part In human events for
more than 4,000 years.

Has Population of 350,000.
"Oblong In shape, with a length of

160 miles and a width varying from six
to thlrty-flve miles, the rugged island
lies equidistant from Europe, Asia and
Africa. Its northern coast Is greatly
Indented, and while the anchorage is too
shallow for modern steamers In all aave
one of its ports. In ancient times many
of its 100 flourishing cities of which
Homer spoke were regularly visited by
the light-draft vessels of the Phoenicians,the Greeks and the Egyptians.
"Crete today sustains a population of

about 360,000, more than nine-tenths of
whom are Christians and the remainingtenth largely Mohammedan. Much
of its land is bare and stony and the
forests of cypress which were once its
glory have almost disappeared. Ita
rivers are scarcely more than mountain
torrents, which rush down from snowcladheights towering more than 8,000
feet above the sea.
"Many of the narrow valleys and a

few plains are extremely fertile, however.Fruits of many varieties, espe[dally the orange and lemon, grow luxIuriantly, and the olive is one of the
most valuable products of the Island,
the oil being used extensively in the
manufacture of soap. The vines of
Crete, which were noted in the middle
ages, have deteriorated somewhat in
modern times. Currants are profitably
grown, hut little grain is raised. The
mineral resources of the Island may
eventually prove to be considerable,
but at the present tiiqe gypsum, lime,
slate and whetstone constitute the
principal output, which Is meager.
"St. Paul, in his Epistle to Titus, perpetuatedthe indictment that 'the Cretansare always liars,' so it is not astonishingto find in the legends of the

island the claim that the supreme god
of the Greek world, Beus, was a nativeand that he was nursed by nymphs
on the slopes of the famous Mount Ida.
He was even supposed to have been
burled at Iukta, near the ancient centerof Minoan civilization, Knossus, or
Cnossus. an 'hccount of whose astonishingculture thousands of years ago
has been given in a recent bulletin of
the National Geographic Society.

Conquered by the Romans.
"The Cretans were the allies of Mithradatesthe Great In that Parthian's

negotiations with Rome, and a few
years later the islanders espoused the
cause of Cllielan pirates, as a result of
which the Roman geneitil Metellus
brought them under the yoke of the
Eternal City In 6« R C.
"When the Roman empire was dividedCrete Was apportioned to the easternrulers and It remained under the

Byxantlne emperors until 823, when It
was captured by piratical Saracens
from Andalusia, who held sway over
the Island for 140 years. Then It was
redeemed by the Byzantines. During
the fourth arusade the Island was given
to Boniface de Montferrat. He Immediatelysold It to the Venetians (1204),
who ruled it for more than 400 years.
"One of the most prolonged blockadesIn world history was that conductedby the Turks from 1640 to 1663,

when the last port of the Island surrenderedto Ottoman arms, against
whose sway the Cretans were almost (
constantly In revolt until the final annexationto Greece. The Islanders
fought shoulder to shoulder with the
Greeks In the recent Balkan embroglioa"t

began a counter attack.
"The corporal advanced alone against

the whole party, emptied bis revolver,
