Shares Lead Recovery.

NEW YORK, October 7..Wall street
swallowed peace rumors, cables and all,
but the real facts of the case are that
the street has no more faith in the
present reports of peace rumors than
it had when it smashed the entire market.and especially the munition shares,
months ago on similar rumors.

But the stories of peace were welcomedby the street as a great aid to

the efforts of the professional element
'in their efforts to smash stocks and exaggeratethem in the same interest.

The street is full of bull traders, professionalswho took their profits on

their stocks two weeks ago, and have
not been able with all their bear effortsto bring about a sufficient reactionto warrant their recouping their
stocks.the pub'ic has beaten the
bears' efforts, but the peace story had
its effect.
As usual the opening of the market

was with a rush and a hurrah, and as

usual the first half hour of trading
found the list weak and on the down
grade with more or less activity, folII K.. nffnrt nn tho nart of the
bears of yesterday to cash in their
profits, which save the market a betiter closing and run prices up on them.

Slow Most of Session.

During the greater part of the two

hours' session the market continued
to drag in an uncertain manner, makingsome recoveries here and there,
while the lows established showed
average recessions of ^ to 1 point.

In the last half-hour of the session
the market came strong, active and
higher. Spurts of strength showed
here and there, especially in the steels,
Baldwin Locomotive, Crucible Steel,
Republic Steel. Industrial Alcohol in
the industrials and Southern Railway
in the rails moved up in a most satisIfactory manner to their supporters.
The gain in Southern Railway from

a low at 26V4 to a high at 29*4 was

so marked as to cause much comment.
In the other shares the gains

averaged 1 to 3 points. Republic Steel
gaining 3 points from the low; Steel
common about a point. Mercantile
Marine 1*4 and Central Leather 2%.

Peace Rumors Affect Prices.
The most interesting development of

another active stock market week, in
which daily dealings again ranged from
1,000,000 to almost 1,400,000 shares, was
the Intimation which came yesterday
from influential financial sources to the
effect that peace overtures from Germanywould soon be inaugurated.
Declines of 3 to 5 points from high

levels followed the circulation of these
rumors, stocks and other industrial issuesderiving special benefit from foreigncontracts being most affected.
Rails, except minor shares which had
shown unusual strength and activity
during the preceding day or two, yield1tn. 9 mintc QnH Hat oc a whnlo
was decidedly unsettled, though far
from weak.
Apart from the war rumors, greatest

interest was evinced in the wide characterof the trading, which comprised
a greater number of issues than ever
before. This was accepted as a further
proof of the general demand for securities.although this found only partialreflection in the bond market.

Strength of High-Grade Bails.
The free absorption of the city of

Paris flfty-million-dollar loan, which
was several times oversubscribed, indicated.however, that the amount of\
money available for investment purposesis far in excess of the supply of
new securities.
The strength of high-grade rails,

some of which registered best quotationsfor several years, was directly
traceable to additional statements of
earnings issued by leading systems,
nearly all of which were remarkable
for their gains.
Point was given in this connection to

the report of the interstate commerce
commission, which received returns
from 150 railroads for August, showing
an increase of over $40,000,000 in operatingrevenues and a gain of almost
$20,000,000 in net income over the correspondingmonth of last year.

YOUR MONEY AT WORK
The "Uplifthriftf" School Savings

Plan.
i

BY JOHN M. OSKISON.
Last spring, when the National Eduicattonal Association met, a woman

from Philadelphia was in attendance.
She presided over a little booth among
the exhibits which was supplying to the
hundreds of teachers literature de-
scrlptive of a simple school savings
plan.

I was told that the only trouble or
expense connected with getting the
system installed in a school was its
indorsement by the superintendent,
principal and teachers. I asked for
facts as to the plan. The other day
I received a booklet from the com
pany which controls the system and
sells its blanks to the banks that cooperatewith the schools.
Because this company's plan is good,

and because it costs the schools and
pupils nothing, I am giving its name
and address in the hope that readers
will do something practical in getting
a savings system Installed in those
schools where their children are being
taught. It is called the "Uplifthrift
System." and is controlled by the UpliftPublishing Company, 12th and Race
streets. Philadelphia.
As worked out. the system is operatedby the pupils themselves in the

fourth and higher grades. In lower
grades either the teacher or pupils
from the seventh and eighth grades
are called in. The hanking is done in
the period when mathematics is taught.
It furnishes a practicl 1 and interesting
example to the children.

In a typical school that adopted the
system a boy in the sixth grade failed
of promotion largely because of faulty
mathematics. The principal made him
his bookkeeper, to take charge of all
class accounts In the savings system.
It was a job in which he became interested,and he carried on the books
without, making a mistake.

Another school principal appoints
bank examiners from the eighth grade
to visit all the rooms once a month,
audit the books, take trial balances and
make a complete report. For this
work they are credited in mathematics.

Tn a typical school the principal allowsfifteen minutes one day a week
in which to conduct the business of the
savings system, and he believes that
with more practice the work can be
done in ten minutes.
There is no excuse for a school that

Is without some plan.the number of
good plans Is large.for encouraging
the savings bank habit among children.There is no excuse for the parent
who does not insist upon the school
making his child familiar with some

good savings system.

PRICE OF WHEAT RALLIES
ON PEACE TALK DENIALS

Further Handicap for Bears Is Reportsof Extended Crop Damage
In Argentina From Drought.

CHICAGO. October 7.Denials of
peace talk led to a rallv tndav in tho

price of wheat. Quotations were

strengthened also by reports that the
British government would commandeer
the Canadian surplus. A further handicapfor the bears was the fact that no

rain had fallen in Argentina, and that
the damage from drought was said to
be extending to the south and west.
Opening prices, which ranged from
H to 1% higher, with December at
1.58 to 1.59 and May at 1.57*4 to 1.58*,
were followed by a reaction, but then
another upturn.

Corn Prices Are Bearish.
Prospects of a larger crop movement

next week had a bearish influence on

corn. The bulge in wheat formed only
a temporary offset.
After opening * lower to * up the

market hardened a little all around and
then underwent a moderate sag.
Oats weakened with corn. There was

no evidence of any urgent demand.
Higher quotations on hogs strengthenedprovisions. Packers seemed to be

giving support to the market.

Net Gains Feature Week.
Despite peace rumors and the chance

that a break-up of the Argentine
drought seemed riot altogether unlikely,substantial net gains in price
averaging more than 3 cents a bushel
have been the outcome of wheat tradinghere in the last week. Until yesterday.in fact, changes to high record
quotations for 1916 were so frequent
as to be taken as almost a matter of
course.

It was easily apparent that if the
peace gossip had been confirmed the
selling wave which struck the wheat
pit late yesterlay would have had more
radical consequences, but even before
the lack of official authority for the
peace talk was known the rumors were
received with general incredulity. Had
the market, not been previously depressedby bearish advices regarding
probable showers in Argentina the
closing figures for yesterday would,
perhaps, have hardly been out of ordinarylimits, as compared with twentyfourhours before.
One plausible theory current after

trading: hours was that the peace
rumors might have some connection
with the floating: of the new French
loan, but as in the case of the peace
rumors themselves such talk was
without any definite personal sponsor.

Bulls Have No Obstacles.
Aside from the hints of forthcoming'

peace developments and the chance of
rain in Argentina, wheat bulls had
virtually no obstacles to contend
with. There was general agreement
that serious damage had been done to
the Argentine crop, and about the only
outstanding question with traders was
whether the spread of the injury would
soon be brought to a halt. Varying
changes of fortune on the different
European battle fronts seemed to have
become temporarily almost negligible
as influences affecting the market.
Corn and oats moved up moderately

during the week in line with the action
of wheat. Provisions also show generalgains, and in the case of nearby
deliveries of pork an almost vertical
rise of more than $1.50 a barrel, apparentlythe result of shorts meeting
with difficulty in fulfilling contract obligations.
Higher prices at Buenos Aires helped

to lift the wheat market here late in
the session. The close was strong at
1% to 3Vi net advance, with December
1.59% and May 1.58%.
Subsequently the corn market respondedto the continued advance in

wheat. The close was steady at a
gain of % net.
