But Mr. Roosevelt de-
clared for Hughes, helped earry Maine
for him, and is on the eve of starting
on a stumping tour which will cover a
wide portion of territory admittedly de-
batable. .

For their uses in that territory these
former admirers of Mr. Roosevelt have
now converted him into a buogaboo, and
are giving him in that character a full
advertisement. Look out, good people!
A dangerous man. Has come to be the
sole relianes of the Huoghes eandidacy.
Will dominate the admimistration if
Hughes wins. The voice may he the
voire of Hughes, but the hand will be
the hand of Teddy.

Congider him as at the head of the
eabinet. What could keep us out of
embroilment with Mexico, with Europe,
or with Japan? How snugly a chip
would fit on his shoulder! How ecrtain
he would be to put ome there! How
dustily he would call attention to its
IIJrPll'nre there!

Or consider him as st the head of the
War Department. What could prevent
him from turning the country into am
armed camp¥ How strongly he would
appeal to all young men snd college
hoys!

A Ferry to the Park.

The plan to establish a ferry across
the Washington channel or harbor to
give access to the lower section of Po-
tomac Park is admirable, and should be
carried through without fail. With the
completion of the reereation grounds in
the new section of the park thousands
of people will wish to reach it who have
no direct means of transportation. The
stregt ears at present run only to the
hridge, whereas the athletie flelds will
e located at some distanee below that
point. The ferry service will give a
more direct approach to the publie play-
grounds, and if maintained at a rea-
sonablp rate of fare, if in private handa,
will be of great public eonvenience. The
present purpose is to keep the serviee
strietly under govermment control and
auspices, even though the actusl ferry
may be privately maintained. This is

important to assure adeqpate faeilities |

=nd the proper safeguarding of the pahlic
in operation. It iz also important that
«very precaution be taken againat ac-
cidents. In the event of great numbers
visiting the park on special oeeasions
of athletin games thers will be some
danger of overcrowding. TUltimately it
may be desirable to lay ear tracks to
the athletic flelds for use at times of
hig events. The plan would compel a
widening of the opening under the rail-
way line, which at present is none ton
troad for the safe accommodation of
heavy road traffie.

They shounld not be regarded as an in-
evitable visitation. Washington is so situ-
ated as to bring the fira loas to o very
low minimum. It has every facility for
fighting fires when they develop, and
few eonditions prévail favorable to the
rapid spread of firen when they oceunr.
By a systematic inspection of all prem-
ises at Teast omce a year and by the in-
culeation of the principles of fire pre-
vention among the people of all rlasses
and ages it is possible to bring the lossea
even below the present point. This Ia
to the interest of everybody, as with =
redoetion in the fire losses should nat-
urally come a reduction in the insur-
ance rates in proportion.
