statements of their attorney, they offeredno proof of their charges. It is
apparent from the hint of Tertullus
that a little clever questioning by Felixof the prisoner would be sufficient
to substantiate all the charges, that
they did not know of Paul's claim to
be a Roman citizen and evidently ex-

Felix would turn Paul over to them to
suffer death.
At the signal from the procurator

Paul commenced his defense by diplo-
matically refering to Felix's long term
of service as a reason why he might
reasonably be more certain of secur-
ing Justice from him than he could
have had from a novice, because it
would be an easy matter for an experiencedexecutive, like Felix, to
learn the facts, which v. oul 1 prove his
innocence. In presenting his defense,
Paul took up each charge in the order
of its presentation. Having no wit-
nesses to produce he entered a dignl-
fled denial to all the charges alleged
against him. He appealed to Felix's
sense of right and Justice and the logic
of his statements to convince the procuratorof the thruthfulness of his
denials.
In his reply Paul pointed out that

there was not the slightest proof that
he had fomented sedition. The short
time spent at Jerusalem and the circumstancesof his stay, as well as his
conduct, disproved the charge. He met
the accusation of heresy by acknowledgingthat he was glad to be counted
a follower of Christ, which was then
called the Way, but he Insi-'ed that it
was unjust for them to reft; to the
Christians as the "s ct of the Nnza-
renes" (used in this chapter for the first
time in the history of iht church), be-
cause he worshiped the Cod of the
Jews, and believed in their Scriptures,
emphasizing the unity of the Old and
New Testaments. Christianity and Judajism, according to Paul, were not two
separate faiths, but one. because he
held, as all Christians still ao, the same
hopes and lived in the same hopes as
the Pharisees, a recognized Jewish
party, concerning the resurrection of
the dead, both of the Just and the unIJust.He challenged his aecussors to
prove th^t he had in any way profanedthe temple. The charge was

absolutely unfounded because he was

nature and the reality of moral distinctions.He made Felix realize how
ho had outraged justice, when he pointedout his lack of chastity in the pres,ence of his adulterous companion and
vividly painted the certainty of the
harvest, which his life, labor and love
would reap. Conscience thundered, but
Felix delayed his decision when he
should have surrendered to God.
The impenitence of the sinner producesan irreparable loss every day it

lasts. It injures their friends' *re:ligious life because the example is
against their interest* and hinders
their conversion. The greatest loss is
in personal character building, which
