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THE French practice of showing
the new gowns on the most alluringmannequins that can be
found has gained strength in

this country to such an extent that the
women now demand it.
There is all the difference in the

world in seeing a gown in the hand
and on the active figure of a woman
who discloses its virtues and defects as

she walks and gestures. You may not
perhaps be able to look like the man-

nequins, but there is always a secret
belief in the heart of the humblest that
she can really look like them if she
tries.
The moment the French gowns arrivedthe openings began, and those

who were privileged to see them were
divided into several classes. Those of
us who saw them first trot them wrin-
kled from the long voyape in the salt
air. hut. instead of complaining, one
felt a thrill of satisfaction over this
fact. It proclaimed their excessive
newness, as cobwebs on a wine bottle
proclaim its excessive age. The cpi-
cure delights in both conditions.in
the wrinkles and in the cobwebs.

Without trying: to incorporate the
best of these gowns in a narrative
story am going briefly to outline each
one, in order that any reader can get a

quick survey of th- field and know
what was shown in its wrinkled condi-
tion.

should be raised apart, and never allowedto feed where fowls run. Freshturnedground, as far as possible, is
recommended for Turkeys. Their habit
of ranging abroad may be encouraged.
New stock should always be subject
to the cloesest scrutiny. Mopy or lightweightturkeys or "finicky" feeders are

suspicious. If possible, one should acquaintpne's self with the history of
the flocks from which one's breeders
are selected. At the first sign of sickIness, the ailing turkey should be iso!latcd. Upon the appearance of blaek|head prudence would dictate the removalof the healthy turkeys to a new

range, such as a wheat or hay field,
The sick turkey may be put in a coop
reserved for hospital purposes, and be
dosed, if the raiser is experimentally
Inclined Air-slaked lime is a cheap,
effectual disinfectant to use around
the coops and feeding boards, For a
few days after a suspicious case has
been removed copperas (sulphate of
Iron; or permanganate of potash may
be used in the flock's drinking water.
This is not absolutely essential, since
the parasite is in the earth or in the
excrement of infected birds. All dead
turkeys should be burned or buried
deeply. A plentiful suppl> of charcoal
in rations is a wise precaution.
One treatment that has been found

helpful is turpentine. It is not offered
as a cure, but It has been used again
and again with gratifying results to

prevent general infection of the flo« k,
particularly among turkeys old enough
to eat wheat. For twenty birds of ten
weeks' age, mix one tablespoonfu of
turpentine with one quart of wheat
for breakfast. As they grow accustomedto the taste, increase the dose to
two tablespoonfuls. After a week
omit the turpentine unless the birds
continue to sicken, which seldom happens.The use of turpentine in early
infection seems to devitalize the germ.
Emaciation bears testimony to the
work of the parasite in liver and intestinesfor these organs are greatly
Impaired by the infection.

Vegetable gardens under the snow

may be sown even a3 late a3 thin,
though naturally the list of vegetables
that may bi grown is rather limited
Kale sowed in properly prepared beds
will furnish a supply of greens during
the entire winter If the seed Is put in

the ground at once. Late turnips will
also do fairly well, though the soil In
which they are sown should not be fertilizedat all; ground on which late potatoeshave been grown is good. If

plants of brussels sprouts can be obtainedthese will yield practically all

winter; while spinach sown in rich soil
that has been deeply spaded and raked
fine will also furnish greens for winter

and will be among the earliest green
crops to show up In the spring.

While it seems like violating all acceptedpractice in the matter of strawberryculture, plants of the everbearingvarieties may be set out at any
time before the ground is actually
frozen, and such plants will bear good
crops next year, beginning in June and
continuing until cold weather. The soil
in which the plants are set out must he
highly fertilized and worked into fine
mellow condition. The young plants
should be set deeply enough to cover
the roots, but not so deep as to cover

the crowns. Holes big enough to ac!commodate the roots without any
(crowding must be made, and when the
plants are set the fine soil should be
sifted around them gradually, while
plenty of water is poured into the hole,
this being done so as to insure that the
roots are wholly in contact with the
soil.
The plants may be lightly mulched

with straw about the middle of December,
the mulch to be worked under the foliage
next spring, to keep the fruits off the
ground. Ever-bearing strawberries requirefrequent feeding during the fruiting
season, the best fertilizer being well rotIted cow manure. It is possible to ob'tain plants of the best ever-bearing variJcties from growers in this locality, the
plants being acclimated to local conditions,and such plants may be expected
to give best results. The everbearers beginto ripen fruit in June and continue
until actual cold weather, and the several
varieties are also practically Immune to
the various plant diseases that affect
standard varieties.

Some flower lovers say they obtain best
results in dahlia culture by leaving the
tubers in the ground during the winter,
and separating the plants when they
come up in the spring. In such cases,
however, the tubers must be burled to a

depth of eight or ten Inches, and a light

mulch of straw, leaves or litter from a

poultry house, must be spread over the
beds or rows to protect the soil from actualhard freezing.

Tulips, hyacinths, jonquils and even
gladioli may be grown Indoors during the
winter if the new prepared fiber manu-
factured for the purpose is used. This
fiber, which Is already properly fertilized,
is placed in pots or bowls, the bulbs are

planted in it, water is supplied from time
to time as required, and nature does the
rest. Dealers in bulbs also sell the fiber,
which is not at all expensive.
The dealers say bulbs are finer, in

greater variety and cheaper this year
than ever before. Holland growers, cut
off from other markets by reason of the
war, are shipping to the 1'nited States
the finest of their bulbs, which formerly
went to gardeners iri France, England
and Germany. Besides these, American
growers are now producing bulbs as fine
as any grown in Holland, and the two
sources of supply have operated to cut
down prices materially.
Bulbs planted In fiber at this time

and properly brought along should
bloom by Christmas.

Selection of seed corn should be made
from the stalks standing in the field.
Seed corn should be selected before the
first hard freeze, and ears should be
chosen for size, uniformity, quantity of
shelled corn, smallness of cob, growth
from butt to tip covering and tip, and
for vigor and growth of the parent
stalk in competition with other stalks
in a uniformly good stand. After the]
ears have been shelled the grain should
be air dried and placed In mouseproof
bags. Put a pound of moth balls or]
naphthaline in each bushel bag of seed
corn and hang the bags In dry, well
ventilated places. Careful selection of;
seed corn, rejecting all that does not!
come up to standard, will certainly increasecorn production, while slipshod
methods of saving seed corn will as

produced.

Moth halls are useful in preserving
many kinds of seeds and bulbs from
the attacks of weevils, other Insects,
and even mice and rats. Not more than;about a pound of the moth balls should
be used for each measured bushel of;
seed or bulbs, and the bags or other,
receptacles in which the seed or bulbs
are placed for the winter should be inlnsectand mouseproof.
