Downs Virginia, 61 to 3, Offsetting

Defeat Last Year.

LEG0RE SHOWS UP WELL
NEW HAVEN, Conn., October 7..Yale

atoned last year's 10-to-0 defeat by the
University of Virginia by overwhelmingthe Dixie collegians today, 61 to 3.
It was the largest score made by a
Yale eleven in twenty years.
The game had scarcely begun before

Virginia recovered a Yale fumble, and,
being unable to gain, Oarrington lifted
th* ball over the bars from the 30-yard
line for a field goal. After that Virginianever was dangerous, while Yale
developed a powerful, crushing attack
that swept tne hard-fighting Virginiansfrom their feet. Touchdowns camein rapid succession, usually as the resultof savage thrusts off tackle, whichallowed the Blue halfbacks to gain aclear field, while the interferencesmothered the visitors' secondary defense.
