DOESN'T BELIEVE THE U. S.
THINKS ONLY OF PROFITS

Baron von Hengelmuller, Former
Austrian Ambassador Here, DefendsAmerican People.

BERLIN. October 9. by wireless to
Sayviile, X. Y..The view that the
United States desires the continuance
of the war for the sake of business is
a mistaken one. declared Baron von

Hengelmuller, former Austro-Pf ungarian
ambassador to the United States, in an

Interview In the Budapest Journal, as

quoted in a Vienna dispatch to the Over,
seas News Agency. He was convinced of
this, he said, as his twenty years' residencein America had shown him that
i." nation was more likely to be moved
by sentiment.
The former ambassador expressed regretat the vacancy existing in the

"Washington embassy which was due to
certain obstacles. A new ambassador,
he pointed out. ould travel to his post
only under a British safe-conduct, which
was incompatiable with the dignity of
t he official. He thought that if the
T'nited States really desired to have the
ambassador reach that country in a
manner corresponding to the dignity of
his position some other way could be
found.
As to the elections in America, Baron

von Hengelmuller said:
"Whoever becomes President, the policyof the United States will hardly be

changed.

Descriptive Letter From Mrs. Minnie
Toppenfcurg, a Missionary.

Formerly of Washington.

As a result of the war conditions in
Pocf A frleo oro rlenlnrnhlp re-

sembling those of the middle ages, ac-

cording to a letter just received by
Miss Jensina Hansen of 358 Blair road,
Takoma Park, froij her sister. Mrs.
Minnie Toppenburg. who is a mission-

ary on the eastern shore of the Vic-j
toria Nyanza. It was the first word
that Miss Hansen has received from
her sister since the war began.
Mrs. Toppenburg is the wife of Val-

domar E. Toppenburg, who has charge
of the medical missionary operations
of the Seventh-day Adventist denominationin that country. Before going
to Africa Mrs. Toppenburg was a

trained nurse at the Washington Sanatoriumand has many friends in TakomaPark and Washington.

Tells of Hurried Escape.
The letter gives vivid details of the

hurried escape she and her family and
assistants made from the infurated na-

tives, who had arisen in rebellion. It

tells how they ran into an uncaged
zoological garden, with hundreds of

wild beasts on every side of them. She
describes the pillaging of the mission
stations and their subsequent destructionby natives. Her letter was sent

from English Camp. Ukerewe Island,
formerly German East Africa.
Mrs. Toppenburg's letter, in part, is

as follows: j
"When the war began we were not

very well prepared for it as far as food
and clothes were concerned; we had
just sent orders to British East Africa
for sugar and hour and oil, etc. Large
shipments of goods from Europe and
America arrived in Mombasa, of which
nothing ever reached us. At a stroke
we were set back to the middle ages.
We had no white flour, not even wheat
to make it from, no white sugar, no

petroleum, no soap.in short, nothing
of all the things we used to think indispensable.

Obliged to Find Substitutes.
"These and many other things we had

to find substitutes for. Bananas, nativegrains and muhogo for flour, wild
honey for sugar, candles made of tallowfor light, soap from wood ashes
and lime. Clothes were also inprocurable,so we wore pants, etc., made of
goat and gazelle skins, made yarn of
cotton and knitted stockings, etc. But
in spite of all, our bread and water has
been sure, and more than that, God
gave us an abundance of good things.
His promises have been more than fulfilled."
Following the occupation by the

British of several towns the natives
lost fear of the Germans, the writer
states, and tribe after tribe revolted.
The letter continues:
"My family and I were the only Europeansleft in the district as far south

as the river Mbalageti, and we had
been warned by the government officialsthat an uproar was to be expected.
"We did what we could to protect

ourselves; put in night watches, and
for the rest committed ourselves to
God's protection. Finally the uproar
spredd to Busegwe also. A chief and
his subchief, with women and children,
had fled from Niagangi with their 150
head of cattle, but Busegwe natives
surVounded them and rbbbed them of
all the 150 cattle and killed one woman
and one child. |

Natives in War Paint.
"By this time the excitement was

started, the natives painted themselves
for war, and wore spears, swords, bows
and poisoned arrows. They rushed in
crowds here and there, and came finallyhowling and yelling on the mission
land toward our house.
"So we started off. When we went

on five chiefs who feared for their
lives and their subchiefs accompanied

KAISER HIGHLY GRATIFIED
BY RESULTS OF WAR LOAN

Unconquerable Spirit of German People,He Asserts, Will Lead
to Victory.

BERLIN, October 8, via Sayville,
N. Y., October 9..The results of
the fifth German war loan.already
more than 10.590,000,000 marks.have
mpre than fulfilled the hopes and ex-

pectations of the ministry of finance,
and have almost reached the figures for
the fourth war loan of 10,712,000,000
marks, with some returns from subscriptionsfrom the domestic field and
abroad still to be received. Of the total
5,500,000,000 marks have already been
paid in.
'An official statement gives the folilowing message, which Emperor Williamhas sent to Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollweg:
"More than ten and a half milliards

of marks have been raised for the war

loan by all classes of the people, thus
making the total sum placed at the disposalof the fatherland in long-term
loans about forty-seven milliard marks.

"This result has been attained at a
time when the enemy is making his
most ferocious and strongest attacks
against us, and must be considered an
expression of the unshakable confidenceof the nation in itself and its future.
"Germany continues to work amid

the devastations of war. So long as
every one gives to the empire what he
profits from this work the empire reposesinexhaustibly .on its own
strength. Gratefully I'feel my confidencestrengthened that the unconquerablespirit of all our people will lead us
to victory."

KAISER HONORS TROOPS
ON THE EASTERN FRONT

Decorates Generals and Praises
Valor of German and AustrianArmies.

LONDON, October 9..Details of the
German emperor's visit to the eastern
front are given in a Reuter's dispatch
from Amsterdam. Friday the emperor,
accompanied by Archduke Leopold, vis-
lteci Col. (ien. von Tersztanszky, Gen.

>n der Afarwitz and the 42 Pommera-
nian Infantry Regiment, to whom he
expressed his special thanks tor their
bravery in east and west.

Austrian Troops Thanked.
After receiving- a report from Gen.

von Lietzmann regarding the situation
on the eastern front the emperor visitedon Saturday morning the AustroHungarianarmy under Gen. von
Boehm-Ermolli and conveyed to the
troops the thanks of the German nation.
He conferred on Gen. von BoehmPut
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Ermolli the order of pour !o merltc
and in the course of the dav handed
the same order to Gen. von Eben. He
listened to a report on the war situationwhile standing on Hill 401, near
Pluliow.
Saturday afternoon the emperor left

the army front by way of Lembcrg, at
which town he received a report of
conditions.

Praise for Von Linsengen.
Th»- emperor, it is stated, has since

addressed a letter to Gen. von Linsingen,paying tribute to the "immortal
glory" won by von Linsingen's troops
in the arduous defense of the eastern
:roni ai an especially uangeiuua

in the face of the repeated onsets of
far superior numbers.
"To you. my dear general," wrote the

emperor, "belongs the merit of never

failing in forceful, methodical leader-
.-lr and circumspection."
The emperor concluded by appointingGen. von Linsingen an additional

honorary chief of a Hanoverian regi-
ment.

Verdict on Maj. Barrett Obtained.
RICHMOND, Va. October 9..The

coui t-martial which tried Maj. Henry
S. Barrett of the 4th Regiment, MarylandNational Guard, on the charges
of making utterances prejudicial to the
military service and of conduct unbecomingan officer and gentleman, completedits findings ' yesterday. The
sealed verdict was sent to the commanderof the Department of the East.
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
