BREAD PRICES RISE
AS WEIGHT LESSENS

Federal Bureau Shows a

Steady Increase in Cost in
Comparison of Figures.

Study of bread weights in various
parts of the country just completed by
the bureau of labor statistics of the
Department or Laoor snows a steaay
increase in price, through lessening of
the weight, according to a report on

the work issued today by the bureau.
Basing the price on sixteen ounces of

dough as weighed at the bakery, the
report shows that in this city the cost

of the delivered "loaf August 15, 1913,
was 5.2 cents: August 15, 1914, 5.1
cents: August 15, 1915, 5.6 cents, and
August 15, 1916, 5.9 cents.
"The following table." says the report,"shows the price of a loaf of

bread weighing sixteen ounces before
baking in sixteen important industrial
cities of the United States August 15
of each year, 1913, 1914, 1915 and 1916.
For instance, the weight of the five-cent
loaf, as reported from Atlanta, varied
so that the price of a loaf weighing
sixteen ounces before baking was 5.6
cents August 15. 1913: 5.4 cents August
15. 1914; 6.1 cents August 15, 1915, and
5.3 cents August 15, 1916.
