justice of the court to sign a bill when

Counsel seeking a new trial probably

will contend that this federal enact-
merit is not applicable to "the District
of Columbia, and that no other justice
can take the place of the deceased presidingjustice and approve the exceptions.The District Court of Appeals,
however, has construed this provision,
and in the case of United States agt.
Koncv <43 Appeals. F»33) held the pro-
vision to be in force in this District (
and not inconsistent with any legisia-
tion locally applicable.
That case arose on the death of Chief *

Justice Clabaugh. The bill of excep- t
tions was signed by Chief Justice Cov- t
ington. his successor.

be offered in the collection of the papersthan necessary. According to Mr,
Kramer, it is "some job."

Days Soon to Be Designated.
As soon as the ^mapping" is complete,the schools will be notified as to

what day they are expected to have
their papers ready for collection. The
children probably will then be told to
bring the papers they collect on the
day preceding. j

Admiral Mayo's Version of SoCalled
Tampico Incident

of April, 1914.

NO BUNGLING, HE ASSERTS

An interview on the so-called Tarnpicoincident with Admiral H. T. Mayo,
who was in command of the American
forces at Tamplco, Mexico, in Which
the admiral denied that American, citizensin Tampico were deserted in an
hour of imminent danger, was made
public today by the director of publicityof the democratic national committee.R. W. Woolley. The interview
was written by George Creel, wfro
s.'Aid:
"The interview, held on the deck, of

the Yankton in Hampton roads, is the
first word from Admiral Mayo, who
was given permission to talk by SecretaryDaniels as the result of widespreadinsistence that the 'one man 1
who knew* should be allowed to give,J
all the facts in the case."

Admiral Mayo Quoted.
Mr. Creel quoted Admiral Mayo- as

follows:
"It is misrepresentation to say that

American citizens in Tampico were desertedin an hour of imminent danger.
"It is distorting facts to say that

Americans, robbed of the protection
of their own flag, were forced to seek
refuge under the colors of a foreign
power.
"It is not true that the Tampico affairwas marked by gross bungling.

The fact that close to 3,00b Americans
were taken out of the city without
loss of life or destruction of property
is a result that ought to speak fon
itseif.
"I have no interest in parties or politicalcontroversies, but. 1 have a v«,»ry

deep interest in the honor of the United
States, the pride of the Amesrican n/ivy.
It is this honor and this pride that
I am glad to defend against aspersion
and misrepresentation."

Narrative of Other Events.
Mr. Creel gave the history of the arrestof the American sailors at Tampico

April 9, 1914, by Huerta officials, their
subsequent release, and Admiral Mayo's
demand that the American flag be saluted,as told by Admiral. Mayo Mr.
Creel quoted the admiral to the Effect
that while there was considerable excitementin Tampico from April 9 to 13,
from the 14th to the 29th things seemed
to be normal in the city and that such
had been reported to the Navy Department.It was on April 20 that SecretaryDaniels issued Cie order for Mayo
to proceed to Vera Crjz, an order w hich
has caused much criticism.
"At the time that the Secretary is-

sued the order or: Ajmil 20, he had every
reason to believe thr.it affairs at Tam-
pico were normal tind that they had j
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been noraial since April 14?" Mr. Creel
asked Ajdmiral Mayo.
"That is the case, tf by normal you

mean what had existed for quite a *]while/* the admiral replied to him.
"TUis is the point of importance," continuedMr. Creel. "T*ie whole Tampieo

lie is based upon the suppression of
Ad*niral Mayo's reports between April
lit and April 20, thus conveying the im-

P'ressionthat th& excitement of April ^10 had continued, from day to day with- <out cessation." jMr. Creel explained Secretary Daniels* J <
order to Adixnral Mayo to proceed to J t

Final Survey of Situation.
Mr. Creel quoted Admiral Mayo as

saving that when he received his
orders for Vera Cruz he called in the
American consul at Tampico, Mr. Millervto make a final survey of the situation.Admiral Mayo, he said, did not
lyhow at that time of the order to seize
the Vera Cruz customshouse, and consideredeverything from the standpoint
of Tampico alone. Mr. Creel then
quoted Admiral Mayo, as follows:
"Mr. Miller protested strenuously

against my departure. All was quiet,
to be swre, but there was the everpresentanti-American feeling that had
to be guarded against. I concluded
that it was not safe to leave Tampico,
and communicated the consul's protest
aryd my own opinion U> Admiral
Fletcher.
"Radio communication was difficult,

however, and a~s his answer had not
arrived, by 7 o'clock on the morning of
April 21. I managed to start down the
river. Just before passing out of the
jetties, about 10:30 a.m., I received a
wireless from Admiral Fletcher, approvingmy recommendation, and tellingme to retain the Connecticut. Dolphin.Des Moines, Cyclops and Solace fl
to look out for American and foreign |Jives until other provision is made; also I
giving me my first information that he I
had been ordered to seize the custom- I
house at Vera Cruz. I sent word back !
that I. was outside, and would remain jjoutside for further orders or develop- I
mentfi."

Receives Alarming Reports.
"Treceived so many alarming reports

during the night of the 21st that I decidedto go up the river on the morningof the 22d and bring out the Americans.What I had been guarding
against was any appearance of hostile
action that might occasion a general
outbreak, but the pressure put upon
me was too strong to be resisted."
Admiral Mayo then said that Capt.

Doughty of th^ British cruiser Her-
mione at once requested that his plan
should be changed, saying that he
feared the Mexicans might attack not
only Americans, but all other foreigners
in Tampico, if Admiral Mayo made
such a move. Capt. Doughty suggested
that Admiral Mayo permit him to collectthe Americans quietly and send
them out to Admiral Mayo.

"It struck me as a good idea," said
Admiral Mayo, "and T advised Admiral
Fletcher to that effect, saying I had
agreed to the plan. For three days this
work of rescue went on. Over 2.100 Americanswere taken out. .Not a single life
was lost."
Mr. Creel quoted the admiral as saying

it would have meant war and burning and
killing if he had made a move that was
considered hostile by the Mexicans in!
Tampico.
"Dots of times it was hard for me to

exercise self-restraint, but T realized that
the lives'of thousands hung on that, very
self-restraint. 1 think the results justi-
tied my course."
