Boots showed by his victory in the
Washington handicap that he has a
right to be classed with the best of t.‘he]
older thoroughbreds of the 1916 season,
and it may be that he 1s the champlion
of the season.

It is true he did not meet all the great
horses of this yvear, but he won s0 eas-
ily that many good judges believe he
would have heen able to defeat The
Finn, Stromboli ‘and all the others had
they started in the handicap.

Only Five Go to Post.

The Washington was the second of
the big fall handlcape at Laurel Park.
Only five went to the post and Boots
naturally was a strong public cholce.
