'SHORT SUPPLY OF OYSTERS.

Only One Cargo at Wharf to Meet
Sunday Demand.

There was a shortage in oysters at the
wharf market yvesterday when the Sunday
visitors arrived, as usual, and many went
home disappointed in their expectations
of an oyster feast. In spite of the fact
that there are fifteen or more boats down
river after oysters for this market, only
one arrived yesterday in time to meet the
Sunday demand. The schooner Willie
Clarence. with about 400 bushels aboard,
was the vessel in port and she came into
the dock'about noon. The demand for
the stock she brought was brisk, and her
master was able to sell at from 70 cents

to $1 a bushel, the best price obtained for
Potomac oysters this season. About dark
another ovster boat arrived and the deal-
ers are confident that there will be a
good supply on kand by this evening.

The dQifficulty in obmining cargoes is
said to be the cause of the slow arrival
of _the oyster-running vessels.

TWENTY SEEK FIVE PLACES.

Experts to Go Abroad to Study Lum-
ber Trade for U. S. After War.

Oral examinations are being con-
ducted at the Department of Com-
merce today of twenty men who have
applied for appointment as lumber ex-
perts to go abroad and study the pos-
eibility of establishing markets for
American lumber after the war is over,
Five are to be appointed, at salaries
ranging from 35,000 a year up.

Redwood Association. and George Wa-
ters of Baltimore, president of the
Surry Lumber Company.

When appointed these men will go
abroad for two years. The territgry
will be divided into five districts and
the expert will be expected to make
an exhaustive study of the possibility
for markets for lumber in his dis-
trict.
