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| EMBROIDERY NOTES. J|
Thar* are lota of attractive thins* to

he found at the embroidery counter*
of the autumn chops. Some of them are

new and aom* of them areg'l. hut all
of them ar* interesting.

For one thing, there Is the semi-made
corset cover. It ia a piece of uiuelln
cut tn the shape of a corset cover, with
the shoulder seams left open, without
seams under the arms. There Is a machine-madedesign on the front, and
machine-made buttonholed silts for the
ribbons around the top. After the
shoulder seams are sewed up and a hem
Is made In the bottom and the fronts
are hemmed and finished with buttons
and buttonholes, the thing Is finished.
These cost about a dollar apleoe.

Than there Is camisole material Just
by the yard. It is of the sort to be
made with strips of Insertion for the
shoulder straps. Some of this Is made
Mftft, hitttonholed silts toD and bottom
for ribbons, and noma with a raw edge
to ba hemmed at the bottom.

Some of the eamtsole material la
rrn.l' of sheer white muslin with embroideryId colors alone the top.

Flouncing for chlldren'a dreaaee la
made with a narrow ruffle attached to
a wider flounde'add from this the little
dresses are cut, hanging from the nech
or a yoke, and sometimes belted In with
ribbon or Insertion around the waist.
Sometimes the ruffle at the bottom Is
put -on with a hand of iaoe insertion
heading It.

Crepe do chine te sold foe eamlsolea
It Is tucked top and aor torn. When the
required teiigth' Id hut Off. It must be
finished with front hems and ribbons
must ba fastened over the shoulders
This is a dollar a yard and comes in
flesh pink and whits.

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PROHIBITION EFFECTIVE IN
VIRGINIA NOVEMBER T

About 650 Liquor Dealers to Clow
Doors When Old Dominion

Joins "Dry" States.

RICHMOND. V«_. October M..Virginia
will Join the sisterhood of prohibition
states November 1, when the Mapp sot.
prohibiting the sale of ardent spirits, exceptby bonded drug stores, and throwingstringent restrictions around Its shipment.will become effective. About CM
liquor dealers will close their doors. They
have been preparing to close for several
weeks and stocks are being disposed of
rapidly. Liquors valued at hundreds of
thousands of dollars have been purchased
by consumers and stored up against the
dry" days to come.
It will be unlawful after November 1 for

any person In the state to manufacture,
sell, advertise, give away, dispense or
solicit orders for ardent spirits, which an
defined to embrace alcohol, brandy,
whisky, rum, gin. wine, porter, ale, beer,
all malt liquors, absinthe and all compoundsof any of these with vegetables
or other substances, that will produce Intoxication.In the same category are
placed fruits preserved In ardent spirits
and all beverages containing more than
one-half of one per cent alcohol by volume
The prohibition does not apply to cider

containing not more than 1 per cent of
alcohol by volume. Provision la made
for the handling of pure grain and fruit
alcohol and pure whlBky and brandy bydrugstores, for medicinal, pharmaceutical.scientific and mechanical nurposes
and of wine for sacramental purposes for
use by religious bodies.
The manufacture of cider from fruit of

one's own raising and for consumption at
home ts permitted. Hotels, under certain
restrictions, are allowed to purchase and
keep on.hand liquors ana wines xor culinarypurposes only.
Concessions to Heads of Families.
The law permits erery adult male and

every adult female who Is the head of a

family to receive not oftener than once

a month one quart of whisky, one gallon
of wine or three gallons of beer. Ardent
spirits are prohibited in lodgerooms.
clubs, fraternity houses and other publicplaces. Newspapers published within
the state are

. p*ohibited from carrying
liquor advertisements, but the sale and
distribution of newspapers published out
of the state and carrying liquor advertisementsare permitted.
The first violation of any provisions

of the law is d emed a misdemeanor
finable from $.">0 to $5O0, with a confinementin Jail for not less than one
nor more than six months. Toe soconl offense, if not a felony, is punishableby lines from $100 to $5,000, and
confinement In jail for not 1-as than
six months nor more than one year; If
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a Moot, by confinement In the penitentiaryfor one to five years, or. In the
discretion of the Ju jr. by ondnemenl
In Jail for from all to twelve months.
There has been much speculation as

to the effect of the law In the seaport
cities of Norfolk and Nee port News.
The attorney general and prohibitioncommissioner d-ela.e that the statutes
will be carried out to the letter, so far
as the machinery of the state will permit.
Sequal to Four Years' Campaign.
The turning of Virginia Into the onlumnof "dry" states came after a vigorouscampaign of four years led by

the Antl-8aloon League. Bills providingfor a referendum to ascertain the
will of the people with reference to'
state-wide prohibition were Introduced

| in the legislatures of 1010 and 1012.
oniy 10 meet a«r«ai ai tn© nands or
one or both branches. An enabling
act aai passed In 11>14. In accordance*
with which lhe referendum was submittedto the people on September 22,
11*14, and state-wide prohibition won
by about 30.000 votes.

T hiring the campaign of 11*15 the
Anti-Saloon l-eague worked for the
election of a new general assemblypledged to strict stat'-wide prohibition.A large majority of the 140 delegatesAn,| senators were elected on
such a platform and the legislaturewhich met In January, 1919, followed
closely the Ant!-Saloon League's prohibitionprogram. The Mapp bill, declaringprohibition In force on November1. and provlilng machinery for enforcingIt. was carried by overwhelm- I
ing majorities In both housfes. and was
promptly signed by the governor.
The Mapp act creates a prohibition

commissioner at a salary of $3.5oo a
year, who will be charged with the
enforcement of the prohibition law.

Woman'* Home IQadonary Society
Pail* to Vote on Resolution.

COLUMBUS. Ohio, October »«..ResolutionsIndortlnf the p«tM policy of
President Wilson died In committee
end the Issue was not colled to rote ot
the closing session of the Women's
Home Mtsstonnry Society here lost
night. Opposition among delegatos to
bring the resolution before the conventionIs sold to hare been the cause
of the committee eliminating the resolutionwhich had been submitted to
them.
An expected warm floor contest on

the adoption of a resolution Indorsing
women's suffrage failed to materialise
when the resolutions committee did not
brine In a specific resolution on the Issue.Instead, a resolution Indorsing
the action of the general conference of
Methodists at Saratoga last Mar was

brought In and passed. A clause In the
Saratoga action, expresses plain approvalof women's suffrage, but does
not explicitly Indorse the movement. A
resolution attacking the liquor Interestsof America and the antl-prohlbltlonmovement was unanimously Indorsedand adopted by the society.
Mormonlsm was flayed, abolishment

of Illiteracy by compulsory educational
laws, abolishment of child labor and
the enactment of child labor laws were
Indorsed In resolutions.
A resolution Indorsing well oonsored

moving picture exhibitions was passed,
with the Implication that moving pictureshows were proving a substitute
for the saloons.
