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Dr. Bowerman spoke of the Takoma
Park branch librarv, saving that he
had worked for its construction six
¥eary ago, and had always favored the
library there. He =aid that the expense
of maintaining the branch had been a
heavy one on the main library, whose
funds had not been increased to meet
this expansion of. activity. The in-
creasing population of Takoma Park
had more than justified the erection
of the branch library there, Dr. Bower-
man continued. and he had always
been heartily in favor of the branch.
The shortage of funds, he said, resulted
last year in the loss of 35 per cent of
the working staff of the Public Library
through resignation.

General Program of Trustees.

The ‘general program of the trustees
of the library, as explained by Mr. Bow-
erman, aimed first to induce Congress to
provide sufficient funds for itz develop-
ment to meet the needs of the commu-
" mity, making possible the branching out
into community work. He favored the
plan of constructing school buildings
with library facilities for the general
public, as well as pupils, to be located
on the ground floor with a direct open-
ing on the street. He was anxious that
this idea should. be written into the
laws appropriating for school construc-
- tion, so that the building would be
recognized as both school and libirary.

The association authorized a special
committee to take up the subject with
the board of commissioners and the mu-
nicipal architect.
