AVERAGESERVIOE

Requirements of Railways Under
New Standards Ex- ;

plained to Public.

MAY BE MISCONCEPTION .

That ttinrii in a. nonnlor iHlsflOPOiK
Lion of tho requirement* of the nem
itreet railway eerrlee standard. which
rent Into effect yeeterday, la the b*<

lief of the public utilities commission.
This etandard does not mean that

every time a passenger board* a ear

luring rush service and falls to ftnd a*
much a* seven square feet of standing
space for his own use the law has been
violated and the company made liable
to a fine.
Neither does It mean that the law Is

violated when, during non-rush service,
a car may have an Insufficient number
of seats for the passengers carried.

Applies to Average Service.
The new rule. In short, is not miM

to fit individual cases, but rather ee
apply to average service.

It is not Intended primarily to Improveservice as it conforms with tho
standard service now furnished on a

majority of the capital's street railwaylines.
It is designed as a standard or a

rule by which the commission, in consideringcomplaints, may determine
whether the car companies are furnishingreasonable service.
The seven-square-foot standing

space allowance, for example, does not
ipply to individual cars, but must be
maintained as an average, the standard
says, during a period of one-half hour
pf rush traffic. £

Regarding Number of Seats.
Tho ratio of 100 seats per eighty

passengers during non-rush service is
required to oe an average ratio aurniR

a. period of one hour of travel.
This standard is based on inspectionsmade by the commission of the
ervice furnished by the two street
railway companies, so that a continuationof this service is expected to
meet the average requirements in accordancewith the standard.
The companies are co-operating with

the commission in an endeavor to complywith the standard. If it should bo
found that the standard is impracticable,however, it Will be changedt
Inspections of service have been commencedby the commission's agents.
Engineer Commissioner Kuts, chairmanof the commission, said today

that results will be carefully noted and
that the commission has authority to
revoke or modify the standard, if it
should not meet the purposes for which
it was designed.
