Want American Security and
Trust Named by Court. |

Objections to the naming of the
American Security and Trust Company

AVERAGE SERVICE IS BASIS

Co-operation by the public in this mat-
ter would help greatly in making the
new standard a success. 1t is believed.

TANMANY LEADER | MAKES THE TARFF

HIS CHIEF THEME

Mr. Hughes Also Criticises De-
mocracv for Failing to Re-
duce Living Cost.

ON LAST LAP OF CAMPAIGN

By the Associated Press,

HUDSON, N. Y., November 3.—In his
epeech here today Charles E. Hughes
made the tariff his chief theme and
aesailed the democratic party for its
fallure to reduce the high cost of live
Ing. *I think they were just as elo-
quent in promises four vears ago as
they are today,” Mr. Hughes sald. “As
I look back to the statements that
were mnade at the time I cannot see
how any one could have sald anything
more «loquently, more persuasively
than was said at that time with re-
spect to what was going to be done for
American labor and American business,
You would have thought at that time
that the sun of promise had just begun
to shine upon a benighted world and
that they were going to have an en-
tirely new condition in which labor
would profit to the utmost and Amer-

lcan businBss would get an extraordi-
nary incentive.

What Democrats Promised,

“They told us, for example, that there
was the high cost of living. Well, we all
knew that., We had very intimate knowl-
edge of that fact, but, what was still more
to the point, they told usu that they were
going to reduce it and that if we would
only put them in power they would show
us how the high cost of living was going
to come down. Through a division in our
ranks, which I am glad to say has been
happily healed, they had u chance to show
what they could do with this high cost
of living.

“That robust domestic companion, how-
ever, has become more and more robust
and seems to thrive on a democratic ad-
ministration. And it i{s mounting higher
and higher and taller and taller, and when
we consider thils promise in relation td
present promises we wonder whether they
are going to do any better with respect
to the future than they did in these recent
years with respect to this highly im-
portant matter.

Reduced Chances of Making Liviag.

“While they did not reduce the cost
of living they were eminently success-
ful in reducing the chances of making
a living. They did not promise that;
they promised quite the contrary; they
had a wonderful program; they wers
going to reduce the cost of living:; they
were going to provide for the expe
of the government through their
ayastem; they were going to increase
the opportunities for ness and they
were going to have American enter-
prise as they said, take on a new s
and speed and have opportunities £
American labor multiplied.

“Well, they put their principle in
force. They had not had a chance to do
it in a great many years. They proceed-
ed to do it with very extraordinary re-
sults. In the first place they had a
tariff for revenue only, but it waos a
tariff that did not produce revenue.

Results of Tariff Policy.

“We had a great falling off in revenue
through a tariff for revenue, while we
had a great increase of imports, and so
in time of peace, which now they em-
prhasize, forgetting the little wars we
have had in Mexico, they had to pass
what is called a war revenue bill to
take care of the deficit which was the
result of their fiscal poliey.

“Then they =aid they were going to
have American enterprise take on a
new size and speed and it did, a much
reduced size and 2 much slower speed.
The opportunities of labor vanished or
were greatly reduced, and we had a
very extraordinary condition in this
country.” .

Ends His Travels Today.

Mr. Hughes will end his travels as &
presidential candidate today. He left
Albany at 85:15 for New York city,
spending the day campaigning down
the Hudson river valley. Today's jour-
ney was the wind up of four campalgn
trips, which have carried him approxi-
mately 2%u00 miles, through thirty-
three states. He started August § from

New York and has spent virtually two
and one-half months on the road, not
counting the three brief periods of rest
that have punctuated his campalgn.
During his campaign he hag visited
the chief cities of every northern and
New England state except Vermont, has
been through the middle west four
times and has appeared in every west=
ern and northwestern state.

In addition, Mr. Hughes has visited
t four so-called border states of
Mdryland, West Virginia, Kentucky
and Missouri and has spent one day
in Tennessee at Nashville.

In mileage and extent of time the
campaign has been one of the longest
made In recent vears by a republican
nominee. It has carried him from
Bangor, Me.,, the furthest northeastern
point, to San Diego, Cal.; from Canada
to within a few miles of the Maxicah
border. Apparentiy the strenuous cam-
paign has agreed with him, for todaw
he appears to be somewhat heavier

Believes He Will Win.

ALBANY, N. Y., November 3.—Charles
E. Hughes, speaking here last night,
declared his belief that he would win
the electoral votes of Ohlo, Indiana and
New York and, asserting that he was
“looking forward to the responsibili-
ties of administration,” outlined what he
regardea as “the essential conditions of
national leadership.”

Mr. Hughes addressed an audienca
that had waited nearly three hours to
hear him. He was introduced by William
Barres, former republican state chair-.
man. The nominee In previous speeches
had declared that he had no apologies
to make for his attacks on the adminis-
tration. for its foreign policy, hid char-
acterized as “very cruel and unwar-
rantable,”” the suggestion that a wvote
for him meant & vote for war, and he
declared his opposition to a “muddle of
meddle” in American foreign relations.
“The executive is the guardian of the
national honor,” Mr. Hughes declared.
‘He has a very wide discretion in the
management of our foreigm relations.
He has his own judgment almast ex-
clusively as his guide and he is not sup-
posed to exercise that judgment except
in conformity to the well established
prineiples of international law.
