war. grim and determined, went for-
ward today as relentlessly as yester-
day. and as it will tomorrow.
The Christmas carols, which rose up

from all parts of the world, were not

far-reachitig enough this year to muffle
the roar of angry guns or shut out the
unceasing song of flying shells.

It was a Christmas of bounteous]
plenty along the British front, and the]
soldiers in the field were joyously immunefrom the three-course dinners
prescribed for the British Isles. Kach
individual company of the vast organizationshad a jubilant Christmas, and
there was much rivalry in the elaboratenessof the camp menus.

Companies Pool Assets.
The members of the various companiespooled their assets, both edible

and monetary, and the canteens and!

small French shops which persist and,
prosper in the war zone, were t ailed
on for all their sweets and delicacies.]
Mess halls were splendidly decorated,
in many instances with holly and inis-
tlefoe and paper flowers made by the
soldiers themselves. many of the'
flowers being worked into Christmas
mot toes.
At various places along the lines j
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the Playc

bands visited the mess halls, giving
concerts for the soldiers. The Voiims
Men's Christian Association and other
organizations arranged countless en-!
tertainments. and special programs
prevailed i11 the movie halls and soldiers'theaters, most of the latter being
battered French barns, with the shell,
holes barricaded against the wintrx
blasts and the noises «»f battle waging
not far away.
Kvery British soldier had his individualplum pudding, this particularly

indispensable item of the Christmas 1» 11
of fare having been looked after by the
London newspapers, which raised in
the neighborhood of ti"1'.4"'" for their
pu ifhase.

Dinner. Steaming Hot. in Trenches.
Where <'om!itions permitted, as many

«»f the men as possible were relieved
from front-line duty for dinner, but in

the mid-ditches of the Somme and in
other sector** Christmas dinner. steaminghot. was carried up through the
comrnuuicat ion trenches. sometimes
under the pelting of shells, to the men

held by duty at the outposts of war.
Some 01' the men servin the big

guns chalked satirical greetings on the
shells lie fore firitr them "If it's a dud
shell a.id does.It explode." expiaiiied a
gunner, "Prot'.fi Koche can itkI what
we thi»'k of him. < »n the otl.t r hand, if
i; does its duty, he'll know without
reading."
This, the third Chiistmas of the Ki itis'iarmies in France, was vastly differentfrom its two predecessors, especiallythe Mi si, w hen only a pitiful

handful of the original expeditionary
force was left to form thin khaki
line against the gray-clad enemy. The
field army was then so small that King
(jeors'p personally sent a Christmas
package to every one. The multiplicationof that army of tens of thousands
into the present force of so many millionshas somewhat altered the situation.
The news of President Wilson's peace

note had percolated thioughout the
army by today. but it cannot be said to
have been favorably «'-reived While it
< ;,:i truthful'.;, be said that officers and
men alike realize the hardships of the
coming wintei. all appear eager for a

new offensive in the spring, and say
they can make that offensive decisive.
