Tenement Building in Chicago
Wrecked, Most of Victims

» Being Foreigners.
' SEVERAL RESCUED ALIVE

CHICAGO, February 2..A gas explo'sion and fire wrecked a tenement buildingat 813-23 West 14th place, in the

heart of the west side early today.
An early estimate of forty persons

dead may be materially reduced, as

many hours later removal of debris enabledfiremen to rescue five unconsciousadults. Firemen, police and laborers.encouraged by sounds which
indicated others were living, worked
frantically to remove wreckage. At

11 o'clock two women, two girls arid
» man, unconscious, but with the

spark of life remaining, were rescued
and sent to the county hospital.

* The explosion was heard for miles;
by some freak of the shock buildings
a few yards away were undamaged,
while windows were broken many

9 blocks further distant. Hundreds of
, Hebrew, Lithuanian. Polish and Russiantenants of the district rushed into

the streets scantily clad. The explosionwrecked one of the tenement
buildings which contained twenty-four

eivloon r\f whinh W#T« nrVMinipd.
The flames burst throughout the lower
floor immediately. When firemen arrivedthey were able to resuce a few
children who were dropped by their
parents from upper windows. Some
adults also were saved in this way. A
group of railroad switchmen who happenedon the scene in advance of the
firemen were reported to have rescued
fifteen children. At daybreak Fire Chief
O'Connor said the ruins were so hot
that it would be many hours before
search of the wreckage could be made
and the loss of life ascertained.

Iiue to Gas Main, Is Belief.
The explosion is believed to have followedthe bursting of a gas main in the

basement of the tenement house.
A tenant of the building told Fire

Marshal O'Connell that at midnight he
saw a neighbor moving through the
building with a handful of matches,
which he lighted from time to time,
apparently looking for a gas leak. The
explosion may have resulted from this.
The barking of a dog led to the recoveryof the unconscious form of A1

Johnson. The dog's forepaws reeled on
Johnson's chest. He was hauled to the
top of the heap with ropes, uninjured,
and his master after him.
After working for an hour at wreckacrewhere moans came from firemen

came upon a man and a woman in a

semi-conscious condition. The firemen
said that the voices were becoming
plainer and that a number of persons
seamed to be imprisoned in a sort of a

wreck-choked grottov arched ©v§r by
f, fallen timbers.

Seven different investigations were
begun by various city and county departments.Morris Feldman. the janitor,
was sent for to confirm his story to the
police. He told the latter that on variousoccasions complaint of the odor
of gas was made to the ga*s company
and that repairmen sent out wrapped
the leaks with pieces of tape. One who
came out yesterday, he said, said that
lie could nolr handle the job alone and
Feldman srtid he went away without
doing anything.
The water thrown on the ruins froze

as fast as it fell. The gas continued to
burivlong after the inflammable materialof the building had been consumed.lighting up the ice-covered objectsin weird fashion.

i Many Hastily Leave Homes.
Many whose homes were in no danger

from the flames or who heard the explosions carried their household goods
into the street. Pavements and sidewalkswere littered with cradles,
chairs and tables.meager exhibits, testifyingto the poverty of the neighborhood.Those driven from their homes
found refuge from the cold at Hull

The District appropriation bill, carryingthe Smoot amendment providing for
increases in pay to District employes receiving$1,000 and less a year, was orderedreported favorably to the Senate
today by the Senate appropriation com-

mittee.
The committee added items to the bill

aggregating more than $1,000,000.
The total amount carried in the bill

as recommended by the committee is

$11,S60,558.66. The bill as it passed the
House carried $13,443,529.66. The in-
crease over the House bill amounts to

$1,117,029.
While the Smoot amendment was

placed in the bill by the committee it j
was with the understanding that the
increases allowed the District employes
should he the same as those given the
federal employes under the legislative
appropriation bill which is now in con|ference. The legislative bill as it
passed the House provided for increasesas follows: Ten per cent for
all those employes receiving up to
$1,200, and from $1,200 to $1,800, 5 per
cent.

passports to Count von Bernstorff, but
would be preceded by formal notificationto Berlin of the American governiment's decision. The delivery of pass1ports to the ambassador would be left
as a formality of the future.
There was no denying, however, that

Count von Bernstorff fully expected the
action of the United States to be swift
and decisive. It became known that
several times during the last week he
had attempted to discourage Americans
from sailing for Kurope. He has declinedto write letters of introduction
for friends and on other pretexts, withoutdisclosing his knowledge of what
was about to happen, has done his best
to discourage them from going to Kurope.
Germany's view, as expressed here, is

that neutrals should not object to ihe
German blockade, inasmuch as they
have been unable to raise the British
blockade. American ships venturing
into the barred zones, it frankly was
said, would be in danger of being sunk,
but it was d« dared that Germany and
her allies would give up the campaign
of ruthlessness should neutrals, acting
together, cause Great Britain to raise
her blockade or should there be a peace
conference.

Ambassadors Confer.
The first act of Count Tarnowski, the
