Tractor Plowing,

From the Chicago Journal,

The change which a cheap tractor
will work In farming operations may
be judged by the matter of plowing.
Experlments conducted by experi-
ment stations show that the earller

land can be plowed after one crop is
gathered the better the next crop will
be. This is particularly true of wheat.
But at harvest time the grougpd i=s
usually too dry for plowlng by horses,
80 thiz work is delayed until fall
Dry ground is exactly what suits a
tractor, because it gives the wheels o
good grip. A tractor which can de-
liver ten or twelve horsepower at the
drawbar can pull two fourteen-inch
plows through stubble land in July or
August, and turn the soil from saven
to nine inches ideep. Not only does
this get the work dome more quickly
than can be done with horses, but it
adds from 15 to 25 per cent to the mext
vear's crop.
