St. Aloysius Campaigners Gel

Last Evening's Total.

CHEERS GREET REPORTS

The $80,000 izroal set for the camDaiiinersof St. Aloysius Roman Cath-
olic Church last night in their campaignto raise $100,000 for the constructionof a new parochial and higli
school for girls. was successfully
passed. The campaigners were so enthusiasticthat cheers rang every minuteof the time the reports were being
read by Charles Jerome Sheffield, directorof the campaign.
When the first report of S1.H00 was

read just after Cardinal Gibbons came
Into the hall, it was several minutes
before order could be restored. From
the time the first re.port was read it
was evident that the goal set by Father
Conn iff for last night would be reached.
Cardinal Gibbons spoke briefly to the

campaigners and congratulated them
most heartily on the. work they were
undertaking.

Calls It Memorable Occasion.
"It is a most memorable occasion,"

said the cardinal, standing upon the
throne which had been erected for him
In Gonzaga Hall, "one of the most
memorable of my life. It gives me a

great pleasure to see so many loyal
young men and women banded together
for such a cause as this one, providing
an institution from which will be
turned out young mothers, wives. Your
work will be the source of blessing
for many a home. Without your aid
it would have been impossible to providethis proposed fine institution.
"If you had not done your duty there

would be no school, and no school there
would be no education. In later years
when you have grown older and you
look back over the work you hav*
done in providing this institution you
will rejoice in the fact that you had
something to do with it. You may say
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from your hearts and take upon yourselvesthat part of the Holy Scripture
which says:

" 'They that instruct others unto
justice will shine like scars to all eternity.'

I Cardinal Receives Ovation.
The cardinal was given an ovation as

he entered the hall, which was deco!rated with the official color, red. The
hall had been especially decorated for
the occasion in red streamers and
potted plants.

Reports came into headquarters last

night from all parts of the country as

a result of the night lettergrams which
were sent out by the campaigners to
friends and business men in all parts
of the country. There were many in,stances of self-sacrifice reported last
night.
The teams last night reported

$8,718.51. of which $6,078.25 came from
the women's division, the men's divi
sion, $2,525.26, and the executive com.mittee. $115. The total for .the eight
days' campaigning now is $80,400.
The campaigners tomorrow morning

will start on the last lap of what now
is their ten-day campaign. They will
have a complete day's rest today.

Sooner or later there will be a bil

on the floor providing for a memoria
bridge farther down stream than th<
Key bridge. Many members believe il
is unwise to push the fight for the extrahalf million dollars for the Ke>
bridge, because they think it will injurethe chances for any authorization
at all for the proposed memoria
bridge. However, the Key bridge cannotbe built as planned for a millior
dollars, and the Secretary of War has
so stated.
