*“It is satisfactory to the company
and to the employes, as is evidenced
by its approval. The conferences re-
ferred to were marked by full discus-
sion, reasonable view and a desire to
adjust fairly all differences.

J. H. Cookman, a member of the
emrbitration committee representing the
employes of the Capital Traction Com-
pany, and recording secretary of the
Carmen's Union, sald that the union

fairly and, of course, it realizes that the
patrons of the company are in no way
responsible for the irregularities and
interruptions to service during the past
weex, which are alzo due to causes en-
tirely bevond the control of the com-
pany.

“The company has no doubt that
=zome few persons who are boycotting
the road will take unfalr advantage of
the liherality of the company's offer to
get their money back, but it prefers to
take a liberal position in the matter.

“The company’'s new contract will pre-
vent future cccurrences of this kind,
for the reason that all leyal men and
all new men now being emploved agree
not to strike or to quit work in a
body.”

“The Individual contract provides
agalinst strikes, but does not prevent any
employe from resigning as an Individual
at any time if he desires. The company
believes that a public service corporation
whose duty is to furnish uninterrupted
and efficient mervice to the public should
not be placed in a positlon where its em-
ployves may etrike or quit work in a body
without regard to the public convenience.

“A number of the striking conductors
and mnotormen signed contracts and
returned to work vesterday. New men
are coming in rapldly and are being
instructed as fast as possible. Under
the conditions now existing new men
coming in are able to get regular runs
at once, whereas ordinarily they have
to serve as extra men for several
montha.

“The management is agreeably sur-
prised at the large number of new ap-
plicants for work and is confident that
it can bulld up its permanent organi-
zation quickly.

Belasco.

It Is the extraordinary privilege of the
artist to discuss themes which soclal
custom excludes from superficial com-
ment. The privilege 1s often usurped
by the charlatan and the discussion be-
comes objectionable in the exact de-
gree that it is superficlal and insincere.
The phenomena of nature whose mys-
tery is so closely guarded that human
wisdom stands baffled when a grain of
wheat asserts itself as a living thing.
Art may assist us in reyerencing the
beruty of the strange eternal lifs prin-
ciple and ennobling the thought which
it inevitably compels. In arriving at
a definite conclusion art !s no less
helpless than science.

In “'Ception Shoals,” which Nazimova
reveals at the Belasco Theater, the sub-
ject is the most delicate and DfOfDU!:"d
that could be selected. In the play's
discuesion of motherhood it is the ar-
tistry that compels. The logical proc-
esses are not altogether convincing
The auditor who seeks definite answer
to the gquestion whether ignorant in-
nocence in a protected life is batter for
& girl than a full realization of the
harsher physical truths remains per-
plexed when he finds absolute innocence
set forth as the quality which gives the
girl her chance of happiness in the
love of the man worth while.
