SENATE EXPECTED
TO PASS ARMY BILL

IN FORM REPORTED
(Continued from First Page.)

said !t did not offer opportunity for
volunteer units to be drafted into the
federal service as guard units have
been drafted.
Senator Wadsworth said Secretary

Baker told the committee that men con¬
scripted would be in training camps, ful¬
ly equipped, by August 1.
Senator Reed disputed Senator Wads-

worth's recollection of Mr. Baker's testi¬
mony, saying it was unfortunate that no
record of the Senate committee hearings
was taken. Mr. Reed said Secretary'
Baker stated that increasing the National
Guard had been held up because of lack
of equipment.

"If it will take until August 1 to mobil¬
ize men under draft," said the Missouri I
senator, *^then there will be abundance
of time to try out the volunteer system
without delaying army organization."

Inquires About A^e Limit.
Senator Gallinger, republican floor

leader, asked Senator Chamberlain why
twenty-five was the maximum age limit
fixed by the draft provision. The com¬

mittee chairman said that from nineteen
to twenty-five men are most available,
generally without dependents and most
vigorous.
Declaring that he favors trial first of

the volunteer system. Senator Gallinger
said most men of "slacker" type are
over twenty-five.
"I do not think this legislation is

wise," he said. "It will not reach the
slackers. 1 think if we are to have con¬
scription the maximum age should be
thirty-five."

, Senator Kenyon of Iowa suggested
J that, for single men, the maximum
should be forty-five.

Pay of Enlisted Men.
The United States, Senator Gallinger

said, should be willing to pay enlisted
men more than $15 per month, the pres¬
ent regular army rate. He pointed out
that Canada pays $1.10 per day and
Australia $1.35 per day. "The result of
that," he said, "has been to get the best
soldiers the world ever saw. While I
have an open mind on the subject," con¬
tinued Senator Gallinger, "on the best
method to adopt, it is running toward a
fair effort to try the volunteer system
and give them better pay." The sena¬
tor said the Canadian and Australian
troops were volunteers. He said the
nation should pay more than $15 per
month tp men "who might go to the
trenches to fight the battle of the al¬
lies."
Senator Nelson said Canada's best re¬

cruiting forces are women, who so¬
cially ostracise "slackers."

Deplores Peace Propaganda.
"I hope we have such women in our

country, but I am afraid this peace
propaganda has demoralized our coun¬

try," he said*
Senator Gallinger then offered an

amendment reducing the minimum
draft age from nineteen to eighteen
and making the maximum thirty-five
instead of twenty-five. The amend¬
ment was left pending.
Senator Brandegee said he felt con¬

fident drafted men would be in train¬
ing camps by Ausrust 1 and that he has
no fear the draft system will delay

,. raising an army.
», Warnings of Lord Northcliffe against
the "pitfalls" of the volunteer system
were read by Senator Pomerene of
Ohio.

House Will Begin Debate
Tomorrow; Republican Is
Leading Conscription Fight

The House of Representatives enters
tomorrow on the much discussed de¬
bate on the question between a volun¬
teer or conscripted army. The debate
will probably consume most of the
week; if a vote on the final passage, of
the Dent bill is obtained before Thurs¬
day it will be because most remarkable
speed is shown. The question to be
settled is whether the administration's
selective draft bill is to be passed
without important amendment; or
Whether the Dent bill will be passed.
providing a volunteer army of a million
men. but at the same time authorizing
the necessary machinery for a military
census on which a draft of men. be-
tween twenty-one and forty years, can
be made when necessary.

Result in Doubt.
The military affairs committee is split

on the subject. Representative Kahn,
ranking republican, takes the side of
the administration, and with him are

aligned the only men on the committee
who have had military experience.
Representative Dent of Alabama, chair¬
man, is on the other side, backed by a

majority of the committee in a compro¬
mise measure which is designed to give
volunteer service a trial. The Dent
measure will surely receive the sup¬
port of scores of House members who
feel duty bound to to vote for a vol¬
unteer system, but whether it will re¬
ceive a majority vote is a question on
which no one on Capitol Hill seems
willing to risk his reputation as a
prophet.
The majority report, written yester¬

day by Representative Dent, chairman
of the committee, was signed by twelve
members. Representative Caldwell of
New York voted "present." With Rep¬
resentative Dent on the report were
Representatives Fields, Kentucky; Quin,
Mississippi; Gordon. Ohio; Shallen-
berger, Nebraska; Wise, Georgia; Nich-
olls. South Carolina; Garrett, Texas;
Anthony. Kansas; Morin, Pennsylvania;
Hull of Iowa and Davidson of Wiscon¬
sin.

Synopsis of Volunteer Plan.
The report by Representative Dent is

a formal synopsis of the bill providing
for a trial of the voluntary system. It
says, in part:
"The bill authorizes, but does not di¬

rect, the President to issue a call for
a volunteer army of 500,000 in the
first place and of an additiQnal force
of 500,000 if necessary, under the law
now in existence.
"The bill further authorizes the Pres¬

ident to proceed at once with the
registration of all male citizens be¬
tween the ages of twenty-one and
forty, as provided in the plan of the
War Department for a draft, so that
all of the machinery authorizing the
draft of 500.000 for the first force and
of the additional 500,000 will be put in
operation at once.

Time for Registration.
"It will require, according to the testi¬

mony of the Secretary of War before
the military committee, at least three
months and probably longei* to com¬

plete this registration. Under the plan
proposed by the War Department,
which was adopted by the committee,
the President would have no power to
conscript or draft an army until this
registration had been completed. In
the meantime, if the President sees fit,
he is authorized to call for volunteers,
and upon the completion of the regis¬
tration he has the absolute power to
decide whether he will take an army of
volunteers or organise one by draft.
"The bill rejected the age limit sug¬

gested by the War Department of from
eighteen to twenty-live, and raised it
from twenty-one to' forty.
"The bill provides that organizations

of all forces, other than the regular
army, shall be composed of men who
come from, and of officers appointed
from, the same state or locality as far
as practicable.
"Both the volunteer and the draft

features of the bill authorise the Pres¬
ident to refuse to accept, either by en¬
listment or draft, the services of per¬
sons needed in the industrial pursuits
of the country.

For Execution of Act.
'"The bill authorises the President to

utUSs* the services of all departments,

.3
mnd of the several states, territorial
snd the District of Colombia for tbo
purpose of executing: the act.
"All enlistments since the 2d of April f i

shall be for the period of tha eaier-
*

*ency.
"The bill carries an appropriation of

$3,000,000,000 in a lump sum, which in
round figures covers tne total amount
estimated to be necessary to carry
these provisions into effect. This esti¬
mate is based on an army of 43,000 of¬
ficers and 1,018,270 enlisted men for &
period of one year." '.«

flP!
Attacks Volunteer System.

The latter part of the minority re-
poi-t, filed by Representative Kahn. de¬
nounces the volunteer system in these
words:
"Some of those who favor the volun¬

teer system point with pride to the fact *,
that 1.600 volunteers are enlisting
every day at the present time. Accord¬
ing: to a letter from the Secretary of
War to the chairman of the committee,
724,718 volunteers will be required for
our regular army and the National
Guard organizations. It would there¬
fore take 724 days, including: Sundays*
or about two years, to get the volun¬
teer forces required for these two
branches alone of our militsry estab¬
lishment. Does that look very hopeful?
Another argument that is put forth
by those in favor of the volunteer sys-
tem is that we will get an army of
500,000 men quickly. The testimony of
the Secretary of War before the com¬
mittee shows that the department will
not be able to equip 500.000 men for
several months. If enlistments under
the volunteer system were to begin at
once and were to continue as rapidly
as the most sanguine partisan of that
system could desire we would not be
able to equip such a force at the pres-
ent time. Our failure in that direction
would necessarily discourage enlist¬
ments, and eventually we would have
to fill even the regular army and the
National Guard organizations by the
draft system. Nor is that the only dif¬
ficulty. It will take many months to
select and train the necessary officers
for such a force. Without proper
officers the enlisted personnel under
the most favorable circumstances
would be little more than a disor¬
ganized mob.

"Not a Democratic System/'
"The plan of the minority, on the other

hand, embraces volunteer enlistments fop
the regular army and the National GuarJ
organizations which are already in exist-
ence under our laws. Concurrently with
such enlistments we would provide im¬
mediately for an additional force of 500.-
000 men under the principle of universal
obligation to service or selective conscrip¬
tion. Under that plan we would know
exact'y how many men we eouM depend
on at any particular time for fighting the
battles of this war. The volunteer system
would always carry in its train an el^
ment of uncertainty. It is ou.* judgment
that 'he volunteer system is not a fair
one. It is neither equitable r.or demo¬
cratic. In this republic every American
should esteem it an honor t.» bear his
share of the country's burdens. That can
only be done under the principle of uni¬
versal obligation to serve. In our opinion
it is for the nation, not the individual, to
determine what service the citizen should
render."

FAVOR SELECTIVE DRAFT.

People of Ninth Texas Congressionil
District Express Views.

Indicative of the growth of sentiment
throughout the country in favor of tha
policy of selective draft for raising tha
new army are the expressions of feeling
upon that subject received by Represent-
ative Mansfield of the ninth Texas con¬

gressional district.
There is a considerable German-Ameri¬

can population in his district, some of
the towns and hamlets bearing distinc¬
tively German names. Recently. Mr.
Mansfield communicated with the leading
citizens of German extraction in those
communities, asking their views upon
selective draft. He has been receiving
replies by wire and by mail and the senti¬
ment is found to be overwhelmingly in
favor of the President's policy of selective
draft.
