FOOD BILL GETS RIGHT
OF WAY N THE SENATE

Upper House Agrees to Push Gore
Measure, After Debate on Ex-
port Combinations.

Food legislation was placed in a fa-
vored position Im the Senate today by
unanimous ¢ t for 1 diate con-
sideration of the first bill, which deals
with stimulating productlen. The bill
became the unfinished business, giving
it a privileged parliamentary status,
but debate was postponed temporarily
for preliminary discussion of the Webb

export trade bill, authorising exporters
to combine in extending foreign busi-

ess,

‘While the food bill is being consid-
ered by the Senate, the House will take
up the second administration measure,
dealing with control of food and other
necessaries, introduced yesaterday by
Representative Lever of South Carolina.

Would Put Off Liquor Question.

In presenting the first and revamped
bill to the Senate today, Senator Gors,
chairman of the Senate agriculture
committes, proposed to repress all ef-
forts to attach any prohibition legisia-
tion, He hoped to have the prohibition
question postponed for consideration
with the food “control” bill In the
House, a provelon to that end being in
the Lever measure offered yesterday
which would authorize the President to
regulate grain used for manufacturing
intoxicating beverages.

The House expects to take up the Lever
measure shortly, as the war tax bill is
practically completed and on its way to
the Senate. Meantime, hearings and dis-
cussions on the food regulation subject
have been held in committees of both
Senate and House, and conferences be-
tween law makers and the President
have been held.

The latest measure is drawn on lines
laid down in conference between Her-
bert C. Hoover and the President, it is
understiood. Mr. Hoover, it has been
announced, will be “food dictator” un-
der the terms of the bill. In a state-
ment by Mr. Hoover, it is said that
the administration's food eontrol-policy
will meet the situation and ald in pre-
venting hoarding and speculation. Mr.
Hoover also asks for the co-operation
of the trade and the country at large.

Provisions of the Bill.

Briefly the measure would do these
ings:

Dagc.:lare the production, manufacture,
storage, distribution and sale of neces-
egaries to be affected with a public in-
terest.

Make it unlawful to commit or per-
mit preventable waste or deterioration
of necessaries; to restrict supply or dis-
tribution or to enhance prices to exces-
slve levels.

Authorize the President to establish
standards and grades of foods to es-
tablish their quality and value.
Authorize licensing of manufacturing
and distribution of foods, to prevent
uneconomical manufacture or inequit-
abla distribution; empower the Presi-
dent to direct the disposition of hoard-
ed stocks.

Authorize the President to prevent
hoarding, monopolization or the exact-
ing of excessive profits, by having the

in necessaries; authorize the taking
over of factories or plants for govern-
ment operation, if necessary, to provide
proper distribution at fair prices.

Authorize the President to prescribae
rules for the conduct of exchanges and
boards of trade, or to prohibit entirely
their operation, if in the public interest.

Minimum Prices Proposed.

Authorize the fixing of minimum
prices to the producer to stimulate pro-
duction; authorize import duties if im-
portations threaten operation of guar-
anteed Minimum prices; authorize purs
chase by the American government at
the prescribed minimum prices supplies
for allies of th® United States.
Establishment by the President of
maximum prices to break food corners
or to Erevant hoarding and speculation.
Authorize the changing of milling
grades or the mixing of grains in
making flour.

Authorize the President to prescribe
restrictions en the use of foodstuffs in
the manufacture of alooholic liquors.
The measure is based on the war
powers of Congress and operates
throughout the country, irrespective of
state lines,

Liquor prohibitlon legislation Iim-
pends both In the Benate and House
in connectlon with the food bills, and
also—but only in the Benate-—upon the
war taxation bill

. Senater Gore, chairman of the Senate
agricultural committee, who will have
charge of the food production bill to
he pressed in the Senate today, sald
the committee will resist anv effort to
attach prohibition amendments, of
which a score are pending, to that bill

.Plan to Expedite Bill.

To expedite the leglislation, compris-
ing steps only for increasing foodstuff
production, the Senate committee hopes
to execlude all extraneous amendments,
espacia!‘l{ those proposing to prohibit
manufacture of grain or other food-
stuffs inta Intoxicating beverages, on
other prohibition proposals. Conflne-
ment of such amendments, and the
protracted debate they are certain to
provoke, to the House bill dealing
with provislons for regulating and
conserving food supplies is desired by
the leaders.

Benator Gore !s now writing a prohibi-
tion amendment to be offered to the war
revenue bill after it passes the House.
Varlous other prohibition proposals are
being considered by the Senate finance
committee, in which sentiment is reported
strong for some actlon along prohibition
lines. Senator Gore proposes a heavy
tax, virtually prohibitory, upon grains
used for manufacture of Intoxicating bey-
erages and remission of taxes on dis-
tilled spirits withdrawn from honded
warehouses for redistillation into alcohol
for medicinal purposes.

Apparent spread of sentiment in Con-
gress for some degree of prohibition legis-
lation, effective during the war, both as
a wartime measure and also to conserve
foodstuffs, is causing widespread belief in
ultimate enactment of "tﬂ'y“ laws, at
least to a limited extent.

FIGURES SHOW NO SHORTAGE.

Strawberries and 0ld Potatoes Only
Supplies Behind Last Year.

Ehipment figeuras show no shortage in
supplies of fruits and vegetubles this
season except in strawbaerries and  old
potatoes, announces the Department of
Agriculture.

Bhipments of new potatoes, onlons, to-
matoes, cabbage, lettuce and celery dur-
ing the past week, sald the announce-
ment, were at least equal to those of a
year ago. wice a8 many bushels of
new potatoes and tomatoes and nearly
seven times as much lettuce as during
the corresponding week last year were
handled from the producing flelds,

Shipments of old potatoes were given
as “considerably lighter” than last year,
and shipments of strawberries “approxi-
mately one-third less."

Cold storage holdings of creamery but-
ter on May 15 amounted to 6,239,716
pounds, and of eggs, 3,259,880 cases.
Holdings of bytter increased about 67.2

per cent from May 1.

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GRATIFICATION VOICED
BY GEODETIC SURVEY

Service Transferred to War or to
Navy Department—Recognition
Long Deserved, Is Claim.

The transfer, under-the law enactsd
yesterday Increasing the strength of
the Navy and Marine Corps, of vesse
equipment, stations and personnsl o
the coast and geodetic survey to the
service of the War Department or of
the Navy Department was discussed
today by Dr. E. Lestér Jones, superin-
tendent of the survey. To & representa-
tive of The Star he expressed the grati-
ficatlion of the entire staff, who, he sal
feal that they have at last recelv
recognition which had been deserved
for many years. Each and all, accord-
ng to Dr. Jones, are ready and eager
to serve in which ever branch they may
be called under the new law.

Carries Out Old Plan.

“The transferring of the coast and
geodetlo survey to the service of the
War or Navy departments carries Into
effeoct & plan inaugurated as long ago
as the civil war,” Dr. Jones axplained.
“During that war practically the entire
personnel of the survey served in the
army or the navy, but, owing to lack
of foresight, they served as civillans
and did not get the commissions then
offered them by Gen. Thomas. While
dolng a tremendous amount of inval-
uable work with the fighting forces of
the country, they were subject to the
usual Janlltlu exacted from civilians,
clothed as such, when captured by the
enamy.

“Equal to ‘Service’ Men.”

“Our men will now receive suitable
commigsions when doing the work they
are so perfectly fitted to perform. For I
believe that our engineers are equal In
training to the graduates of West
Point or Annapolis. With five or six
years' training in the foremest techni-
cal institutions of the country they are
admitted into the survey only after
successfully passing &n examination
which is stiffer than that required at
West Polint or Annapolis, and are rapld-
ly developed into the highest type of
engineers in the profession.

“It should be borne in mind that the
survey has been  doing a most im-
portant work which cannot be neglect-
ed in the new order of things, Yet the
taking over of our bureau on a military
status confers an honor upon our men
to which they are well entitled, and
will, I am sure, prove a henefit to the
service and to the country."

WORLD-WIDE RESPONSE
FOR GREATER ACREAGE

Larger Cereal Crops Are Reported in
Beveral Countries by International
Institute of Agriculture,

‘World-wide response to the call of
the warring nations for foodstuffs (s in-
dicated in reports showing inereased
acreage to cereal crope in several eoun-
tries today by the Department of Agri-
culture. These reports from the Inter-
national Institute of Agriculture at
Rome say, however, that the condition
of growing cereals in France, Great
Britain, Italy and Switzerland on May
was “mediocre,” while In Spain,
Netherlands and Algeria it was average
and In Tunis good.
In wheat acreage Spain shows an in-
crease of 6 per cent over the flve-year
average, with 10,300,000 acres; Switzer-
land, an increagse of 20 per cent, with
128,000 acres; Indla, an inerease of 8
per cent, with 32,885,000 acres, and Al-
geria, a decrease of E per cent, with
3.141,000 acres.
