
SPEAKER CLARK INJECTS
SOME POINTED QUESTIONS |

Discusses Alleged Activities of Bar¬

ney Barnch in Lowering the
Prices for Copper.

During the debate in the floase yss-
tarttT afternoon on the food promo¬
tion bill the talk turned upon the ao-

ttvttles of Barney Baruch. one of the
oouncll of national defense, and Speak¬
er Clark, who participated in the de¬
bate at Intervale. Interrupted Mr. L.unn
of New Tork with a question:
"You aay that Mr. Baruoh rot a

price of It cents for copper. Do you
Know that the Utah Copper Company,
In Its report to Its stockholders, de¬
clared that it could put copper f. o. b.
the cars at 61* cents a pound?"

"If that is a fact.and I do not desire
to question the ststement made by the

I gentleman from Missouri." said Mr.
Lunn, "then we have made a tremen¬
dous mistake in Our revenue bill that
we did not put on sn excess-profits tax
that would have raised nearly ail the
revenue needed.

"I think that, too." said Speaker
Clark. "But the Utah Copper Company
made a report to Its stockholders that
It could put copper on board cars at
5H cents a pound, and Mr. Baruch
thinks we have brought it down to 16
cents."
"But without Mr. Baruch we would

have been paying 30-odd rents a pound."
"I will ask you another question,"

said the Speaker. "Why does not the
Attorney General of the United States
hop onto those fellows that put it up
to 30 cents? 1 am willing to give
Baruch credit for pulling it down from
30 cents to 16 cents, but ne did not pull
It down far enough, and the Attorney
General could put every one of those
fellows into jail between now and Sat¬
urday night who kept the price up."
Mr. Miller of Minnesota said:
"I know something about the cost of

producing copper, and 1 happen to have
some personal knowledge of the way in
which the offer was made to the gov¬
ernment. by which the government will
receive the copper, upward of 60,000,000
pounds, for about 16 cents a pound. I
want to state fairly and squarely and
emphatically that Mr. Bernard Baruch
had nothing whatever on earth to do
with It. He is entitled to no more
credit for It than the man in the moon.
The offer on the part of the copper
company to supply this copper to the
government for 16 cents or thereabouts
was really a voluntary one on the part
of the big producers of copper. Many
of the big producers of copper have en¬
joyed enormous 'profits during the pe¬
riod of this war. There is not a Shadow
of doubt about that. They have enjoy¬
ed profits that exceeded anything they
had ever dreamed of. Not very long
ago copper was selling for 10 and 11
and 12 cents a pound, although in 110?
it Is true that it went up to 21 or It
cents a pound. These men. who have
made enormous profits In copper, realiz¬
ing the exigencies of the situation, did
have patriotism enough In their hearts
to make this voluntary offer to the gov¬
ernment. and they should receive such
credit as is their due."
"Did not Mr. Baruch oall their atten¬

tion to that fact?" asked Mr. Ring.
"Mr. Baruch did, but long after they

had volunteered it in the beginning. As
to SH cents a pound being the cost of
produolng copper in Utah by the Utah
Copper Company, that Is probably true.
The Utah Copper Company. 1 am in¬
formed, can produce copper more cheap¬
ly than it can be produced by any other
company or men In the world.vastly
cheaper. I think the testimony usually
has been that it costs on an average
somewhere arouhd is or 14 cents a
pound to produce copper, but the price
that the Utah Copper Company can pro¬
duce It for I have always heard was
around 7 or ft cents. It is altogether
likely that they have been able to pro¬
duce it more cheaply by perfecting
their system."

FILIPINOS STAND UNITED
IN SUPPORT OF AMERICA!

Leaders, Newspapers and People Be-1
spond Heartily to Call of

United States.

MANILA. April 14..Perhaps the most

remarkable development of the war
situation in the Philippines has been
the etartling unanimity with which
Flllpno leaders, newspapers and peo¬
ple have taken the Amercan attitude
as their own.
Except for the fear of one Filipino

.newspaper that the war might mean
the employment of Filipino troops in
Europe there was not a discordant
note in the loyalty given the American
cause. Every newspaper claimed the
cause of America as Its own. and many
of them held that the Filipino people
were ready to make any sacrifice to
help the United States not alone
through gratitude, but through an ap¬
preciation of the high minded Ideals
for which America entered the strug¬
gle.
The day after news came to Manila

of the American declaration of war
the Filipino Veterans' Association,
composed entirely of men who had
fought In the insurrection of 1900
against the United States, offered its
services in any capacity to the gov¬
ernor general. Not a condition was at¬
tached. The municipal hoard of the I
city of Manila, compoeed of ten Fill-1
plnos elected by Filipino voters of the |
capital city, took similar action.
The secretarlee of the various de¬

partments of the Philippine govern¬
ment form practically the Philippine
cabinet. They and their aaslstants run
the executive and administrative elde
of the government. They are all Fili¬
pinos. and they, too, rose to the oppor-

. tnnity. At a Joint meeting they pledg-
! ed their own loyalty and that of the

people and offered their co-operation
in any war measure the chief executive
might decide upon.
Meanwhile the appeal of Secretary of

the Navy Daniels for navy enlistments,
published in every Manila paper, and
a statement by Admiral Wlnterhalter,
until a week ago in command Of the
Asiatic squadron, that he had asked
the Navy Department for authority to
enlist Filipinos as full-fledged sailors
Instesd of in their previous status as
mess attendants only, had brought a
big list of applicants for positions In
the navy.
Three days ago Governor General

Harrison Issued a call for the forma¬
tion of the first units of the Philippine
National Guard, numbering 4,000. ThiB
action was decided upon by the Flli-

Ipino congress when relations with Ger¬
many were strained early In February.
The governor general was given the
right to cal! this organization into

i being, and deemed war time a proper' occasion to summon the force. Here
again the response of individual Fili¬
pinos has been notable.
All In all. Filipino sentiment today Is

more united on the war 'juestion than
It has ever been -in any other topic
even Independence for the islands. TheI cordial Indorsement of the. Americanattitude is a radical change from thesuspicion of things American which
was the popular thing in tha islands
ten yesrs ago.
