TO PRODUCE BILLION TONS
OF COAL DURING THE YEAR

United Mine Workers Beach Agree¬
ment Regarding 1818

Output.

The possibility that It might be nec¬
essary to Pommandeer the coal mines of
tha United States, both to insure the
necessary volume of production and to
keep prices within bounds, may have
been averted by an agreement reached
with the United Mine Workers of Amer¬
ica and the coal committee* of the
council of national defense. The
miners have (riven assurance of pro¬
ducing* 1,000.000,000 tons of coal during
the next year.
Mine workers and mine operators are

to be given equal recognition by the
government. The committee on coal
production will be a body representing
every element entering into the produc¬
tion of coal in the United States.
The following members have been

added to the committee, representative
of labor interests: John P. White,
Krank Hayes. William Green and John
Ja I/ewis, officers of the United Mine
Workers of America; James Lord of
the American Federation of Labor.
John Mitchell, chairman of the Indus¬
trial commission of the state of New
York and H. I*. Kerwin, eecretary to
Secretary of Labor Wilson.
Regarding the agreement John P.

Whits, president of the mine workers,
said.
-With this new understanding reach¬

ed I repeat my former statement that
free workers organized as free men can
tever thle country a foot deep with
coal and in the next year raise Its pro¬
duction from the former record of
.00.000,000 tons to 1,000,000,000."

Cuba. The men are said to have
boarded the steamer at Manati, Cuba.

Executive Board, Under New Act, to
Be Composed of Officials of State,

War and Navy Departments.
An executive board, composed of offi¬

cials of the State, War and Navy de¬
partments, will form the "export trade
executive" to be at the head of the ex¬

port trade of the United States during:
the war, under the provisions of the
'espionage act. It will have charge of
all trading: with foreign countries.
The State -Department probably will

have general oversight of all the work
of the administration of export limita¬
tions. since such work will involve in
its very nature the most delicate ques¬
tions with allied and neutral nations.
The government will have the help

of many prominent business men from
all parts of the country who have of¬
fered their services without remunera¬
tion.

Powerful Weapon for President.
In the act is found a powerful

weapon for the President in that it
permits him to trade for articles con¬
trolled by the allies, which heretofore
have been permitted to come to Amer¬
ica only in limited quantities. The
United States, with trade balance in its
favor, and largely Independent of the
rest of the world for raw supplies, can
force release of the supplies it does
need by exercising its new power of
exports.
In applying the new law the govern¬

ment's purpose, aside from preventing
supplies from reaching the enemy, will
be to conserve all American resources
.first, to make America effective in
the war; second, to make the allies
effective, and. third, to befriend neu¬
trals friendly to the alliance. The
power to readjust shipping routes and
sources of supply is expected to effect
a tremendous saving In tonnage bv re-
duoing long hauls. For Instance, Spain
might not be allowed to get American
coal If she could Just as well get coal
from England.

Statement on New Law.
A public Information committee

statement on the new law says:
"Department of Justice officials re¬

gard the espionage act as one of the
most Important pieces of legislation
enacted since the declaration of the
state of war. and numerous prosecu¬
tions are anticipated under its provi¬
sions.
"For the time being the export con¬

trol chapter is regarded by the war
trade committee as the most Im¬
portant portlonf of the new law. That
section of the act will not only proveetTective in promoting the success of
the war by preventing shipments to
the ejiemy, but it will prove a safe¬
guard against the development of
another embarrassing situation In the
relations with Mexico, since under It
shipments of arms and munitions
across the border can be absolutely
controlled.
"Another feature of the law, which

was designed to prevent embarrassing
situations from arising in the nation's
foreign relations, prevents any other
than a duly accredited diplomatic or
consular official from serving as an
agent of a foreign government In the
United States, unless the individual so
serving first gives notice of his position
to the Secretary of State."'

Joy in Dublin Over Beleaie Order.
DUBLIN, June 16..News of the gov¬

ernment's decision to release the Irish
prisoners without distinction caused the
greatest enthusiasm. Newspapers which
published the announcement, with the
pictures of many of the more promi¬
nent prisoners, were quickly bought up.
The news was better than was ex¬
pected, as it was believed that the gov¬
ernment, while releasing most of the
prisoners, would make some exceptions.

SAYS WAR BROADENED
VISION OF THIS COUNTRY

Franklin D. Roosevelt Addresses the

Graduating Class of the Eastern

High School.

Tliat the entrance of the United States
into the world war has given the peo¬
ple of the country a broader vision than
they have ever had before was assert¬
ed by Franklin D. Roosevelt, assistant
secretary of the navy, in an address be¬
fore the graduating class of Eastern
High School yesterday afternoon. The
commencement exercises were held in
the assembly hall of the building.
Through its entrance in the war the

United States will go down in history
as a more united people than ever be¬
fore, he said. This country, he said,
was consecrated to the help of man¬
kind.
One of the features of the exercises

was the announcement by I>r. Willard
S. Small, the principal, of the way in
which the school was helping in the
war. He explained that girls of the
class had kept the expenses of their
graduation dresses below $5 each and
that the money saved.$12.had been
turned over to the Belgian relief fund.
Instead of the class presenting a gift
to the school, it had contributed two
beds for the Maison Familiale, he said.
Twenty-one members of the faculty had
subscribed $4,650 to the liberty loan,
he said.
Miss Carol Hart Johnson was awarded

a medai by the United States Daugh¬
ters of the War of 1812, for having writ¬
ten the best essay of any high school
student in the city on history of the
conflict of 1812. Miss Martha Leonora
Runbeck was awarded a prlz*1 offered
by Miss Martha Blrney for the most
original work. Miss Runbeck's work
was of a literary character. Miss Rose¬
mary Arnold was announced as the
winner of the third university scholar¬
ship to George Washington University.
Miss Gertrude Anna Rassbach was
awarded a scholarship to the National
School of Domestic Arts and Sciences.

James W. .Berry, president of the

tion, presented a medal on behalf of the
association to Wilbur Andrews Galla-
han, who was chosen as the student
who had done most for the school dur¬
ing his four years. Mr. Berry also an¬
nounced that the alumni association
had established a fund whereby deserv¬
ing students unable to buy books could
borrow the money confidentially through
the principal of the school, repaying it
later.
Ernest H. Daniel, vice president of

the board of education, presided. Mrs.
Margarita Spalding Gerry, member of
the board and formerly a teacher at
Eastern, presented the diplomas. Rev. J.
Franklin Bryan led the devotional
exercises. Miss Grace Vivian Michael
delivered the valedictory.
