Potash Sources in Amerjca.

1
From Metallurgical sed Chemicsl Engineering.
American chemists have been looking
for potash in this country for a great
many years, and several deposita and
sources were discovered years ago and
then neglected by capital becauss of
the moderates price of the German arti-
cle. Most, If not all, of the present
sources were known before the war,
but the industry did not seem then to
promise returns large enough to war-
rant the hazard of the new undertak-
ing. Consequently nothing was dons
until our supply was suddenly cut off.
According to Mr. F. de Beers,
preaident of the Swenson Evaporator
Company of Chicago, we will produce
raw potash salts next year in sufficient
quantity to supply one-third of our
average demand before the war, or
equivalent to 120,000 tons.
There Is a chance that we may exceed
this by 50 per cent if certain proper-
ties are worked or if new processes are
developed, but even then we would have
but half our requirements during nor-
mal times, and right now we could
really use more than that. Our future
as a large producer depends entirely

on our success with feld-p-.rt alunite,
blast furnace es, Searles e and
other lakes in Nebrasks, W ing and

Oregon. We cannot secure much more
than about 15 per ceht of our require-
mente from the by-products;/first dis«
cussed, although many of UI-L.M
be oermanentl; . rofitable.
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
