KIT, with the figures for the same month
a year ago* ahow a falling off in opera¬
tions of 43 per cent, as reported from a

Hit of 11» principal cities of the country
to the American contractor.

War conditions are in part responsible
for the unfavorable showing. Inability of
steel mills, lumber mills, etc., to furnish
materials because of war contracts hold¬
ing up much building that had been
planned. Another factor in the national
reduction is the changed conditions In
New York city as the result of the new
soning law In operation there for just
year.

APARTMENT AT COMER OF WISCONSIN AVENUE AN1» GARFIELD STREET. JUST COMPLETED. GIVES PANO¬
RAMA OF Hiu:s OF MARYLAND AND VIRGINIA HILLS AND ENTIRE CITY.

APARTMENTS ERECTED
ON HISTORIC ROUTE

Two Modern Buildings Being Com¬

pleted on Wisconsin Avenue,
Braddock's Line of March.

Two handsome apartments, on*

finished and the other practically com¬

pleted, are the latest architectural ad¬
ditions to Wisconsin arenuei which. In
early colonial days, was the route along
which Gen. Braddock led his army to

tu« defeat at old Fort Duquesne.
One of these at the southwest corner

of Wisconsin avenue and Garfield street
has Just been completed by H. L. Rust.
The building is seven stories in height,
with a front of dark red Harvard brick
and limestone trim, and with the entire
front taken up with semi-inclosed
balooniea, readily convertible, If de-
aired, into sleeping porahea.

Affords Wide Panorama.
From this building is to be had a

wonderful panorama of almost the en¬

tire city and wide stretches of the
Maryland and Virginia hills and the
winding Potomac. The building stands
on one of the highest points overlook¬
ing the city.
The other apartment building, being

pushed to completion by J. W. Pilling,
is at the corner of Hall place and Wis¬
consin avenue, near the grounds of the
Naval Observatory. The building Is of
buff brick with ornamentation of color¬
ed tiles and with red tile roof. It Is
expected the building will be ready
for occupancy by October 1.

Near Braddock Camp.
Both of these buildings are within a

short distance of the spot on which
Oen. Braddock's army is said to have

camped on its way from Virginia to

meet the French and Indians at old
Fort Duquesne, near the present city
of Pittsburgh- The site of the camp is
believed to have been the ground now
occupied in part by Washington Cathe¬
dral and the Cathedral close, practical¬
ly covering the tract adjacent to the
intersection of Wisconsin and Massa¬
chusetts avenues.

BARMOMB STRICTURE NEARING COMPLETION AT HALL PLACE AND
WISCONSIN AVENl'E* NEAR GROUNDS OF NAVAL OBSERVATORY.

BUILDING AFFECTED
BY WAR CONDITIONS

Curtailed Operations, in View of Ex-1
pert*, Means Change in Trend

of Industry.

Business conditions have changed al¬
most as much during the last feu-
months as in the past two years. This
applies to nearly every industry in the
country. The fundamental factors in¬
fluencing business have taken en a rad¬
ically altered aspect due to the assur¬

ance of this nation's fixed determina¬
tion to stay in this fight to a finish.
The coming industry of this country is
war, or, as it has been stated, "Business
.but not as usual." For most indus¬
tries this change means, "Business more
than usual." with one important quali¬
fication, which is that growing em¬

phasis will be put on the necessities
and utilities. No one can study the
tremendous financial preparations, the!
estimates of which daily become larger,
without realising that business must
continue in immense volume, however
changed in character. This is what is
implied in the phrase, "readjustment to
a war basis."
It is useless to argue that such a

fundamental industry as building will
not be affected by this change. Some
of these efTects are already In evidence.
Today we speak of "curtailed building
operations." which is the popular in¬
terpretation of the war's efTect on build¬
ing. But this does not tell the whole
story. Rather should we say "change
in the building trend."

Value of Work Started.
It is altogether probable that the to-,

tal volume of building operations dur¬
ing the war will continue great. The
thing to bear in mind, however, is that
much of this work will be war con¬
struction in all its various ramifica¬
tions. Particulsrly ouirht f^ctnrv con-

to prosr^r in the changing or-
der of things. This tendency toward
inuuscriM building is already apparent,
as the following figures covering the
central and eastern sections of the
United States will show:

From the above data it will be seen

that manufacturing and miscellaneous
work is rapidly growing, whereas pure¬
ly residential building (which has a

greater tendency to be speculative) is
less active. The factors underlying
the present Inclination to forego spec¬
ulative investment in building are of
the same nature as those which keep
Investors out of the stock market. On
the other hand, the increasing demand
for manufacturing structures and va¬
rious allied work (classed as miscel¬
laneous) is due to the same causes that
are stimulating the various industries
of the country to maximum produc¬
tion. In other words, activity now
tends toward the work necessary to
supply the basic needs of the country.
These are the lines that will flourish
most during the war. and this applies to
building, as well as to all other types
of industry.
In building circles, attention is now

fixed primarily upon the various gov¬
ernment operations, which have a di¬
rect and Immediate military bearing.
These are proving to be of greater
magnitude than was at first estimated,
and will require the employment of a
vast volume of labor. At the present
moment the greatest importance at¬
taches to this work.
As the war progresses, however, we

shall see an Increase in other phases
of building activity less directly though
bo less fundamentally related to the

j -
- Mk

carrying on of,the war. This means
that increased plant capacity must be
provided for, and various other indus-
trial work will prosper. Farmers will
be obliged to provide proper store¬
houses, bins, cribs, etc., for their large
crops. In fact, it is not improbable
that the country may enter upon quite
an active period of agricultural build¬
ing.
War is the most costly undertaking in

the world, and these disturbing read¬
justments are part of the price we
pay. it is a short-sighted view, how-
ever, which can find no indications of
encouragement in the present outlook.
