Some few of them indecd
were surroumded and fought until
forced to surrender. One young officer
in command of ten men found himself
éncircled by the enemy and his men
being swept by machine-gun fire. The
last heard of him was contained in a
measage he signaled back to his d1-
vision, saving his men were facing
death and that he saw no way but to
surrender and save their lives

The
prisoners accounted for to date total
more than 370, and this figure repre-
sents considerably more than the en-
tire French easualties ajong
whole front in Thursday's offensive
The remarkably small number aof
casualties was due to the fine
work of the French artillery. Prelimi-
nary bombardment of German positions
was very effectiva, and the advance
was made under a perfect barrage.

German Barrage Inadeguate.

As was the ense on the British front
mbout Langemarck, the German barrage
was tofally inadequate, and the counter
battery work whereron so much de-
pends gave no trouble. French counter
battery firing resulted in silencing a

large number of enemy guns, and as|

a result the French have been little

troubled by gurfire in ecarrying out
consolidations.
The work of the French engineers

in this ditffcult terrain, which, as it ap-
proacher the river, is a veritable mo-
rass, had bLeen thrust forward swiftly,
and when it came to bridging

When persons stand and congregate
on the sidewalk, whether they have a
banner or not, Judge Fugh declared
they are guilty of unlawful assembly.

Following the !mposition of the sen-
tence each of the suffragists asked that
their $2a collateral each deposited yes-
terday be returned to them.

Judge Pugh, who is gitting in the Dis-
trict branch of the Police (Court. was
the dispenser of justice for the six
pickets who appeared today. The pick-
ets have become so accustomed to sen-
tences from Judge Mullowny that there
was a real thrill of excitement in the
courtroom today when the scores of
woman spectators realized that there
was something new in the case.

The women were arrested yesterday
afternoon after Miss Alice Paul at
Cameron House had been warned that
the police would not aliow picketings.

-Say They Will Not Pay Fines.

After their arrest they were released

They maid before the trial they
would not pay fines and would accept
sentences if held guilty. The pickets

were charged with the act prohibiting un-
lawful assembly.

The women were arrested, yesterday
without trouble. Capt. Flather and Po-
licewoman Farley politely and easily
arrested the first two pickets who
reached the White House. They were
promptly sant to the station house In a
patrol wagon, amd people in the as-
sembled crowds cheerrcd. A few minutes
later the pickets at the west gate were
arrested and sent to the station. Two
more pickets endeavored to raise ban-
ners, but on emerging from Cameron
House a crowd of men tore the banners
down. The pickets managed 1o gel to
the White House gate, where they up-
held a bare pole for a few minutes,
Capt. Flather had these two arrested and
sent to the station housa and thus end-
el the picketing for the day.

the Federal Trade Com-

mission.

Pregident Wilson went to the food
administration today for a personal
conference with Herbert Hoover and
later went 1o the Federal Trade Com-
mission. It was belleved the President
discussed the coal sltuation and the
extent to which he would assumme the
powers to control distribution wvested
in him by the food bill.

Under the law the President may fix
the price of coal, operate the mines or
commandeer stocks and sell to the e
sSome decision of which course he will pur-
sue is expected as the result of today's
conferences, which were based on the Fed-
eral Trade Commission’s now completed
report on the coa! situation.

At the Federal Trade Commission the
President went over the figures gathered
on vosts of producing coal. The trend
of the commission’s report on the sub-
| ject was to urge the President to take
lover the voal supply and its distribu-
tion.

To Get Report Soon.

President Wilson probably will re-
ceive within a few days a report from
the Federal Trade Commission on the
investigation of coal production costs
Just completed. The report will serve
Jto acquaint the President comprehen-
isively with the nation's Tuel situation
in relation to the consumer,

Government control of the Industry,
in accordance with the provisions of
the food control law, now appears im-
minent. The situation was gone over
at u conference yesterday between the
President, Francis S Peabody, chair-
man of the coal production committes
of the Council of National Defense, and
John P. White, president of the United
Mine Workers of America.

Powers Given President.

The food control act authorized the
President to fix coal prices from the
mine to the consumer and reg on
the fuel for sale to the public Tr-
ators and miners, who opposs g
ment price fixing, fear that sale prices
will be pushed down to a level whers
their interests will be jeopardized.
